Men Wreak Quick Vengeance 
on Black Fiend.

Texas News Service Special.
Tyler. Tex., May 1.—Determined to 

wreak ven yea nee upon the negro who 
attacked and »orloualy Injured Miss 
Winnie Hannan, aged 18 years, two 
miles east of Tyler last night, a mob 
at 11:30 a. m. today Is preparing to 
batter dow n pr break into the jail and 
baag or burn the negro charged with 
the crime. The governor has been 
wired to rush troops to the scene. 

Miss Harman was beautiful and 
lar. She was overpowered by the 

negro ami draggerl Into a barn. She 
was missed after leaving the house anil 
found after a three hours search tiy 
her brother. Her neck, arms and waist 
were badly bruised. The mob com- 
msWeed to form at nine o ’ clock this 
montng and Is composed of at, least 
three thousand persons. The sheriff 
has refused to is-rmlt Miss Harman 
to enter the Jail to Identify the negro.

The mol) l>roke Into the Jail, seized 
the trembling negro and rushe<l him to 
the new court house, now being con- 
•Iructed. where he was hanged from 
the scaffolding.

The mob began gathering on the 
«streets at an early hour and at 11 

o'clock the slreela were a surging 
rmnss of humanity. When lead to the 
1^11 where Hodge« was confined, the 

mob battered down the door and. grab­
bing the negro, rushed him to the place 
where Miss Harman was slopping 
Miss Harmon being unable to positive­
ly Identify Hodges, she was escorted to 
the Jail, but there also was unable to 
point out the right prMoiier. A shout

the mob went for him. He was taken 
to (he new court house and strung up

^Isise stone. He was hanged Just at 
noon

and people composed the mob. The 
officers’ efforts to frustrate the mob 
were futile. The negro was left hang­
ing until 12:40, when he was cut down.

111., April 30.—Before an 
audience which ap|>luu(led each si>euk- 
c :  with generosity, the second debate 
between Mayor David S. Rose of Mil­
waukee anil Prt sident Saimiel Dlekie 
of Albion college, Miehlgan, on the 
prohibition question, was given at the 
Auditorium thealer here tonight.

Mayor Rose. In taking the negailve 
of the question that prohibillng mtinu- 
facture and sale of Intoxioanls Is right, 
said:

’ ’Thinking men recognize prohibi­
tion as pro|)UHed. an extreme remedy, 
wholly Insufflrient and desiriirllve In 
setual practice, while on the other 
hand they realize that the Joint saloon 
and the dive menace society. Now they 
are seeking some rational middle 
middle ground.’

Mayor Rose presented statlsllcs from 
Kansas, Maine and other prohibition 
States to show that prohihliion Is fall­
ing to stop drunkenness. He ssbl that 
to destroy the liquor business would 
mean a loss of $233.<mK),OOU in reventie 
to the government alone.
