In the FIJI lalands. Vlavla and other 
gods claim the shark as their abode, 
and their devotees must never eet of 
that flab, for If they did they would be 
partaking of the god blmaelf.

It was In the Hawaiian Islands, how­
ever. that shark worship reached Its 
greatest perfection. Ita worablp was 
quite common on the Islanda. each one 
having a special shark oa bis ances­
tral god. The worship of aharka waa 
dne largely to the fact that the belief 
In the transmigration of eouls la quite 
general among the Polynesians, and 
the Hawaiiana would f i ^  their dead 
to the sharks under the enppoeltion 
that In this way the soul of the dead 
would enter the aharke and oo animate 
the latter aa to Inclige them to respect 
the bodies of tb« living.

Beveral i/f the African eoeet tribes 
worship the ehark. Three or four times 
In the year they celebrate the festival 
of the ehark. vVhlcb Is done In this 
wise: They all row out In their boets 
to the middle o f the river, wherq they 
Invoke, with the atrangeet ceremonies, 
the protection of the great ebailc. They 
offer to him poultry and goats In order 
to aetlsfy bis oecred appetite.

I t  hr a waate of aeed, atiengtb and 
tim e to  plOBt n garden In poor noil. 
Ttke seed will come np,‘ tbe spindling 
plants will be harder ta .v o rk  than if 
they were hiznrUnt, and tbe resultant 
rrop will be moetly conapIcuotM by its 
nbeeuce. 8o. If it be impossible to do 
BBore, make small rich beds, four feet 
wide and as long as the manure bolds 
oat, and bow them croaawlae wttb 
each’things as rsdisbea, lettuce, crees, 
parsley, beets and ontons. Make the 
rows a foot to eighteen locbee apart 
or sow ,tbe  radishes broadcast. Let- 
tnee also yielda more, for broadcast 
sowing. Pull out the thriftiest as soon 
ns edible and leave tbe rest to grow.
