penalty for converting Interest on
public money to private use, and re-
quiring foreign corporations to malin-
tain resident State agents at the seat
of government.

Among the new laws of a miscell-
aneous character are those making it
a felony to give or sell Intoxicating
liquors to persons of unsound mind,
making it a felony to sell fruit trees
or shrubs by misrepresentation, auth-
orizing the creation and incorporation
of trade Insurance companies, and pro-
tecting benevolent and charitable or-
ganizations in the use and display of
thelr emblems and names.

Mme. de
Sevigne, for Instance, never learned
the proper way to write bher name,
while It was remarked by Mme, de
Malotenon that at the College of St
Cyr _much preclous time was wasted
In leacning how to spell.

It remalned, however, for the Em
pregs Eugenie in 1808 at Complegne to
put to a practical test the spelling
standard which obtained even among
the highest literary authorities. Thus
under the pretext of a theme proposed
to them for an examination a number
of French academiclans took down
from dictation a composition by Pros-
per Merimee. Not one *“immortal”
wrote without mistake.

As to the empress, she could not un
derstand so many faults belng made
untll It was conveyed to her that she
herself from the same dictation was
responsible for no less than ninety
The emperor, again, made sixty. It Is
but fair to add, however, that the dic
tation was complled expressly with a
view. to focusing the dificulties not
only of spelling, but grammar.—IHanr
per's Weekly.
