LONE AN ROBS BANK IN
FORT WORTH IN DAYTIME

Covers the Cashier With Pistol, Seizes
Eight Thousand Currency and
Makes Clean Getaway.

Fort Worth, Tex., June 23.-—Almost
in the center of the business section
of thisg city, in broad daylight,~an un-
masked robber yesterday afternoon
robbed the branch of the Waggoner
Bank and Trust Co. of currency;ag-
gregating $8,195, and made a clean
getaway. A

Shortly after 4 o*clock cashier Wal-
ter King of the branch looked up from
his balance sheet to find a tall man
covering him with a gun. He was
warned to keep quiet on pain of instant
death. The robber reached and got
the plle of bills, backed out the door
and was gone, That was all.

The robber is described as six feet
fall, dark complexionand halrswarthy
and muscular. A general alarm for
him has been sent out over the State,
The Fort Worth police were notified
at once and made every effort to get
on the man's trial, without success.
He was gone as completely as if the
earth had swallowed him up. Several
arrests were made on suspicion, but
nothing was found.

The daring of the robbery Is ap-
palling. The bank's branch Is at 14th
and Maln streets, In a crowded busi-
ness section and the robbery took
place at a time when traffic along the

street was h The bank's loss {s
covered by in nee.

A search of nearly twenty-four hours
has failed to discover any trace of the
bandit who held up and robbed ‘the
Main street branch of the Waggoner
Bank and Trfust Company a few min-
utes after 5 o'clock yesterday .after-
noon, -securing $6,195 In- greenbacks.
The police are continuing their efforts
unabated to find a trace and effect the
capture of the robber. Rewards aggre-
gating sixteen hundred dollars are of-
fered for the capture of the robber and
recovery of the money, The Waggoner
Bank and Trust Company offers five
hundred dollars for the capture of the
bandit and an additional five hundred
for the recovery of the money. Mayor
Davis this morning was authorized to
offer five hundred dollars reward for
the capture.

Cashler Walter King, who was the
only man at the branch bank when the
robbery took place, agaln assumed
charge of the branch when it opened
for business this morning. The offf-.
clals are not fearing a further_at-
tempt at robbery.

A score of persons arrested hére and
elsewhere last night, have been later
released.

Just how
well the ordinance can stand the test
of the courts it is hard to say, %
ThHe ordinance was passed by the
city ocouncll following the action of
the cab drivers in advancing prices
from twenty-five cents to fifty cents,
in all parts of the city. The council
deemed this excessive and the ordi-
nance provided that only twenty-five
cents should be charged on this side
of Broad street. The cab drivers then
withdrew their cabs altogether, solicit-
ing no fares, and the city then threat-
ened to revoke their licenses. M-,
Glibert's arrest followed and the court
of criminal appeals will be called on
to decide whether or not the city
council had a right to pass such an or-
dinance.

many months., Local option, Irregular-
Itles In several of the SBtate depart-
ments.alleged mismanagement of State
institutions, and many minor offenses
are Involved in the struggle. Back of
it all Is a story of political intrigue and
revenge and flerce contest for suprem-
acy on (he part of the two rival fac-
tions of the republican party In this
State.
Upon one side are Governor Hay and
his friends, who-at the regular session
last winter favored Investigation of the
Btate departments, and on the other
are the friends of the State officlals,
who declare that the Investigation was
purely of the ‘‘muck-rake’'’ warlety
and undertaken for political purposes
only. Their contention that there was
nothing wrong with the State depart-
ments, however, was given a body
blow by the arrest some time ago of
Adjutant General Hamllton on charges
of entbezzling more than $40,000 of the
State militia funds.

Governor Hay was elected lleutenant
governor and succeeded to the office of
chief executive on the death of Gov-
ernor Cosgrove last spring. The gov-
ernor is a strong bellever in local op-
tion and in the campaign last. fall
aligned himself with the reform forces.
The liquor interests, which are influ-
ential, are consequently lending their
streagth to the opposition.
