GREAT TOLL IN ONE DAY

Mrs. J. B. Richbourg died Friday 
Evening of last week after an illness 
of ten days of influenza followed by 
pneumonia, he remains being inter­
red Saturday in the Spur Cemetery.

Mrs. E. F. Hall died Friday even- 
ring of last week at the Nichols Sani­
tarium, her remains being interred 
«Saturday in Spur Cemetery. Mrs. 
Hall had undergone an operation sev 
<eral days before, and until with in 
an hour of death she was apparently 
recovernig nicely, and her death was 
■very unexpected.

Mrs. Wright Henson died Friday 
Bight at their home in the West Pas­
ture, flolowing an illness of influenza 
and pneumonia, her remains being 
¡mterred Saturday in Spur Cemetery. 
Every member of the Henson family, 
including Mr. and Mrs. Henson and 
their Jive children, were sick of in­
fluenza at the time. Mr. Henson and 
two of the children are now critical­
ly of pneumonia.

A general epidemic o f influenza 
.prevails throughout the country. The 
Sectors of Spur and Dickens have 
l*een unable to respond to many calls 
from patients.

The deaths o f these three good wo­
men is a great toll exacted by the 
Grim Reaper, and aside from the 
three homes made desolate, many 
warm friends and neighbors are sin­
cerely grieved, and the town and 
country suffers a real loss. Both 
Mrs. Richbourg and Mrs. Hall had 
Mved in Spur since its earliest days. 
They were among the leaders in wo­
mens work of the town, lived useful, 
Christian lives which will survive in 
the memory of all with whom they 
were associated.

The bereavefl families have the 
sympathy and condolence of the en­
tire country.

The recent revival of activity to 
harness the streams of Texas to pre­
vent overflows ’ ami PTCviths irrigation 
water and eleefffe pt/wer has aparimt 
ly imnressed the idea upon the public 
mind that the problem is about to he 
successfully solved. This view is in­
dicated in the large number of re- 
emests for soil surveys now reaching 
Director B. Youngblood of the Tex­

When a cow drinks water, her body 
At once sets to work raising it, if 
necessary, to the same temperature as 
exists normally in the body.

To provide the heat necessary, the 
blood and internal organs give up a 
portion of their supply until more is 
supplied from food previously con­
sumed. As the milk cow is a heavy 
consumer of water, much heat is re­
quired to warm it. Consequently when 
cows are allowed to drink water that 
is very cold, a high percentage of the 
feed eaten is required to heat it. If 
it is true that some heat is being 
given off from the body all the time 
and when the amount of water taken 
in at one time is small the loss is un­
important. But when the cows are 
watered only once or twice daily, and 
then get near ice water, they are like­
ly to suffer injury and more feed :s 
necessary. Stated briefly, it is a ques­
tion of balancing good feed and the 
cow’s time digesting it. against the 
cost of a good tank heater and a few 
pails of cobs or coal.

R om, W arm th, Ventilation and Lights 
Are Among Most Essential Fac­

tors W ith  Hens.

The Missouri poultry house original­
ly designed several years ago by the 
poultry department of the Missouri 
College of Agriculture, and now in 
general use in many states and in the 
Dominion of Canada, allows two and 
two-thirds square feet of floor space 
for each hen. One nest is provided 
for every six hens, and enough roosts 
are supplied to give each hen a re­
served seat eight inches apart.

This extremely practical poultry 
house has a number of special fea­
tures which have proved helpful in 
getting high winter production.

Light is admitted from all directions 
by means of six-light glass windows, 
two in front, two in each side ano 
one in the rear. There are, therefore! 
no dark corners in this house. Since 
light comes in from all sides the hens 
scratch in all directions and tne litter 
never piles up.

A 30-inch wire-covered opening, one 
foot from the floor and extending from 
each side of the door the entire width 
of the front, gives the Missouri poul­
try house good ventilation. During the 
winter the success of ventilation of 
thin type depends upon having the 
east, west, and north sides and the 
roof entirely air-tight so that wind 
will drive into the house only a short 
distance and never back to the roostd 
which a/e on the north side. Therd 
Is a gradual movement of the air from 
the inside out, -thus insuring an ahum 
dance of ventilation without drafts.

The straw loft is another distinctive 
feature. Joists or collar beams are 
placed in the house just high enough 
to afford head room. In order to pre* 
vent the birds from roosting on these, 
they are covered with inch boards four 
Inches wide, placed two inches apart. 
This forms a loft which is filled with 
straw. The straw acts as a sort of 
sponge by absorbing both dampness 
and heat and helps to keep the house 
drier and warmer in winter and cooler 
in summer.

Using this poultry house, 238 demon­
stration farm flocks owners in 37 Mis­
souri counties last year got 125 eggs 
per hen and a profit of $2.88 per hen.

Extension Circular 101, sent free by 
the Missouri Agricultural extension 
service, Columbia, Mo., gives plans, 
lumber bill and directions to enable 
anyone to build a poultry house of this 
type.

