Different Ways to Cure
Newly Placed Concrete

Recent survey of numerous high-
way construction projects show that
contractors employ different methods
to cure newly-laid concrete. This cur-
ing is said to be one of the very im-
portant processes in building a first-
class concrete pavement.

On level sections of highway, the
preferred method, it was found, is the
building of earth dykes along the edges
of the pavement and flooding the in-
side area as shown in the illustration.
The water is then kept on the surface
of the concrete for ten days or two
weeks. This method was thought to
be cheaper thah covering with earth
because of the labor necessary to
shovel the dirt on to the pavement
and later clean it off. The water re-
quired to keep the earth wet was
about as much as if the surface of
the pavement was flooded.

Some contractors reported that the
use of hay was best. They sald it
would hold more water and could be

LOCKS ON DOORS A PUZZLE

Architects Wonder Why People Insist
on Having Locks Through-
out the House.

It has long been a question with
architects why people should have
doors throughout the house so com-
pletely equipped with locks. Why,
for example, should all the-closet and
bedroom: doors have locks? Did you
ever lock your bedroom door? Prob-
ably‘not. It may be desirable to put
locks on closet doors. Do not put a
lock on a door just because it is a
door. Perhaps, after all, you will
never lock it. At any event, a bolt
or a thumb turn will serve all the
purposes of a lock and you will not
have a key to look after.

However, it should be said that a
mortised latch wili usyally cost niore
than a bit key lock. Of course, if you

have a small boy in the house you |

will want a lock on the pantry door.
Some people have thought it desirable
to have one closet in the house
equipped with a good cylinder lock.
Such a closet may come in very handy
at certain times, perhaps if for noth-
Ing else than as a space in which to
store the family skeleton.

used several times over. Moreover,
it was not hard work to distribute the
hay or rake It up after the curing
period.

Where .water was plentiful, some
contractors expressed themselves In
favor of using sprinklers. A water
pipe was lald down the center of the
road, with lawn sprinklers attached at
frequent iIntervals. These were kept
running several hours a day.

The advantages of ohe or another
method of curing were not found to
be such as to affect the strength or
wearing qualities of the concrete. Al-
though concrete begins to harden soon
after it is mixed, the full strength is
developed by progressive hardening
over a period of time. The hardening
process is sald to be not a drying
process, as the presence of moisture
is necessary to assist the chemical
action which causes concrete to harden.

Louisiana Parish Saves
Money by Using Iron Ore

Iron ore, found in . northwestern
Louislana, has proved of great value
in road building in that state, and, in
some localities where it has been used
has effected a saving of $2,000 to
$3,000 a mlle in the cost of construec-
tion.

Highway engineers  in Louisiana
have been using the ore as a binder
instead of sand or clay, and have
found it far superior to that marerial
in many instances. During 1922 the
Louisiana state highway department
completed 350 miles of new roads.
Most of this milefge consists of gravel.
The remainder consists of roads built
of shells, sheet asphalt or bitulithic.
The 1923 program includes a larger
amount” of asphaltic construction.

Iron ore was first used in De Soto
parish, La., in 1917. Then a large de-
posit was found northwest of Arcadia.
Ore from this deposit is being used as
a base course on the new Homer-Min-
den highway, the Arcadia-Natchitoches
highway, the Ruston-Arkansas high-
way and the Pershing highway. The
state pays about 10 cents a yard in
royalties for this material, against $1
a yard in sand clay gravel. The saving
effected amounts to about $1.50 a yard,

Federal Funds-Spent on
Highways in Year 1922

During the calendar year 1922 the
amount of federal funds spent on high-
ways by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture totaled $5,603,100,
which constrvcted 2,420 mtles of for-
est roads and 4,190 miles of forest
trails. An additional $950,000 was se-
cured for this construction work from
state and county authorities. During

How Much Grain to Feg
Hens of Various Breeds

Most people who are attempting to
put the flock on a scientific basis are
perplexed as to the amount of grain
which they should feed to their hens.
Some people feed by measure, others
by “handfuls” and most people by
guesswork,

Measure feeding is probably to be
condemned more than any other
method. Merely giving a quart pail of
grain to the hens and letting it go at
that is what causes so many poor flock
records over the country. The hens
should be fed all that they will con-
sume, never by measure, yet measures
can be used as an.indication of the
amount they are likely to require.

Morning feeding of grain should be
Just sufficient to get the hens busy.
Oats make a good morning feed and
one quart to a hundred hens will keep
them busy most of the morning, but
where a balanced grain and mash ra-
tion is being fed you will not want to
disturb it by feeding oats alone in the
morning. Feed a small quantity of
the grain mixture you are using in the
morning, only enough to get the hens
working and give them all they want
at night.

Experiments carried on by the fed-
eral poultry farm authorities have
brought out some interesting figures
as indicating how much grain and
mash by weight is required for fowls
per day. General-purpose fowls, such
as Rocks, Reds and Wyandottes, re-
quire one quart of scratch grain and
a quart and a half of mash per day
for each 13 hens, or for each 16 hens of
the smaller or egg breeds. This is at
the rate of 7% pounds each of grain
and mash per day for 100 Leghorns
and 9% pounds of each to 100 gen-

| eral-purpose fowls. Hens having range

consume 75 pounds of feed in a year,
while the Leghorns consume 55 pounds
in addition to the green food eaten.

