Until receiill.v it has been tlie cus­
tom to keep oil tlie lookout for storm.s 
by po.sting an observer on the top of 
of tlie building and iiiion tne approach 
of a threatening cloud the alarm 
would be given and Hie. fires under liie 
Imllers would be, forced, additional 
generators tlirinvii into , service and 
other preparations made to meet the 
emergency, and niiiler the old system 
these [iieparutions entailed considor- 
ahle work in the way .of notifying dif­
ferent ileparfiiients, some located at 
some distance, by a ratlier elaborate 
system of calling or signaling.

Kecently a iiieclianlcal liiean.s of nc- 
coiiiplislilng tins lias lioen arrived at. 
A little device near tlie desk of tlis 
superintendent detects tli.? approacli of 
a storm and gives Hie alarm by ringing 
a Iiell, intermittently at first and later 
more insistently, wliereupon the su­
perintendent gets up and going to the 
other end of the room moves a lever 
or two and touclie.s a few electric but­
tons and the wliole system has been 
notified to get ready for a storm.

British Doctors W ill Use Trade Winds 
Against the Mosquitoes of 

Samoa.

Pacific trade winds will hi; used in 
an attempt literally to blow disease 
out of the Samoa islands, according 
to plans of Dr. Patrick A. Buxton, 
trader of the expeilition of tlie Lon­
don School of Tropical Medicine, 
which recently set .sail for the South 
seas. Tnbei'Ciiiosis and oilier diseases 
threaten tlie extinction of Hie natives 
of the Samoa group of islaiid.s and It 
is thought their susceptihility may be 
due to a condition caii.sed by a tiny 
parasite carried by Hie Sle.goinyia 
mosquito. This mosquito docs not 
seem to lie able to exist where the 
dense niidergrowtii is cut down. By 
cutting airwa.ys tlirough the dense 
jungle so that the Pacific trade winds 
can blow throngh it. it is hoped that 
the insects will be lilown away. .An 
intensive attack, wliich will also in­
clude sulistitnting iiindcrn cisterns for 
the hollowed coconut storage tanks 
which fiirnisli lireeding places for the 
mosquitoes, will he made first in one of 
the small islands of the group. The 
expedition Is expected to be in the 
tropics for two years.

A  Projectile’s Speed.
Experiments «dtli improved Instni- 

menta for measuring the velocity of 
projectiles have siiown that the speed 
continues to increase after tlie missile 
has left the moiiili of the gun.

Modern Quarrying.
The quarries of a Vermont company 

produce every year more than 1,000,- 
000 cubic feet of .stone. In the early 
days the quarrying iiroper was dune 
largely by lunnmii and animal labor. 
At present, four liydro-electric power 
stations, supplemented by tn’o steani- 
driveii geiieruliiig .station.s, wlien nec­
essary, suiiply tlie po«'er to run all Uie 
machinery ¡11 the iiuarries. One espe­
cially interesting application of elec­
tric po«'cr is seen in tlie “gang saws,” 
that saw the giant blocks of marble 
into slalis of varying thickness. The 
saws are made of .soft iron one-eighth 
of an iiicii tliiek and four indies wide 
and are toothless. Small pumps de­
liver a mixture of sand and water to 
the saw and tlie sand does the cut­
ting. There are at tlie quarries more ] 
than 300 of these electrically-niii | 
gangs which work in groups of from ; 
twelve to forty-tliree. j

BIG CONCRETE PLANT AFLOAT
Interesting Mechanical Contrivance 

for Use in Great Lakes Harbor 
Improvements.

Among the interesting -mechanical 
sights on tlie Great Lakes is a com­
plete concrete plant afloat. Tliis lias 
liecn used in important harbor hn- 
provoniems, and the plant has a 
capacity of l.YO yard.s a da.v. It rests 
upon a scow, wiiich Is easily run 
alongside of the crilis on which the 
concrete dock is to lie tinilt. The con­
crete ¡.s' poured into the forms from 
one end of the scow.

.At tile forward end of the scow are 
separate division.? for crushed stone 
and sand. A whlrlie located just to 
the rear of these is used to lift the 
stone and sand to the mixer. The 
cement is kept in a hou.se to the roar 
of tlie whiriie, and is raised to tiie 
mixer by means of an elevator. To 
the elevator it Is loaded and unloaded 
by hand. Bower to operate Uie ma­
chinery and to furnish electric liglit 
Is supplied by an iiprigiit engine.

What Cattlemen Think of Allison and Roberson 
and the Manner of Their Death

(AS PUBLISHED IN “THE CATTLB|iAN,” THE OFFICIAL ORGAN OF THE TEXAS AND SOUTHWESTERN CATTLE RAISERS' ASS'N.)

The following quotations are taken 
from  letteijs received from cattle­
men all over the United States, many 
o f whom are not members o f the As­
sociation. They reyresent only a 
small part of the letters received at 
the Association office in Fort Worth. 
They do represent the feeling of hor 
ror which is in the heart of ev+<y 
member o f the Association from the 
Canadian border to the southern 
boundary o f Mexico.

