I happened to be strolling through the Commodore lounge yesterday 
afternoon and noticing a crowd gathered around something, went to investi­
gate. The attraction proved to be youi' chassis and an immediately no.tic- 
able “ cleanliness”  o f design caused me to look a little more closely, when 
I was surprised to see a certain very efficient type o f cylinder head— which 
I had thought existed only in England— incorporated in yruo motor. I 
was now really interested, examined the chassis in detail and became more 
agreeably surprised every moment.

I had never before seen an engine of that piston displacement with 
a seven-bearing crankshaft; the water jacket around the cylinders and 
valves was admirably carried out; the exhaust and inlet manifold arrange­
ment were excellent; and all the accessories, such as generator, carbureter, 
ignition distributor, oil and air filters, etc., seemed extraordinarily well 
placed; and one certainly could not help being struck by the absence of 
all “ annoyances”  in the chassis, such as brake and torque rods, which, in 
the average car are never greased and are inclined to breed rattles. By 
this time one of your salesmen had rallied around and began volunteering 
some startling information, the outstanding feature o f which was the fact 
that the car would do seventy five miles per hour.

I stopped him at tha tpoint— I was very sympathetic, mind you—  
and told him that I quite understood that what with the worry of the show 
and all that sort of thing, one was liable to gdt a bit “ foggy,”  and advised 
him to rest for an hour or so and take a couple o f aspirin tablets. But 
he stuck to his guns and insisted on this seventy five miles per hour busi­
ness.

Well, Mr. Chrysler, I know an dyou know what that means or an 
engine of two hundred one cubic inches displacement. Wind resistance 
has the unfortunate habit of increasing as the square of the speed, and 
seventy five miles per hour with a touring car with the top and wind screen 
up, means perfect balance of 'the motor and chassis as a whole, and it 
means power, wiith a capital P. Of course, I didn’t believe him and told 
him so and he insiéted that i twould be only fair to him if  I drove the car.

I drove it for an hour this morning and all I can say is that it is 
astounding in every way. It took Port George Hill from a standing start 
in high gear with five passengers withou ta murmur and finished up at 
well over twenty five miles per hour. It then went up in second speed 
with the same load at a comfortable forty— riding magnificently over the 
cobblestones. On the level it did approximately seventy seven miles per 
hour— the speedometer only read to seventy five and it was hard up against 
the needle for some time— whilst in second speed forty seven miles per hour 
was obtained, all without the slightest vestige of vibratiqn. A;d over 
seventy I jammed the foot brake down hard with my hands off the wheel 
and the car stopped in an incredibly short space, without deviating an inch 
from its course, whilst with the brakes hard on with full throttle, the car 
Atcould be steered from one side of the road'to the other' with one finger.

no time during this ride o f over an hour did the thermometer on the 
dashboard register more than ninety five degrees Fahrenheit, and after 
coming down Fort George Hill several times to try the brakes, one could 
bear one’s hand on them and they were all exactly the same temperature.

The reason I am ’widting to you at length is because I like motor : 
cars and appreciate something out of the ordinary when I see it and I ] 
must congratulate you, Mr. Chrysler, and yo'ur designing staff on producing : 
the finest car I have had the pleasure of driving during the past five years, I 
regardless of price, and as for that roadster of yours— it’s' more than an 
automobile— it’s a work of art.
