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Texas Nominates First W om an Gov'nor 
. Ferguson Wins Sweeping Victory

MARIAM A. FERGUSON WINS OVER 
ROBERTSON BY 100,009 MAJORITY

Mri3. Miriam A. Ferguson is con­
ceded to be the Democratic nominee 
for Governor by a majority vote of 
one iiundred thousand over Felix D. 
Robertson.

The Texas Election Bureau up to 
seven o ’clock Tuesday evening had 
tabulated 777,381 votes reported 
from 241 o f the 252 counties in the 
state, 189 counties being complete. 
T ^ , vote as tabulated to this date 

as iollows:

This was the hardest fought and

I bitterest campaign since the days of 
Hog and Clark. It was a sweeping 
victory. In reality the \dctory was 
not for Mrs. Ferguson, but for De­
mocracy against secret, organized 
rule and domination in party and 
governmental affairs, the two can­
didates for governor as well as other 
candidates for state offices being 
mere “ instruments”  in the campaign.

In Dickens county Mrs. Ferguson 
was given a majority o f 353 votes, 
can-ying every voting pricinct in the 
county except Spur which gave Felix 
Robertson a majority o f 122 votes, 
as will be noted by the official tab­
ulated returns elsewhere in this is­
sue. Outside of Spur the majority 
for Mrs. Ferguson was almost three 
to one.

In Dickens county there was no 
malice and strife engendered in the 
campaign, and nothing said to cause 
ill feelings or regrets here after. 
The campaign will soon be forgotten 
and we will all join in together, work 
harmoniously in building, boosting 
and promoting common, interests of 
town, county and state.

i/ i, Carlisle Markets First Bale of 
■ Cotton in Spur Wednesday Afternoon
J. T. Carlisle, o f one mile west of 

Spur, brought in the first bale of 
cotton for the season Wednesday 
afternoon. The cotton was ginned 
by the Citizens Gin and was sold at 
auction to the highest bidder, Bry- 
ant-Link Company, for 19.50. The 
seed sold for $33 per ton, the bale

A premium of 
fifty-five dollars was added to this, 
Mr. Carlisle realized the total sum 
of $238.50 for the first bale of cot­
ton produced, ginned and marketed 
in Spur for the season.

Hugh Eagood Killed in Automobile 
Accident Near Afton Friday Morning

Friday morning of last week Hugh 
Hagood, thirteen year old son of 
Mr. and Mrs. B. P. Hagood of near 
Afton, was killed in an automobile 
accident which occurred on the Afton 
Roaring Springs highway, his re­
mains being interred Saturday morn­
ing in the Afton cemetery.

Mr. Hagood, two sons and John 
Putman were driving a Ford car, re­
turning from Roaring Springs to 
Afton, when Sherrod Williams who 
was driving a Dodge roadster passed 
them on the highway. In passing, 
the back fender of the Williams car 
evidently struck the front wheel of 
the Ford car causing it to sway from 
the road bed into the side ditch 
where it overturned. The boy, Hugh 
Hagood, was caught in underneath 
the car, the back of his head being

crushed. He was placed in the Wil­
liams car and rushed to Dr. Haney’s 
ofice in Afton where he died a few 
minutes after their arrival.

Mr. Hagood also sustained injuries 
to his nose, face and arm, while Mr. 
Putman was burned by hot water 
from the radiator when the car over­
turned.

While the death of little Hugh Ha­
good is deplored by the entire com­
munity, no blame is attached to any 
one for the accident. Mr. and Mrs. 
Hagood have the sympathy of all in 
this tragic death o f their little boy, 
not the least o f whom is Sherrod 
Williams, who insisted upon paying 
the doctor’s bill and all funeral ex­
penses, and is greatly grieved at 
being one o f the innocent parties to 
the fatal accident.

