In the contest for the best twenty 
five acres o f feed and forage crops 
produced in Dickens county this year 
Albert Power o f Afton was awarded 
first prize, S. L. Porter of Duncan 
Tank community second prize, and 
Joe Roberson of John’s Windmill 
community third prize. The first 
prize is a $250 registered Jersey 
cow and $50 in cash, the second prize 
a $150 registered Jersey springer 
cow, and the third prize a $100 reg­
istered Jersey calf.

This contest was instituted by the 
Spur Chamber of Commerce assis­
ted by County Agent Johnston. ,1. 
P. Middleton, 0. C. Arthur and W. 
F. Godfrey were the judges, and 
the past week, accompanied by C. 
L. Love, president o f the Spur 
Cham.ber o f Commerce, and County 
Agent Johnston, visited thirty-one- 
farms and inspected the crops in 
arrmng at the conclusions and mak­
ing the awards as above.

In the beginning there were more 
than five hundred farmers in the 
county entered in this contest, thir­
ty-one remaining in the contest and 
meeting the requirements as sched­
uled.

President Love, o f the Chamber of 
Commerce, in speaking of their 
rounds with the judges to view 
crops, stated that ideal conditions 
prevailed over the greater portion 
of the country, and that of the num­
ber of crops inspeetde many were en­
titled to consideration and comment, 
some of them failing to receive con­
sideration in the final judging mere­
ly because of uneven stands and 
improper system in seeding.

The crops of Messrs. Power, Porter 
and Roberson, are of such quality 
as would receive consideration and 
possibly prizes in the contest for best 
crops produced within the entire 
state in agricultural production, and 
recognized as one of the best in the 
state in agriculturel production, and 
when fully developed in this line 
will assume its place among the 
greatest producing counties of the 
state.

COTTON CROP PROSPECTS GREATLY 
REDUCED DURING PAST TWO WEEKS

During the past two weeks the 
cotton crop prospects of the country 
has been gseatly reduced because of 
weather conditions. Many fields 
which heretofore had prospects of 
a bale o f cotton to the acre will not 
now make more than a bale to four 
acres, while others will make a third 
and one-half bale to the acre.

Hereto­
fore it was estimated that thirty 
thousand bales would be made, 
whereas now it is estimated at not

The world famous Leopold and 
Loeb case, charged with kidnaping 
and murdering the Franks boy in 
Chicago, were given life sentences 
Wednesday by the judge. The two 
murderers were 18 and 19 years old, 
and the Franks boy 14 years. They 
stated that they killed the Franks 
boy merely to experience the thrill 
of" killing. An over-developed mind 
instead of insanity was the plea of 
defense lawyers. They were mil­
lionaires’ sons, and hundreds o f thou­
sands o f dollars was spent in the 
trial. The judge stated that only the 
age o f the boys prevented a sentence 
of hanging.

PREDICTS 12,787,000 BALES

I cast o f 12,787,000 equivalent 500-

crop based on conditions prevailing 
September 1 and ginnings of 958,- 
204 running bales, counting round

I as half bales, prior to September 1 
i were announced today in the con- 
j solidated cotton report of the de- 
I nartmeht of agriculture and census 

bureau.
The condition of the crop on Sep- 

' tembèr 1 was 59.3 per cent o f a 
: normal, indicating an acre yield of

151.5 pounds. The August 16 report 
this year placed the condition at 
64.9, indicating an acre yield of
153.5 pounds and a crop of 12,956,- 
000 bales at that time. Production 
was 10,128,478 bales last year when 
the condition was 54.1 on August 25, 
the nearest comparative date.

THE TEXAS SPUK

HERE ¡S PLATFORM AS ADOPTED 
B Y  DEMOCRATS IN AUSTIN MEETING

AUSTIN, Sept. 3.— Here is the 
complete and exact text of the State 
Democratic platform as drawn by 
the committee on platform and reso­
lutions and unanimously adopted by 
the convention without debate:

1. The Democratic Party of 
Texas, in convention assembled, 
adopts the National Democratic plat­
form recently enunciated by the 
National Democratic Convention in 
the City of New York, and, speaking 

, through this convention, we are proud
to indorse the candidacy o f the Hon. 
John W. Davis and the Hon. Charles 
W. Bryan as our candidates for 
President and Vice President. We 
call upon the people o f the State of 

. Texas to help in carrying their can­
didacy to the people of the Nation, 
and express our confidence that its 
nominees will in all things abide by 
the Constitution o f the United States 
and that the spirit of the Declara­
tion o f Independence and Bill of 
Rights will be the light by which our 
course will be guided. We glory in 
the many and courageous utterances 
of the Hon. John W. Davis, our 
standard bearer, who, himself, un­
afraid, has inspired the peoeple of 
the United States with supreme con­
fidence in his integrity, patriotism 
and ability, and in his loyalty to all 
classes without distinction.

