Milt Good and Tom Ross, conviet-
ed of slaying two inspectors of the
Texas and Southwestern = Cattle
Raisers’ Association at Seminole,
Gaines County, about eighteen
months ago,» made a sensational es-
cape, together with two other con
victs, from the gray walls of the
State penitentiary here at 6 o‘clock
Sunday evening.

Good, serving a thirty-five-year
sentence: slugged a guard with a
gun, released Ross, Clarence Wha-
len and George Arlington, also serv-
ing long sentences for robberies com
mitted in Dallas, and, after cutting
tht chain with which the prison gate
was locked raced to a car which had
been parked near the walls by a wo-
man, who is also said to have smug-
gled the gun into the prison, then
sped away in the direction of Nava-
sota.

Good was a hospital steward which
had allowed him considerable free-
dom and had been granted two fur-
loughs recently.

The woman, supposed to have
smuggled the pistol and chain-cut-
‘ting tools into the prison, left a few
moments before the break for lib
erty and waited in a car parked about
300 feet from the gate of the prison.

Good then slugged E. Van Meter,
a guard, removed his keys and lib-
erated Tom Ross, Clarence Whalen
and George Arlington, three other
convicts who were serving long sen-

Ross was sentenced to
thirty-five years in the penitentiary
and Good to twenty-six years at the
close of this trial.

The venue was then again changed
to Taylor County, where the two men
i were tried for the murder of Rober-
son, where Ross was given twenty
years and Good twenty-five years.

On appeal of the cases from Ab-
ilene the higher court affirmed the
finding of the jury and the
peal of the defendants from Lub-
bock was dismissed.

The killing was one of the most
sensational - of many sensational
killings in the history of West Texas
as the trials were.attended by heavy
armed peace officers.

Carter, publisher of the Star-Tele
gram-Record, from the chairmanship
o fthe board of directors of the Tex
as Technological College at Lubbock,
charging drunkenness and disorderly
conduct: in connection with incident
occurring at College Station Thanks
giving Day when the A. & M. and Uni
versity team played foothall. In
brief, the charges made by the . Gov-
ernor against Carter are to the ef-
feet that at the football game Thanks
giving day Mpr. Carter chartertd for
the A. & M. team and Dan Moody,
while in an intoxicated condition.
It was further charged that in Dec
ember of last year Carter fitted up
a building in the old bar room fashion
with brass railing and sawdust on the
floor, providing a white aproned bar
tender to properly serve 200 to 300
# at the’oil mens association in
Fort Worth, and giving as souvenirs
of the occasion canes in which there
was concealed a vial in which a pint
of stimulating beverage reposed.

Mr. Carter, in an open letter to
the public, denied these charges and
refused to resign as a member of the
board of directors of the Tech Col-
lege, stating that the charges were
malicious and unjustified and mere
ly a barrage at this time to hide the
real intent and motives that lurk be
hind it.

I don’t set
myself up to be of 'the intellectual
caliber of the dean, but if I believed
what he believes I would take myself
out of the Church of England.”

The Rev. Basil W.- B. Matthews
of Holy Trinity Church: “The av
erage Church of England priest
does not look to Dean Inge for
guidance.”

“If the dean believes these things,”
said the Rev. T. P. Stevens of St.
Matthew’s: “he may be a Christian
in mind, but he can not call himself
a Christian in fact.”

reports during the last season or
two appear to have found response
in official quirters- Criticisms of
the crop 1'e1)o1‘fs of the Department
of Agriculture have not been limit
ed to their frequency, mowever,
and it may be taken for granted
that discussion, of the matter this
winter in Washington will not be so
limited. It is seriously questioned
in a good many minds, even in
Washington. apparently, whether or
not the predictions of the earlier
months ought not to be discontinued
altogether and some go so far as to
suggest that the condition estimates
ought to go by the board.
qihis whole situation, indicating,
as it seems to do, that our system
of crop reporting, particularly so
far as it has to do with the cotton
crop. is to be a topic of rather un
usual concern this year, would be of
much more interest if there were
anything in ‘the nature of definite
evidence that a well informed and
constructive attitude whuld be
adopted by those who control the
destinies of the reports in question.
It is, however, to a certain extent en
cowraging at least that in some
quarters not heretofore thought to
be willing even to consider such a
step, belief is growing that the Gov
ernment ought to go out of the pre
dicting or guessing business alto-
gether. True, there are those still
who worry a good deal about what
ririvate estimators would do were
the Government to desert the field
The most obvious and, incidentally,
a most convincing answer to the re
collection that official reports in
more recent years are about as of
ten in error in one direction as in
the other. In these circumstances
it is difficult to understand what!
protection they give either to the

™! producer or to anyone else.

