Location Made and 
Derrick Timbers on

Ground for Test 
Well for Oil

The derrick timbers and other 
machinery for the test well for oil 
t obe drilled on the Davis blocked 
acreage to the northeast of Spur by 
R. D. Clancy and associates, was un­
loaded this week and pltced on the 
ground. The derrick will be con­
structed within the week, and the 
test “ spudded in”  within the next 
ten days.

The location for the test wtll was 
made in the center o f section 301, 
owned by J. C. Jones of Jayton, and 
is the adjoining section just east of 
the J. C. Davis farm and ranch home, 
some six or seven miles to the north 
etst of Spur.

While this test is located approxi­
mately one mile east of the former 
test in which an oil sand and good 
showing of oil v/as encountered, we 
are all optimistic that the present 
location may show up bigger pay 
sands. In ftct we have confidence 
in the business methods practiced by 
Mr. Clancy in obtaining the drift of 
formations in making the most prom­
ising location for this test, and which 
we are sure will be made thorough 
and complete.

A late improved gasoline engine, 
instead of steam tnd a boiler, will be 
used in the drilling, thus obviating 
the delays heretofore encountered 
by other tests.

Of course wild-cat oil test wells 
usually make slpw progress, but those 
familiar with thte activities and the 
nrethods of proceedure on the part 
of Mr. Clancy are confident that this 
test will be completed within ninety 
dtys from the beginning of drilling 
operations.

Derrick Rebuilt on 
Deep Rock Oil 
Test in Garza

The work of rebuilding the derrick 
recently destroyed by fire over the 
Deep Rock test well for oil on the 
Swenson Ranch in Garza county, has 
now been completed, and as soon as 
the job is accepted by the proper 
authorities, the work of drilling will 
immediately be resumed.

The test well being drilled by the 
Texas Company on the 24 Ranch is 
now reported down to a depth of 
2960 feet. A capper has been plac­
ed over the hole and drilling is sus­
pended at least for the present, and 
as a consequence there are many 
who are becoming anxious to know 
“ what is doing”  over there— think­
ing possibly they are “ on the sand” 
and awaiting instructions from the 
“ headquarters.”

We talked with one of the drill­
ers on the 24 well Saturday night, 
and he informed us that they had 
been drilling in hard lime rock prac­
tically the entire deptjh, and that 
neither sands, gas or other oil indi 
cations had been encountered.

The Pitchfork test well, to the 
east of Dickens is now a thousand 
feet deep, drilling being suspended 
while a two-inch water pipe line is 
being laid to a tank two or three 
miles distant. Clif Lovelace, who is 
superintending the work in the ab­
sence of Mike Mikels, informs us 
that drilling will be resumed again 
probably Saturday.

Considering everything, the oil de­
velopment situation o f this immediate 
territory now looks most promising 
o f complete and thorough tests in 
every section.

On former occasions in fattening 
and finishing cattle for the markets, 
Mr. Dickson has demonstrated that 
the fee dproducts of this country 
are equal to the feeds of other states 
in ftttening and finishing values, and 
in this he has paved the way for the 
adaption and utilization of one of 
the greatest feeding sections of the 
entire country in years to come. 
The country produces maize, meal, 
alfalfa tnd other roughness in great­
er abundance than other countries, 
and the people will not long continue 
t osustain the unnecessary expense 
of shipping cattle to the East and 
North to be fed and fattened for the 
mtrkets.

IN 1925 SECO N D  IN SIZE

More bales of cotton were produc­
ed in the United States from last 
year’s crop, than ever before in his 
tory, although the 1925 crop was sec 
ond in quantity of lint to the 1924 
crop, according to a new and com 
plete government report issued Sat­
urday. Final ginning figures for the 
1925 crop were given Saturday by 
the census bureau, placing the total 
crop at 16,103,586 running bales as 
compared with 15,905,840 in the re­
cord crop o f 1914. Reduced to the 
equivalent of 500 pound bales, which 
contain 478 pounds of lint cotton, 
the 1925 crop was 16,085,905 bales 
or 7,689,062,930 pounds of lint com

The campaign to sow 
alfalfa has resulted i!n practically 
every farmer o f the country putting 
in or intending to put in a few acres 
o f alfalfa. There is no question but 
that a few acres of alfalfa on each 
farm will be a very valuable asset to 
farm home requirements, and the 
possibility is that later alfalfa hay 
shipments may be made from surplus 
crops to other sections of the coun­
try. Mr. Hale is taking the proper 
view of successful farming, in that 
he is endeavoring to grow everything 
required for home consumption. He 
has arranged to irrigate a considera­
ble garden acreage on which he ex­
pects to grow every variety o f gar­
den truck for home table use, and 
possibly have a surplus to dispose of 
on the markets of the towns. When 
every farmer of the country ad­
vances to that point where he grows 
everything necessary for home con­
sumption, and has only surplus crops 
to sell on the markets, then indeed 
will the country become prosperous.