PRACTICAL NEST FOR HENS

Built of Good Q uality of Lumber They 
Can Be Made Any Length De­

sired by Poultrym an.

The nests shown in the accompany­
ing picture are very practical. They 
are built of a good quality of lumber 
planed on both sides and can be made 
of any length desired. Individual nests 
are 14 inches square. 12 inches high 
in front and the front b<*ird is re-

movable for cleaning. At the rear of 
the nest is a 1 by 4 inch board to 
hold the-nest material in place.

The hens enter and leave through a 
door at one end which may be closed 
at night to keep sitting hens from stay­
ing on the nests. Fine alfalfa hay is 
a much better nesting material than 
straw because the hollow stems of the 
latter make ideal breeding places for 
mites.

MINISTERS MEN OF MEDICINE

Both in Engiand and Am erica Clergy­
man Acted as Doctor in the  

Seventeenth Century.

Some of the medicines dispensed in 
the Seventeenth century were fear­
ful and wonderful concoctions. Human 
skulls, bones, human fat, mummies, 
etc., were freely prescribed. At the 
deathbed of Charles II a preparation 
from a human skull was administered.

The education of the pharmacist at 
this time was largely based on his 
trade experience, although some knowl­
edge of .Latin was required. The ap­
prenticeship lasted from five to six 
years, and at the end of that time he 
became a “journeyman.” On assuming 
control of a pharmacy as a proprietor, 
he was required to pass a supplemen­
tary examination.

Pharmacy in America during the Sev 
enteenth century was largely based on 
English usages modified by practices 
derived from the Indians. In Massa­
chusetts, a great many clergymen prac­
ticed pharmacy for a means of liveli­
hood, while preaching. Indians and 
old women also practiced it. The 
witchcraft epidemic brought the prac­
titioners of pharmacy into suspicion 
as selling poisons for spells.

INVESTIGATORS MAKE REPORT
What the fifty-three research spe­

cialists of the Texas Agricultural Ex­
periment Station found out about 
the hundreds of farm problems they 
investigated during the year 1921, is 
concisely told in a 48 page report 
which is now ready for distribution. 
This is the thirty-fourth annual re­
port of the Station and will be of in­
tense interest to anyone interested 
in the behavior of various crop varie­
ties and the m6st successful farming 
practices in the everal agricultural 
regions where the Station maintains 
experiments; the comparative value 
of sundry rations for farm animals; 
the various problems in connection 
with the animal industry of the State 
orchard and garden problems, and 
the insects pests and diseases affect­
ing crops and livestock of Texas far­
mers.

It was not possible, with the funds 
available, to publish a sufficient num­
ber of copies of this bulletin for each 
farmer in the Esftate, though a small 
reserve will be withheld and, loaned 
to those requesting it after the sup­
ply for free distribution has been ex­
hausted. In this way, it is expected 
that every farmer can have access to 
the'valuable inf ormation which it con 
tains.

A SLOVENLY PRACTICE
Some men build houses and fail tc 

pair.t or keep them in repair. Others 
buy automobiles and run them as 
long as a wheel will turn without 
making adjustments or greasing 
wearing parts. Such men only do 
themselves an injustice, but when 
county or district officials spend hun­
dreds of thousands of dollars of the 
people’s money in constructing high- 
wavs and make no provisions for 
maintenance, injustice is done every 
citizen who pays taxes. Building 
roads and then neglecting them is a 
slovenly way of doing business and 
ought not be tolerated.

As soon as the last spike is driven 
in the construction o f a new railroad 
the maintenance department is on 
the job. The railroad is divided into 
sections and a crew of men made re- 
ponsible for its upkeep.

The new highways of the South­
west have cost from $5,000 to over 
$40,000 per mile. Every one of 
these roads should be divided into 
sections and patrolled. Materials 
should be on hand for making minor 
repairs and reports made immediate, 
ly when major repairs are needed. 
The cost of patrolling a road would 
be small and by making repairs of 
minor defects as soon as they appear, 
and give immediate attention to lar­
ger breaks or washings, due to 
storms or other causes extraordinary 
the roads which have cost such large 
sums would outlast the life of the 
bond issue made necessary to con­
struct them.

It is discouraging to tax payers to
continue to pay interest on bonds 
used in payment for roads long after 
the roads have worn out.

Before additional burdens to tax 
payers are imposed by the further 
construction of new highways in New 
Mexico some adequate provision 
should be made by legislative apr 
propriation to preserve the roads now 
completed and soon to he accepted 
from the contractors. In .spite of the 
fact that there will be h, curtailment 
of state governmental expenses ex­
acted by the incoming administration 
in fulfillment of pledges made dur- 
ing the campaign it is obvious that 
part of such economy will be the 
maintenance of such good roads that 
are how property of the state and 
counties.— Las Vegas (N. M.) Optic,