Table Scraps Important
Item for Small Flocks

Table scraps become an impertant
item for a small flock, but are of little
value for large numbers. The small
flock will pay at all seasons, because
the scraps lessen the cost of the food
by permitting of the utilization of
waste materials that would otherwise
go into the slop barrel. For this rea-
son every family should keep a few
hens, even if but half a dozen, and
especially the families that live in the
suburbs of cities and towns, or who
have a space that can be utilized for
that purpose. The greatest obstacle
is the attempt te keep too many. Be
satisfled with a few, and the cost will
be ‘less and the result more satisfac-
tory.

Turkeys in' Confinement
Need Careful Guarding

Those who grow turkeys in confine-
ment must, of necessity, guard care-
fully against overfeeding throughout
the summer, though in the absence of
infection caused by the presence of
adult birds, there seems to be com-
paratively little danger from black-
head at this tlme. Hopper-feeding of
dry mash to birds in confinement has
been found entirely safe at Purdue,
where 60 were raised to the age of
twelve weeks or more and a dozen
raised to maturity, always in confine-
ment. The dry mash, consisting of
equal parts of bran and shorts, was
kept before the turkeys in hoppers.

Roosts on Same Level

Prevent Many Ailments

The old-time stepladder roost, with
one round four or five feet from the
floor and the others lower until the
lowest is near the floor, takes up a
large share of space in the poultry
house, and is unserviceable, as the
hens will instinctively go wupon the
high roosts in preference to the lower
ones, some of the fowls being forced
down while others are injured by
jumping off in the morning. It is to
high roosts that bumblefoot and lame-
ness may be attributed, and it fis
cheaper to have low roosts, all on the
same level, than to doctor fowls for
lameness.

Columbus, O.; LaFayette, Ind.; Lex-
ington, Ky., and Des Moines, Ia.

His journey will continue through-
out the fall months when he will be the
center of attraction at many of the
large fairs. It is planned to bring him
back to Chicago the first week in De-
cember for the International, this be-
ing the first time that the grand cham-
pion barrow at this show has ever been
returned the following year.

Sheep Raising Spurred
by Advance in Prices

“The farmer who has the equipment
and feeds at hand should be encour-
aged in raising lambs,” says Phil A.
Anderson of the animal husbandry di-
vision, University of Minnesota. “But
farmers entering this field should go
slowly at first and study the require-
ments very thoroughly,” he adds.

Mr. Anderson makes the foregoing
statement in view of the greatly in-
creased interest exhibited in sheep pro-
duction the last few months, which has
been brought about by advancing
prices for wool, a steady lamb market
and good profits made in feeding lambs
during 1921-1922.

Stocks of wool, which accumulated}
during the war and immediately after,
have now been converted into merchan-
dise. Mpnufacturers short of mill sup-
plies and eager te keep the mills going
have become anxious to buy, causing
the price to go up.

“Prices of lambs have been at $12 to
$15 per 100 pounds for a long time,
with a variation of $2 te $2.50 for
shorn lambs,” says Professor Anderson.
Such prices stiould be an indncement
for many farmers to have flocks of 25
to 35 ewes or more which will consume
green food perhaps otherwise wasted
and convert it into a marketable
product. With wool and market stock
high in price, because of a decrease in
the number of sheep in the United
States and the action of the new pro-
tective tariff, our sheep breeders can
surely compete with the breeders of
other countries.” “

Rotation to Prevent
Disorders of Beans

Hand Pick Disease-Free
Pods to Use for Seeding.

Plant beans on the same land not
oftener than once in three or four

years, particularly if disease has been

prevalent. Soils which once become
thoroughly infected as a result of con-
tinuous cropping are seldom safe to
use for the same or closely related
crops: for years to come.

Wherever practical, destroy all dis-
eased vines and trash by burning.

If the bean straw from diseased
vines is to be fed, do not use the
manure on a field that is to be planted
to beans.

As far as possible avoid cultivating
the beans early in the morning when
there is dew on them, or when they
are wet with rain.

Hand pick disease-free pods, or if
possible, select disease-free plants
for seed. Use these to plant a seed
plot on land which has. never raised
beans, and which is removed some
distance from the main crop.

Remember that hand picking of seed
as it comes from the flail or thrasher
for the purpose of controlling disease
is of no value, since it is impossible
to detect even a small percentage of
diseased seed.

Seed treatment of beans is of no
practical value, since any chemical
that would penetrate the seed deeply
enough to destroy the disease-produc-
ing organism would likewise be apt
to kill the seed.

Spraying with bordeaux mixture,
5-4-50 formula, even when done thor-
oughly by competent persons, is at
best unsatisfactory, unprofitable and
only partially successful.—Walter G.
Sackett, Bacteriologist, Colorado Ex-
periment Station. i

Salt Poisoning in Pigs
Is Always Preventable

There is such a thing as salt poison-
ing in pigs. If too much salt is placed
in the feed or if too much clear salt is
placed where pigs can get at it, after
not having had any salt for a long
time, one might have a few pigs sick
from salt poisoning. On the other
hand, pigs should have some salt just
the same as other kinds of live stock.

Vaccinating Cattle to
Prevent Shipping Fever

Although still in the experimental
stage, the vaccination method of treat-
ing cattle to prevent their contracting
hemorrhagic septicemia has reached
such a degree of perfection that it is
now in use by the United States De-
partment of Agriculture,

Until the method has been more
thoroughly tried out, the department
will furnish vaccine prodaced in its
laboratory and also trained veterinar-
jans who will give the treatment at
actual cost:

Losses from this disease have been
steadily increasing for severa. years,
During the past fall and winter the
disease became more prevalent and
virulent than ever before. It IS most
likely to show itself amoag animals
shipped long* distances, although it
occasionally attacks those that have
never left the home place.

The
addition of one-fourth of a pound of
tankage per head per day on alfalfa
pasture reduced the cost of gains 56
cents a hundred.