“ It looks like the thieves were try­
ing to take us in, as tney have gone 
to killing our ablest inspectors who 
had nerve enough to go after the 
big fellows who plan the drives.' Such 
a cause as this will show the world 
where W'e stand.”

“ We have had wonderful service 
through the efforts o f Mr. Allison, 
located at Post, and it seems only 
too bad that people such as he should 
be called upon to lose their lives in 
line o f duty.”

“ Mr. Roberson saved my life once 
and therefore I do not know how to 
explain how bad it hurts me.”

“ I know what thieves will do, as I 
was here three years before the As­
sociation was organized.”

“ I consider it the duty of every 
member of the Association, every 
law-abiding man, and especially every 
cattleman, to do all he can toward 
the prosecution o f those who mur­
dered H. L. Roberson and W. D. Al­
lison.”

“ Laws are written and dictated by 
the demand of society. Society 
wants no such men at large who 
shoot without warning and shoot in 
the back”

“ I have never known a man I liked 
better than H. L. Roberson, and I 
feel a deep sense of personal loss. 
We will have to look a long time and 
wait many a day for two such men 
as we have lost.”

“ All thinking men will know that 
these two gentlemen were doing 
something for the good of the Asso­
ciation and the good of their country 
or they would not have met with 
their fate.”

“ I think now is the time for every 
Association man to show is colors.”

“ I was indeed sorrv to hear of it 
for they were brave and true men.”

“ I cannot conceive o f any news of 
the death of a high class officer car­
rying more regret to my heart than 
that which I read o f the murder o f 
Roberson and Allison. I did not 
know Mr. Allison, but Roberson was, 
in my estimation, one of the inspec­
tors seldom equalled, and I well re­
member the valuable work he did for 
New Mexico in starting the cleanup 
around Magdalena, which resulted 
in the breaking up of the worst gang 
that has ever come to my notice in. 
New Mexico. Long Will he be miss­
ed by those of you who have long 
been identified with the prosecution 
of cow iiueves for the Texas Associa 
tion, and to every one of you so 
interested, and to the members of 
his family, I send my heartfelt sym- 
parthy.”

“ I think every mem.ber should 
stand behind the Association and its 
attorney.”

“ The men who are facing thé 
world should Imow that they are be­
ing supported.”

“ Of all the dastardly crimes I 
have ever known this is the worst.”

“ One o f these gentlemen, Dave 
Allison, was a particular friend of 
mine, and there is nothing that ' 
can do to assist in the prosecution of 
their cases but that I am willing to 
do.”

“ I was only slightly acquainted 
with Mr. Allison, but I have known 
Horace Roberson a long time and he 
was my personal friend. I am 
proud to say this, because I do not 
believe than any other than an honest 
man could claim his friendship. 1 
was with him in some places where 
I had a chance to know po.sitively 
what kind of a man he was, to learn 
his character and his honest traiti-., 
and also his hatred for a crook or a 
thief.”

“ The good people in this section 
are certainly behind every move of 
the Association and we are sure go­
ing to do our part.”

“ Those inspectors are still on the 
job in their graves.”

“ 'We sold our cattle in 1922, but 
¿tnce the Association has lost two of 
its best men we feel that it is our 
duty to pay our dues, cattle or no 
cattle.”

“ I knew both o f these men person 
ally and can say that we have lost 
two men that cannot easily be re­
placed. I have known Dave Allison 
for over twenty years and never 
knew a better man.”

“ I was a boy in Young County 
when the Assocation was organized 
and I have lived under its protection 
most of my life. It seems a part of 
me.”

“ I knew Roberson well. I know 
and appreciate their w'ork.”

“ Now is the time for the member 
ship to stand up. There is an ele­
ment who wasted their living dur­
ing the high, prosperous days, they 
are broke . now and not willing to 
work and they are going to steal, 
and if caught are going to murder.”

“ I do not think any member reali­
zes any more than I do the great 
loss we have had in the murder of 
our two inspectors, Allison and Rob 
erson, both of whom were my warm 
personal friends. They were with­
out a peer on the force and we will 
miss them, as both were the bravest 
o f the brave and always on the job. 
I have worked with them and known 
them from early boyhood.”

“ If you can’t get a conviction in 
this case, the Association need not 
try to be more than a legislative pro­
position.”

“ The writer was well acquainted 
with Mr. Roberson and it is our 
opinion that the Association did not 
have a better inspector in its employ 
and he was doing excellent work in 
the part of the State that needed it.”

• “ I appreciate the work these two 
men were doing and we certainly 
must stand by them at this time. 
They have stood by us, giving up 
their lives for the good o f the Asso­
ciation, and it is our duty to stand 
by the balance of the men who are 
in this W'ork.”

“ I cannot tell you how deplorable 
the Seminole tragedy seemed to me. 
I did not know Mr. Roberson, but I 
had worked with Mr. Allison and 
learned to like him, and felt that he 
was a brave, fearless, upright man.”

“ The terrible tragedy has affected 
me more than I can express because 
it shows how far some people are 
from being cmlized.”