FOUR BALES OF COTTON COME 
TO SPUR DURING THE WEEK

Since the first bale of cotton was 
ginned and marketed in Spur Wed­
nesday, by J. T. Carlisle, three other 
bales have been brought in.

After a few days now cotton will 
begin to roll into Spur. There are 
seven gins here, two of which are 
o f double capacity, and they are all 
expected to be kept busy throughout 
the fall. The Spur country now has 
the best cotton crop of years, and it 
is estimated that at least twenty 
thousand bales will be giiined here 
this fall.

The price o f cotton is opening up 
around thirty cents, and should this 
high level be maintained through the 
fall, the country will be in the most 
prosperous condition in its history.

THE THIRD RURAL MAIL ROUTE TO 
BE ESTABLISHED OUT O F S P U R

Since the bridge over Cat Fish 
has been completed active work has 
again been resumed to get a rural 
mail route from Spur to the Watson 
community to the southwest o f 
Spur, and the prospect is, we are 
informed by Mrs. Evans, that the 
route will be granted and placed in 
operation by the fifteenth of Sep­
tember under the direction o f the 
postal department.

This route will go out the highway 
west several miles, by the old Stand-

ifer. White Moore and Craddock 
places, on to Watson £(nd back by 
the W. J. Elliott ranch and the Twin 
W'ells community and back into 
Spur, a distance of about fifty-two 
miles. More than one hundred fam­
ilies will be served with free, mail 
service by this route, which will be 
a great help and convenience to all.

Efforts are also being made to 
get a rural mail route serving the 
people of Red Hill and other com­
munities of that section.

Good showers of rain are reported 
this week over the McAdoo, Duncan 
Flat, Afton, Dickens and Wichita 
communities. A good rain fell on 
the Putman farm and ranch west of- 
Spur, but still it fails to rain to the 
south of Spur, especially on the 24- 
ranch, Cornelius and Tonj Cross 
ranches and the Rocking Chair 
Ranch, and extending on this way 
to the lower Red Mud country. These 
section have not had rain since the 
second of June, and it is how get­
ting dry as a powder house. How­
ever, in the Red Mud country it is 
reported that crops are doing fine 
in view of the fine bottom season 
had at the beginning of the year.

SON OF FORMER SPUR CITIZEN 
KILLED IN AUTOMOBILE WRECK

STAMFORD, Aug. 25.— As the 
result of a head-on collision Sunday 
about two miles out of Gorman, 
Eastland County, Fayette Kinney, 
10-year-old son of Mr. and Mrs. W. 
N. Kinney, is dead. His mother is 
seriously injured in Gorman Sanita­
rium and Mrs. W. H. Hargrove is in 
Stamford sanitarium sufering in­
tense pain from acid bums.

The car was occupied by Mr. and 
Mrs. W. H. Hargrove, Mr, and Mrs. 
W. N. inney and their three chil­
dren, all o f whom are residents of 
Stamford. They had driven to Gor­
man to take dinner with Mr. Kinney’s 
father and were on the returnr trip 
home when the accident happened 
at a short turn in the road.

Names of the ocupaants o f the 
ether car could not be ascertained, 
but it is understoodo that they were 
from E astl^d. They were bruised 
and scratched, as were the occupants 
o f the Stamford car, in addition to 
those injured seriously. Due to the 
heavy growth o f timber and brush 
neither- driver could see the ap­
proach o f the other. Both cars were 
■wrecked.

AUSTIN, Aug. 26.— With the elec­
tion of Mrs. Miriam A. Ferguson as 
Governor assured, and the control 
of the State Democratic Convention 
here Sept. 2 by the Ferguson forces 
probable, a political was against the 
Ku Klux Klan has been declared.

Mrs. Ferguson has declared she 
will not appoint any member of the 
klan to state office and a resolutioon 
baring members of the klan from 
participation in the Democratic pri­
maries has been prepared.

Ferguson’ position is given in a 
in Tuesday morning’s issue of the 
in Tuesday morning’s isue o f the 
Austin American.