Bconomy
2. At this time it is well to em­

phasize the. imperative necessity for 
strict economy by the incoming ad­
ministration in the maintenance and 
management of all State institutions. 
We invite the attention of the next 
Legislature to the necessity o f keep­
ing appnHJriations within the con­
stitutional limits o f taxation. Our 
party commits itself to an adequate 
support of all educational, eleemos­
ynary and other institutions of the 
State. The makers oP our Consti­
tution placed a limitation upon the 
legislative extravagance and an un­
necessary expenditure of public 
funds, and we invoke the observance 
o f this limitation and insist that all 
of the appropriations o f the Legis­
lature shall be confined to the prop­
er functions o f Government.

'Woman Nominee
.3. We congratulate the Democ­

racy o f Texas on the fact that it has 
wi'itten a nevv' page in the history 
of die Government o f the United 
States by recognizing, the action 
heretofore taken whereby women 
were given the right to vote and 
participate in the Gdveniirrént on 
equality v/i'th men and have made' 
this recognition so emphatic that it 
can not be questioned by the nomi­
nation of Mrs. Miriam Ferguson by 
an ovorv/helraing majority— the 
standard bearer of the party for the 
office of Governor— and we pledge 
to her in her campaign and in her 
administration the united support of 
every Democrat in the State. We 
especially indorse and commend her 
pu'Tose to materially reduce the 
burdens of Government.

ÎC-J1 K Î U X  Kian
4. We emphatically condemn 

what is known aS the Invisible Em­
pire o f the Knights of the Ku Klux 
Klan as an un-Democratic, un-Chris­
tian and un-American organization. 
We condemn its activities in politics 
and elsewhere as against the fun­
damental principles upon which the 
Government was founded. We call 
upon all those who have joined this 
dangerous order through misappre­
hension as to its real purposes to 
w’ithdraw from the same and lend 
their aid and influence to free the 
country from the strife and dissen- 
tion, whidi as an insidious organi­
zation, it has aroused among the 
people. V/e applaud the attitude of 
our great leader, the Hon. John W. 
Davis, with reference to the klan’s 
activities, and adopt in full his con­
demnation o f the same in his speech 
at Seagirt, N. J., as part o f our plat­
form and principles. We demand the 
passage of a la'W requiring the reg­
istration of all such secret organiza­
tions and like wise a law against the

• wearing o f masks, hoods or other­
wise concealing their identity in 
public or private places.

Child Labor
5. We favor the enactment of 

such additional laws as will fully 
protect chfld labor in Texas from 
exploitations and abuse and against 
the employment in any manner that 
will endanger or hamper the moral, 
mental or physical development of 
the children of Texas. We oppose 
the ratification by our State Legis­
lature of the twentieth amendment

the Federal Constitution as sub- 
^ 'H ^d by Congress dealing with this

Prohibition
lion is written into the 

the United States 
^»tution o f the

State o f Texas, and must forever re­
main as written. The laws enacted 
by the Congress and by the State 
Legislature when properly enforced 
are believed to be reasonably ade­
quate to accomplish the purpose; the 
aoyerign people had in view when 
they pronounced their full and final 
condemnation of the liquor traffic 
in the State of Texas and in the 
Union by incorporating its capital 
sentence in their fundamental char­
ters which may not be set aside, mod­
ified or repealed by legislative or 
executive action, or by a combination 
of them. We commit the Democra­
cy of Texas and all co-ordinate agen­
cies to a strict enforcement of this 
laws. State and National, and to the 
employment o f all such forces as the 
executive may properly use and find 
necesary to extirpate every charac­
ter of violation of them to the end 
that the guilty, and those who en­
courage their -violation may have 
meted out to them the prescribed 
punishment and public condemna­
tion.