‘Neither this excuse nor any other
can justify the Government in con
tinuing its reports as they are now
constituted. It ‘would be unfortun
ate if advantage is not taken of the
existing state of feeling about crop
reports to effect some really con
structive reform.

THE HEADLY‘HT LAW

The Texas Automobile Headlight
Law requires that every motorist,
at the time of registration, present
to the Tax Collector a headlight cer
tificate which has been issued by a
test station within thirty days of the
date of registration. If the car or
truck to be registered is not equip-
ped with headlamps. the ‘registrant
will be permitted to make affidavit
will take the place of a headlight
certificate- Early testing and regis
tration will help the test stations
and the Tax Collector, and will
save time for the motorist.

Motorist dannot obtain a :head-
light certxﬁcate for registration pur
poses on a re-test. The retest pro
vision of the law permits a retest at
any time during the year, but the
certificate presented -for registration
must. be a ‘‘test” certificate and
must be paid for. In other words,
headlamps are “tested” at the begin
ning of each year for registration
purposes, anqd at this time the regul
ar yearly fee of twenty-five cents
must be paid. At any time during
the year following, a retest may be

had free of charge until the next}

registration period begins.

After the coming pre-registration
tests: there will not be another set
test until the 1927 registratiion
period begins. Throughout the year
o | however, a constant check will be
made *on the headlighting condition
in the various parts of the State.
Enforcement work is in the hands
of local officers, and motorists are
urged to co-operate with them in
*repforting  bad headlig ghting condi
tions. There is no doubt that compli
ance with the Headlight Law will
njezm a great saving of property
and human lives.

$500 OFFERED FOR CON-
VICTION OF DRY VIOLATORS

Austin, Texas—A reward of
$500 for the arrest and conviction
of any person worth more than
$5,000 for violation of the prohibi
tion laws was offered today in a
formal proclamation issued by Gov.
Miriam A. Ferguson.

The proclamation declared that
the enforcement of liquor' laws in
Texas® has become the enforcement
of the law against the poor and for
the rich.

“If wealthy business men or peo
ple can fill fheir lockers full of
liquor and boast in company about
how much they have and the brand
they have and not be molested,
while the penitentiary is being
#&ed with "‘poor devils who have
neother friends nor money who
have been found guilty of having a
pint on -their hip or making a little
liquor for home consumption. then
justice has become a mockery and
the law becomes a stench in the
nostrils of all law-abiding people,”
the proclamation declares.

“I am not undertaking to justify
the poor in the violation of . the
law, but I here now call upon all
the officers in this State from the
bench down to put the same law in
force sgainst the rich that is now
being put in force against the poor.

“Let our Methodist friends who
seem to be so much exercised
about the pardon power get busy
and help us detect and convict a
few of the big highbrows and we
will have then shown to the world
that in this land of democracy all
men, regardless of their wealth or
station, are equal before the law.

“If the rich of this country were
not patronizing so many bootleg-
gers and aiding and abetting them
to violate the law, the bootleggers
would have to go out of business
for the want of business. If those
who are 8o prone to criticise my
administration for lack of enforce
ment of the liquor laws are sincere
in their charge I now tender them
an opportunity to join me in the
arrest and detection of those who
are to be most blamed for violating
tho liquor laws.”

No stronger argument could be
advanced against unregulated and
exclusive public ownership of indus
tries than the facts revealed by
Secretary Hcover. Where such con
ditions exist, the incentive of pri
vate initiative to lower costs and
give better service, and the protec
tion afforded by duly -auhorized
regulatory bodise to both consumer
and pro ducer, are entirely absent
Such a monopoly whether in private
hands or under public ownership, is
a curse to the consuming public.

We do not want to build up Am-

{ican industry by such methods.
We have evolved a far superior

system. Where conditions indicate
that competition is not practical in
some line 'of business we need not
fear a monopoly. because we have
drawn the teeth of monopoly by
bringing it under public regulation.

Foreign monopolies such as those
commmented upon by Secrttary Hoo-
ver will either bring about their
own downfall, correct their unfair
practices, or be forgced to submit to

public regulation.