“ In my opinion these were two of 
the best inspectors the Association 
had anywhere, and their death was 
a great loss to all o f the cattle rais­
ers who were protected by the As­
sociation.”

“ Roberson and Allison were brave 
and fearless men. It was a cowardly 
and desperate crime which should 
arouse the indignation o f every good 
man and woman.”

“ .A,ll honest and law'-abiding citi­
zens greatly deplore the tragedy at 
Seminole. These boys will be hard 
to replace.”

“ I knew' the boys and know they 
were loyal.”

“ I have known Dav'e Allison for 
more than thirty years, but more in­
timately during the time he was 
sheriff of Midland County. There nev 
er w'as a better man than Diive.”

“ The murder of those two men at 
Senunole was brutal enough to bring 
tears to the eyes of any true Ameri­
can citizen.”

“ I ffol that it is full time that all 
law-abiding and respectable livestock 
men recognize the necessity of giv­
ing their support in every way possi­
ble to the Association and the author 
ities in such cases.”

“ The Comanches never planned a 
more dastardly deed than was com­
mitted on these two gohd men.”

STATEMENT BY THE ASSOCIA­

TION’S ATTORNEY

It has been si-ithin my province 
within th? past 25 years to be con- _ 
nected with a great many homicide 
cases, and to know the facts and cir- 

* cumstances surrounding them. The 
murder of these two men, both of 
whom were officers of the law, Al­
lison being a Deputy United States 
Marshal and Roberson, Deputy 
Sheriff o f Midland County, is wdth- 
out a parallel. Through the activi­
ties of these twp inspectors, MUt 
Gooode had been indicted in seven 
cases o f cattle theft, and the grand 
jury that convened at Seminole, 
April 2, found an indictment against 
Ross for theft of cattle; the facts 
with regard thereto having been un­
covered and presented to the sheri.T’ 
and district attorney by Inspector 
Roberson. Ross was also under in­
dictment at Lovington, N. M., for eat 
tie theft, which indictment was oh- 
tained by reason of the work and in­
vestigation of Mr. Roberson.

The sordid facts have been publish 
ed in the daily press and unquestion­
ably show that neither Roberson nor 
Allison had a chance for their lives, 
and neither man knew of the pres­
ence of the assassins before their 
spirits went into the “ Great Beyond.’

The Cattle Raisers’ Association, 
organized in 1877, has rendered a 
service to the West and Southwest 
in the protection of cattle and the 
prosecution of cattle thieves, o f in­
calculable value. The inspectors of 
the Association, almost without ex­
ception, have been men of the high­
est chai/acter and possessed _ o f  a 
wonderful courage and devotion to 
duty. The attorney for the Associa­
tion will ^ssist in the prosecution of 
these defendants, with the hope that 
Jiese defendants, with the hope that: 
justice may be rendered; that the 
majesty of the law' might be upheld; 
and that adequate punishment will 
be administered to these defendants 
for the dastardly crime committed.

Every member of the Association, 
every stockman, and every red-blood 
ed American citizen should do all in 
his power to assist in developing the 
truth with regard to this assassina­
tion.

Every member of the Associatio.i 
should redouble his loyalty and as­
sistance to the maintenance o f the 
Cattle Raisers’ Association, and 
every man engaged in the livestock 
'business, who. is opposed to cattle 
stealing and who abhors murder, 
should immediately join the Asso­
ciation, and help us carry on the 
work to completion, begun by Dave 
Allison and Horace Roberson to the 
end that cow' thieves and murderers 
may know' and under.stand there is 
no place within the limits o f this 
State where they can thrive and ply 
heir vocation, without feeling the 
heavy hand of the law.

W. D. Allison was 63 years old; be 
gan work as inspector of the Cattle 
Raisers’ Association in 1892; was 
sheriff of Midland County for 12 
years, where he made a record sur­
passed by none as a peace officer; 
W'as city marshal of Roswell for a 
number of years, and for the past 5 
or 6 years has worked continuously 
as an inspector, being stationed at 
Sierra Blanca and Post. He le.aves 
a widow and one daughter to mourn 
his loss.

H. L. Roberson was born in Gua­
dalupe County 48 years ago; was 
taised in Kinney County, and work­
ed as a cowboy in 'Val 'Verde and 
Old MtV'ico for a number of years. 
Ambng the people for whom he work 
ed were Ben Bon'oum of Del Rio 
and Dave McCormick, who now re­
sides in San Antonio. He was a 
soldier in the Philippines for a year; 
a Texas Ranger for a few years; 
ranch manager in Texas and Old 
Mexico, and became an inspector for 
the Association in 1911. Mr. Rob­
erson, as well as Mr. Allison, has ren 
c’vered distinguished service in the 
matter of ferreting out cattle steal­
ing and bringing many defendants 
to the bar of justice for that crime. 
His principal locations as inspector 
were Dickens, Texas; Socorro Coun­
ty, N. M., and Midland, Texas. He 
left a wife surriving him, to whom 
he was married about two years ago.