“ I’ ll not let a single capitol em- 
employe, whom I know to be a mem­
ber o f the Ku Klux Klan, remaiin in 
office.’ ’ The nominee is quoted as 
saying in an interview obtained from 
her at her home in Temple Monday.

Mrs. Ferguson plans to continue 
her campaign against the Ku Klax 
Klan and what she terms as secret 
domination of Texas politics by a 
hooded order, according to the new.s- 
paper. She plans to have carried 
into effect, the Austin American 
interview states, the plank in whic’n 
she specifically condemns the Ku 
Klux and proposes legislation against 
masking, against masked assembley, 
and for compulsory registration of 
memberships in secret orders for 
public inspection at the county 
clerk’s office in each county.

Her intentions in regard to klan 
legislation she made known Monday, 
according to the Austin American, 
by referring her interviewer to a 
published copy of her campaign plat­
form. She added that upon her elec­
tion she plans to exert her influence 
as Governor for the adoption of the 
legislation.

It is as much to the wave of anti- 
klan sentiment as to the pro-Fer­
guson element of Texas voters that 
Mrs. Ferguson attributes her suc­
cess in Saturday’s primary, and she 
considers this as a mandate from 
the voters to continue the aggresive 
policy against the Ku Klux Klan, 
according to the copyrighted article.

Knights o f the Ku Klux Klan will 
be barred hereafter from participat­

io n  in Democratic primaries in Tex­
as, if a resolution to be sponsored 
in the state convention by former 
Postmaster General Burleson, who 
served in the cabinet of Woodrow 
Wiilson throughout his administra­
tion, is also sponsoring a resolution 
providing for the separation of 
church and state and “ deploring the 
participation in politics of priests 
and preachers.’ ’ The resolution 
cites the practice “ has recently be­
come too general.”

A portion of the resolution deal­
ing with the Ku Klux Klan follows:

“ Whereas the Ku Klux Klan as 
now organized and directed has be­
come and is a political party; there­
fore be it resolved:

“ That the state Democratic ex­
ecutive committee be and is hereby 
instructed to take immediate steps 
by formulaton of necesary rules j 
and regulations to safeguard and 
protect tne Democratic primaries and 
conventions from further participa­
tion therein by members of the Ku 
Klux Klan, and one o f the rules to 
be prescribed shall be that it is 
cause for challenge of the right of 
an elector to participate in Demo­
cratic primaries and convention that 
he is a member o f such Ku Klux 
Klan.”

It not high time that the bankers de­
mand the preservation and practice 
of those sonnd fundamental principles 
which are so absolutely essential to 
the welfare of the nation? Bankers 
and business men of the country have 
little right to complain of the preva­
lence of unsound economic theories, 
of radical political tendencies and 
paralyzingly foolish legislation, so
long as they maintain the silent or 
defensive attitude which has charac­
terized them in the past.

A lew days ago I heard a gentle­
man, supposedly well versed in poli­
tics, say that if the charter of the 
Federal Reserve System were up lor 
renewal or extension at the present 
time, he doubted very much if Con­
gress would prolong the life of the 
System, and certainly if it did would 
only do so after such amendments 
and modiflcations as would destroy 
the basic principles underlying the 
present structure.

A real menace is involved in this 
suggestion, but I wonder how much 
we have done or will do to acquaint 
the voting public, who will eventually 
elect the Congress who will pass upon 

- this proposition, with the actual facts 
of the case. Notwithstanding mis­
takes that have been made in the 
administration of the System, most of 
the opposition to it is based not upon 
facts but upon twisted stories and 
the absolute falsehoods of the office- 
seeker, who has found it easy and 
popular to attack and blame the Sys­
tem for all the ills, alleged and imag­
ined, which may aflect any particular 
group.