Our liquor laws are the result of 
an overwhelming public sentiment 
and the members o f the House and 

! Senate of Texas are wont to have 
■ large majorities in their favor and 
no repeal or modification thereof 
can be accomplished without the con­
currence o f both these bodies and 
the Governor. The present Gover­
nor and nominee of this Democratic 
convention, who is to succeed him, 
favor the existing law and are pledg­
ed to a policy of strict enforcement.

Prohibition in Texas is therefore 
settled for all time so far as human 
foresight can determine, and accord­
ingly any attempt by demagogues 
and agitators to inject it into any 
campaign, where vital issues are in­
volved, is to be depreciated. It 
would seem that- this class of our 
citizenship fear that acquiescence in 
the settlement of the liquor problem 
might lead to the forgetfulness of 
their existence or jeopardize the 
means o f livelihood of some of them, 
hence they endeavor to inject pro­
hibition into every campaign involv­
ing serious fundamental questions, 
thereby obscuring real issues and en­
couraging demagogic appeals to the 
prejuidee and fears of their weh 
meaning but uninformed followers. 
The Democracy of Texas will tole­
rate no weakening and no laxity in 
the enforcement of liquor law and 
will f^^¿or provisions for the appoint­
ment by the Governor of Assistant 
District Attorneys for their specia: 
enforcement, when, in the opinion 
of the executive, local officers are 
remiss in their duties.

Sales by Druggists
7. A certain class of druggists 

and physicians are suspected o f vio­
lating the spirit, if not the letter, of 
the law in the unlawful traffic in 
intoxicating liquors under the cover 
of pjescriptions, and we pledge the 
incoming Legislature and executive 
to dp whatever may come within 
their province to remedy this par­
ticular evil by appropriate legisla­
tion.

We suggest that the Legislature 
could do much to remedy this blight 
by enacting measures requiring de­
tailed monthly reports to be filed 
w th  the County Clerk of the county 
by each druggist filling liquor pre­
scriptions, showing all purchases of 
liquor made by him and the cost 
thereof and all sales, and showing 
the amount o f the gross profit on 
such sales, and such statement 
should also make a full exhibit as 
to the quantity sold, the name of the 
physician giving the prescription, 
and said report should be published 
monthly in some newspaper in the 
county where the sales are made, 
and adequate penalties should be 
provided for the violation of any of 
the provisions of the law by druggist 
or physicians.

Court Procedure
8. We approve the efforts o^Hie 

Texas Bar Association looking to 
making more efficient the dispatch 
of the business o f the courts, and 
we commend to the favorable con­
sideration of the Legislature their 
recommendation that the rules of 
practice and procedure in the courts 
be made by the Supreme Courts, 
■with the aid of such members of the 
bench and bar the court may appoint.

9. We indorse the administration 
of' Governor Pat M. N eff and we par­
ticularly commend the earnest ef­
forts made by him to suppress law­
lessness in every form and his de­
termination that the -violation o f the 
law should be followed by adequate 
punishment.

10. We commend the determined 
efforts of Lieutenant Governor T. 
W. Davidson, while acting as Gover­
nor, in suppressing mob violence in 
the State, and in arousing the public

conscience upon this subject.
Highways

11. We regard it as a waste of 
the people’s money in building ex­
pensive highways without adequate 
maintejiance. We commend the 
present effort to evolve a systematic 
maintenance of roads. We do not 
believe any road bond issue should 
be approved until provision has been 
made for the maintenance of the 
roads to be constructed.

Newspapers Commended 
Out of the hundred or more reso­

lutions submitted to the platform 
committee for favorable recommen- 

j dation, it selected only one, which 
I was adopted by the convention, and 
I reads as follows:

“ Be it resolved by the Democracy 
of Texas assembled. That we extend 
to the newspapers of Texas render­
ing such valiant service in the fight 
against the Ku Klux Klan our whole­
hearted appreciation of the cam­
paign waged by them in the interest 
of right and justice and in support 
of constituted authority as exempli-, 
fied by the Constitution and the 
statutes of the State and of the 
Nation.