Banking a Science
The science of banking is not an 

aoddent. It rests upon principles as 
fundamental as the laws of the uni- ' 
verse. Long, technical and practical . 
experience is absolutely essential to ' 
the safe management of any financial 
Institution, and yet what is the re­
sult of the political assaults that nave 
been made upon the Federal Reserve, 
the greatest piece of financial machin­
ery in this country?

Had she bought 
bonds in a company that the facta 
showed had been meeting its obliga­
tions lor years, had a good surplus 
and good business prospects, she 
would not be in trouble today. In­
stead, she took the word of that 
plausible man who was either de­
ceived himself, or who willfully de­
ceived her, or at least was not so 
much interested in protecting her as 
in selling bonds to her. There is 
really very little excuse lor the Mrs. 
Fullers of today because reliable in­
formation on financial matters may 
be had so easily.”

“ If she only hadn’t put so much 
money in those bonds!” commented 
sympathetic Molly.

“ That’s another thing it is unwise 
to do,” replied Aunt Emmy. “ It is 
always foolish to carry all your eggs 
in one basket. Now if she had put 
only part of her money in those bonds 
Instead of all she had, she could have 
stood the loss. As it is there is no 
telling what straits the poor little 
woman has ‘ got herself into. Like 
every one else Mrs. Fuller was too 
greatly tempted by the promise of a 
high rate of interest on her invest­
ment.

Dallas, Texas.—Returns from 230 
out of 252 Counties in the State 
including 67 complete, show the fol­
lowing totals for candidates in Sat­
urday’s primary:—

Governor—Ferguson 403,060,—Rob­
ertson 324,297.

Lieutenant Governor—Edwards 327,- 
038, Miller 335,085.

Attorney General—Moody 434,401, 
Ward 203,972.

Comptroller—Baker 214,693, Terrell 
406,465.

Railroad Commissioner, six-year 
—Gilmore 366,459, Weaver 236,128.

Railroad Commissioner, four-year 
—Nabors 269.581, Smith 340,318.

Chief Justice Supreme Court— 
Cureton 349,744, Wear 255,628.

Mrs. Miriam A. Ferguson of Temple 
is the Democratic nominee for Gov­
ernor, having defeated Felix D. Rob­
ertson of Dallas, candidate of the 
Ku Klux Klan, by a majority of more 
than 80,000 votes in Saturday’s 
run-off primary election.

The total vote accounted for up- 
to-date is 727,357, of which Mrs. 
Ferguson had 403,060 and Robertson 
324,297. The vote from 230 counties 
of the 252 counties in the State, 
sixty-seven being complete.

Barry Miller' of Dallas has won 
the nomination for Lieutenant Gov­
ernor over Will C. ^Edwards of 
Denton. The Dallas man has main­
tained a steady lead over his Den­
ton opponent.

Others nominated in the contests 
for State offices are:

Dan Moody for Attorney General, 
who holds a majority of more than 
2 to 1 over his opponent, Edward 
B. Ward of Corpus Christi.

■S. H. Terrell for Comptroller leads 
his opponent, O. D. Baker, by nearly 
2 to 1.

Clarence E. Gilmore has clearly 
won the nomination for Railroad 
Commissioner, six-year term, and 
Lon A. Smith has won lor the 
four-year term. Gilmore defeated Ed 
E. Weaver and Smith defeated W. 
A. Nabors.

C. M. Cureton has been nominated 
for Chief Justice of the Supreme 
Dourt over W. C. Wear of Hills­
boro.

With a total of 727,357 votes aci 
counted lor, a total in excess ol 
the largest vote ever polled in an 
election in Texas, it becomes ap̂  
parent how great the interest ol 
the people ol Texas has been in 
the dominating issue ol this cam­
paign. Elections were held in all 
of the 252 counties ol the State. Thi  ̂
is very unusual, as in primary elec­
tions heretofore held in Texas there 
have been some counties in which 
interest has not been sufficient nor 
the public demand great enough 
to warrant the holding of an elec­
tion. The report that Castro County 
would not hold an election at this 
time proved erroneous.