Farmers of Country Now Substitute 
Merchandising Rather Than Dumping

The fundamental px’oblem in agri­
culture is that the individual system 
tinder which farming has been or­
ganized and crops marketed has al­
ways been such that on the average 
the only profits earned by farmers 
above a bare living have come from 
the increased values o f land. The 
price o f farm crops has never been 
commensurate with the labor and 
investment involved. Deflation hit 
the farmer more than others because 
he had no reserve on which to draw 
except land values; and those are 
useless unless he sells and quits.

Farmers have known their trou­
bles; and that knowledge has been 
the cause o f the agricultural unrest 
which today is of national concern. 
When 40 per cent of the American 
people are in trouble the other 60 
per cent are not free. As the farm­
er is broke the business man is bent.

Some farmers have turned to poli­
tics for relief, with no result except 
ultimate disaster to themselves and 
grief to every other class o f citizens. 
More of them have come to see that 
there is no political remedy for an 
economic evil.

These have learned that farmers 
themselves are responsible for their 
own destiny and that the reason they 
have failed to become prosperous is 
because they have failed to apply the 
accepted principles of city business 
to their own operations.

They have finally seen that the 
group principle o f combination for 
a common purpose, is. both, efficient 
and economical as compared to indi­
vidual effort for the same purpose; 
and they have seen that this group 
principle can be applied to the mar­
keting o f farm crops just as readily 
as to shoes or steel rails.

They have learned that the econo- 
■lists who said that the law o f sup­
ply and demand is immutable are 
wrong; and that city business every­
where has found two movable factors 
in that law. One of these factors 
is time and the other is place; the 
actual price o f the product depend­
ing in large degree on its time of 
sale and also on whether the sale 
is at the point of production or at 
that o f consumption.

With these fundamental under­
standings established the farmer be­
gan to see how to solve his own 
problems. Out o f the new knowledge 
has come a movement so great that 
it is already the. most important de­
velopment in the agricutural history 
•f America and so far-reaching in 

.Hs effects that it touches directly or 
indirectly the pocketbooks of the 

, whole nation. It is a movement | 
which today engages the attention of j 
one-sixth of the farmers in the Uni- | 
ted States. Through it more than 
cne-seventh o f all the crops as 
measured by dollar-value are mar­
keted.

More than 90 per cent o f the 
dried fruits, 75 per cent o f the cit­
rus fruits, 70 per cent of the tobacco, 
65 per cent o f the nuts, 25 per cen t, 
o f the milk and milk products and j 
15 per cent of the cotton grown in i 
the United States are today being: 
marketed by co-operative farmers’ 
associations of one standard type, 
for a standard purpose and by a 
standard method. There are 1,200,- 
000 farmers who belong to these 
commodity organizations. They 
have learned that farm prosperity 
lies in organized marketing, and 
that organized marketing will substi­
tute the principle o f merchandising 
for that of dumping.

Selling by farmers of their own 
crops has always been dumping. 
The world’s consumption of crops is 
approximately in even ratio month 
by month. Yet 70 per cent of the 
cotton and 65 per cent of the wheat 
is dumped in four months in a mad 
scramble among farmers to sell. Un­
der such conditions the necesitties 
•f the weakest of these dumping 
farmers make the price for all. Mil­
lions are made for the handlers of 
farm crops, while prosperity for the 
farmer himself is always just around

positors. It increases the amount of 
deposits in banks as a result of the 
increased prices received for farm 
crops and thus adds to bank pros­
perity and the opportunitiy for the 
payment of agricultural debts.

Finally, the operation of the co­
operatives on its merchandising basis 
increases the volume of trade by in­
creasing the spending power o f the 
farmers.

These co-operatives have no capi­
tal stock in the form of money, nei­
ther do they need it, for they have 
capital in the form of the commodity 
itself. The members invest their 
commodity as association capital in 
much the same way and with exactly 
the same hope as that of the city 
buyer of stocks— an expectation of 
dividends as dividends are earned.
Practically aU the co-operatives have

the farm price to the commodity 
level.

The question has been how to do 
it, but this question may not be so 
serious after all when you consider 
the known effect on price of com­
modity marketing. There is no ad­
verse commercial ratio existing to­
day on the price of any farm crop 
which is even moderately organized 
for co-operative marketing on thé 
commodity plan.