Estimates, based on comparison 
of returns already tabulated with 
returns from the same counties in 
previous elections, place the total 
vote at more than 850,000 and Mrs, 
Ferguson’s final majority at approx­
imately 91,000.

In the run-off primary electioB 
of 1922, when Ferguson and May- 
field were candidates for the Senate, 
585,000 votes were cast. Tbe sixty- 
two complete counties used as basis 
for the estimate cast 132,152 ip 
1922. The combined vote of these 
counties this year averages 48.37 
per cent above their vote in 1922, 
This percentage indicates that thq 
complete vote of the State will be 
868 , 000.

FARIERS’ FINANCIAL STATEMENT 
AS AN A!0 TO BUSINESS SUOOESS Condensed Austin News '

D, H. Otis

American Bankers Association

Farmers, like other business men, frequently need to bor- 
row money. Business men furnish their bankers with a state­
ment. Why should not the farmer? In order to safeguard 

the depositors’ money which he loans out, the ' 
banker needs full information regarding the' 
borrower’s financial condition. Many farm-; 
ers are entitled to better credit standings 
which such credit statements will give them. 
These statements will also tell the farmer 
whether his business as a whole is a going 
concern. ■

It is not such a difficult task to make out a 
statement at least once a year. The first 
year will be the hardest. After that it will 

come easy. The statement should include the value of land 
and buildings, the value of the crops-on hand at the beginning 
of the year, such as grain, hay, fiber 
crops, fruits and vegetables, etc. The 
statement should also include the 
number and value of the different 
classes of livestock, including horses, 
cattle, sheep, hogs, poultry, bees, etc.

It should also show vadue of 
crop machinery, dairy equipment, 
poultry equipment, harness, pleasTire 
vehicles, power machinery, etc. Under 
other assets should be included cash 
»n hand or in bank, loans receivable, 
iccounts receivable, cash value of In­
surance policies, stocks and bonds.
United States securities and other 
miscellaneous assets, not included In 
the above.

The financial statement should also 
list liabilities, such as mortgages, 
loth real estate and chattel, notes 
lue bank, notes payable to others, 
tccounts or bills due others, pre- 
nlums on life insurance, Interest on 
axes, etc.

The net worth may be determined 
ly taking the liabilities from the to- 
al assets. If there are any contingent 
iabilitles they should also bo listed.
These would include endorsements on 
lotes of others, security or bondsman 
br others, leases or contracts, judg- 
uents or suits pending. ^

Other Information
In addition to the above, general in- 

ormation could be given on the cash 
talue of life insurance assets pledged 
IS collateral or insurance carried on 
luildings, insurance carried on Uve- 
tock. Insurance carried on machinery 

implements, taxes for the year.

cash received during the year and 
cash paid out during the year.

These various Items can be ar 
ranged in tabulated form, and the 
figures indicating the amounts in­
volved placed opposite each item. A 
copy of this credit statement should 
be preserved for use In making out 
next year’s statement, and also for 
purposes of comparison when two 
yearly statements have been compiled, 
This comparison will give the farmer 
an idea as to how his business is 
going. It will be in the nature of an 
inventory, and will furnish abundant 
food for thought. If the practice Is 
persisted in for a series of years it 
will be of Untold value to the farmer 
in studying the business management 
of his farm.

Business men find it absolutely nec­
essary to take inventory and prepare 
financial statements. Such practice 

i has not been so general wlfh the 
farmer. Here lies an open door of 
opportunity. The financial statement 
is the first step toward reliable farm 
accounting. Once the farmer gets 
started, in making statements it will 
stimulate him to keep more records, 
to study more closely and minutely 
his business and to ascertain the 
sources of his profits as well as the 
factors that make up his expenses. 
When these are known ways will be 
suggested as to how to increase re­
ceipts and reduce expenses. There are 
both satisfaction and profit in follow­
ing up from year to year these credit 
statements and the farm records that 
necessarily go with them.

WHITES ACTING AS SERFS 
TO BLACK AFRICAN TRIBE

Test Shows Small Country Banks 
as Well as City Banks 

Strongly Favorable.

Assertions by some politicians that 
small hanks generally are inimical to 
the Federal Reserve System '.vere put 
to the test recently by a committee 
appointed by John D. Phillips, presi­
dent of the State Bank Division of 
the American Bankers’ Association by 
means of a questionnaire sent to 11.- 
OOO state banks. The result indicated 
that an overwhelming majority of 
them are. in fact, friendly to the 
System.

Two questions were put to the 
banks. The first was as foIlo^T3:

“Do you believe that the Federal 
Reserve System has been beneficial 
to the agricultural, commercial and 
banking interests of the country and 
that it should be perpetuated?”

To this 4,93-1 replies were received. 
Of these 4,024 voted "yes” without 
qualification, and only 61 voted “no.” 
Further answers still coming in when 
this tabulation was made indicated 
the same favorable trend.

The second question asked by 'Mr. 
Phillips’ committee was:

■"If your not being a member should 
contribute to the destruction of the 
System, would you join?”

U'hile the great majority o ' the 
stale fi'hnks are r.ot members of the 
Syjicr,i. .largely for technical rausons, 
i ie  answers showed that the bulk of 
fho.se non-members who are eligible 
to join would do sa if such action were 
necessary to save the System. To 
Ills second question 2,376 have been 
recorded as voting "yes” and only 
725 as ”no.” Many refrained from 
voting on this question because un 
der the present rules they are in­
eligible for membership.

Some replies voiced certain- crit­
icisms of the System, but these uni­
versally dealt with details of admin- 
Istratiop or of the rules and nc  ̂ with 
the principles of the institution.

LONDON, Aug. 10.— Out of the 
great African interior by way of 
Capetown comes a pathetic story of 
a goup of white men and v/omen 
vtho are living in a state of subjec­
tion to blacks who exercise .complete 
Uiastery over them.

The tragic fate of these unfortu­
nate v/hites has just been revealed 
in a report to the South African 
government by an expidition which 
went into the interior to study the 
breeding grounds of .locu.sts.

When they arrived at Molopololc, 
100 miles in the interior of the des- 
eit, the officials v/ere taken before 
Sebele, the paramount native chief. 
They, found him well educated, able 
to speak English fluently, and both 
he and his wife wore Europen 
clothes.

The visitors discovered some 50 
white men and women living near 
the chief’s kraal, whefe they act as 
servan.ts to the chief and his fo l­
lowers. They are thought to be de­
scendants of old Dutch pioneers, 
who treeking into the interior, lost 
themselves in the desert. Their 
horses, overcome with the drouth, 
died and the pioneers flung them­
selves on the -mercy o f the natives.

These unfortunates have no land 
and no privileges of any kind. They 
virtually are serfs to the natives, 
tilling the land of their black mas­
ters, who give them small quantities 
of grain as wages.

The natives around Molopolole 
are rich both in cattle and land. 
They carry rifles but the whites arc 
not permitted to possess firearms. 
Chief Sebele dispenses justice to all 
his tribe— the Bechuana— v/ho are 
recognized as the aristocracy of the 
Kalahari.

"The Kalahari desert forms the 
western part of British Bechuana- 
lard and vis ‘ about 120,000 square 
miles in extent. It was first crossed 
to Lake Naomi by Dr. David Living­
stone in 1849.

Farmers, whose farms have had 
no hogs for the past year are no 
doubt free from infection should 
now restock with registered hogs 
where it is possible to do so, and. 
then keep their farms in a sanitary 
condition.— C. C. French, Industrial 
Agent, Fort Worth Stock Yards Co.
