Hail Storm Does Big 

Damage to Wheat in 
McAdoo Country

Rains have been coming over the 
Spur country almost daily during 
this and the past week, and cold 
and uninviting weather has prevail­
ed.

Monday afternoon of this week 
a hail storm accompanied rain in 
the McAdpo territory with the re­
sult that from thirty to forty per 
cent damage was done to the wheat 
crops. Again Tuesday afternoon 
a hail storm covered the same terri­
tory with the result that still greater 
damage was done.

Bill McAlpine, representinig the 
Clemmons Insurance Agency, was 
called out to view the hail wreck on 
Tuesday, and before the completion 
o f his inspection and solicitation of 
further insurance, the hail storm 
ran him in home, he having to stop by 
the wayside to await the passing of 
the storm.

This is a year when crop seasons 
are ideal, and about the only thing 
to prevent the harvesting o f bump-, 
er crops is hail storms or some other 
calamity.

The hail of the week extended 
over a greater territory, but- since 
the Plains country had more wheat, 
'the damage was little to other sec­
tions.

C. W. Brock, it is reported, had 
about four hundred acres of wheat 
hailed out. . Mr. Gollihar had several 
hundred acres with from thirty to 
seventy five per cent damage. A 
num ber'of other farmers with lesser 
wheat acreage were- damaged.

Jayton Boy Gives Life 
in an Attempt to Save 

Boy From Drowning
Saturday afternoon of last week 

William Earl Lowrance, 17 years 
cld son o f Mr. and Mrs. O. C. Low­
rance, of Jayton, gave his life in 
saving Jack Wade, a twelve years 
old boy, from drowning in the 
railroad lake. In accord with the 
story told by boys present, the Wade 
boy was swimming across the lake, 
and becoming exhausted appealed 
for help. Young Lowrance swam 
to him and guided him to near the 
bank of the lake, when he, too, then 
became exhausted. Lowrance push­
ed the boy as far as possible toward 
the bank, giving up and sinking to 
the bottom of the lake. Boys on 
the bank caught the smaller boy and 
rescued him, but upon reaching the 
Lowrance boy all efforts were una­
vailing in an attempt to revive him.

The remains pf young Lowrance 
were interred Monday in the Jayton 
cemetery. He was the only son of 
Mr. and Mrs. Lowrance, and Jayton 
people are in accord in stating that 
he was one of the finest young men 
of the town, and the fact that he 
gave his own life in an endeavor to 
save another, is evidence that he 
was “ a boy among boys.”

In Feeding Value

Alfalfa, either green or as dry hay 
as feed for all kinds of farm animals 
is the most highly nutritious and pal 
atable of all forrage crops.

The following table indicates the 
actual feeding value of six different 
kinds of feed, based on the amount 
o f  digestible nutrients contained in 
them. It will be noted that the val­
ue o f alfalfa hay is slightly more 
than double that of sorghum hay and 
the equal of corn.

Alfalfa is particularly valuable as 
a feed for dairy cows. It will be 
noted that wheat bran, according to 
a comparison based on amount of 
digestive nutrients, is worth only 
slightly more than alfalfa hay, and 
when the palatableness of the hay 
is taken into consideration this 
slight difference dissapears in actual 
results.

HOW ENDLESS CHAIN SELLING 
PLANS ARE USED TO ROB SAVERS

W . R. Morehouse Continues His Exposures of Modern 
“Gold Brick” Schemes— American Bankers Associa­

tion Official Tells How Life-Time 
Savings Are Wiped Out.

1 FIRMLY believe that promoters and high-pressure salesmen 
are becoming more and more crafty. Shrewder ways are 

being resorted to in order to trap the novice investor. It is 
deplorable that the investor does not profit by 
experience and is victimized a second time in his 
endeavor to recover that which he has already 
lost. It is the old, old story of trying to recover, 
but in the attempt losing. This very hour thou­
sands of hard-earned dollars have slipped from 
the grasp of the calloused hands that_ earned 
them into the clutches of unscrupulous skin-game 
artists. Tomorrow the scenes of today will be 
re-enacted with a new and larger list of victims. 
A month from today depositors will still be pour­
ing an ever increasing volume of their savings 

w. r. Morehouse into the hopper of unwise investments. A  year 
from today the same tragedy will be re-enacted 

unless our savings bankers come to the rescue and help to stop 
this nefarious business of defrauding and swindling our savers 
of the fruits of their labors.

Here is a typical case. A group o i l ­
men undertook to promote a vending 
or self-serving machine. Their plan 
called for the sale of $37,000,000 worth 
of leases in the United States. Simi­
lar projects previously started through­
out the United States had failed. As 
a matter of fact, the average daily 
sale of one of these self-service ma­
chines was only $3.10, which in itself 
made it impossible for a machine to 
produce sufficient revenue to make it 
profitable. Servicing the machines 
was another obstacle which had not 
been successfully overcome. In three 
months the promoters were successful 
in selling over $2,500,000 worth of 
rights to use these machines.
$40,000 in Savings Lost by One Man

I know of one man who withdrew 
$40,000 from a savings bank and in­
vested it in this promotion. He told 
me it represented the accumulations 
of a lifetime. "And now I have lost it 
all,” he said in a trembling voice. “ I 
aaven’t a cent left and I am past sixty 
years of age—too old to work!” he 
added.

Of the more than $2,500,000 invested 
by savers, over $1,000,000 was taken 
by these wiley promoters as commis­
sion. Think of making a commission 
of over $1,000,000 on $2,500,000 of sales 
in about three months’ time! Think 
of what this more than $1,000,000 of 
commission represents,—think of the 
struggles and the sacrifices of the men 
and women who saved it! With some 
it was saved penny by penny over a 
period of years. Think of the sorrow 
it caused,—the heartaches, the misery 
and the disappointment which fol­
lowed in the wake of the collapse of 
this promotion. Think of the old man 
who lost $40,000—all he had been able 
to save during his lifetime. Think of 
the widow’s mite, for she lost it also. 
All that is left today of the original 
investment is less than 10 cents on 
every dollar.

Here is an endless chain scheme 
which relieved working girls of a por­
tion of their savings. The loss ran 
into many thousands of dollars. The 
scheme is to sell silk hose to girls by 
getting them to act as selling agents.

A hosiery company rents offices in the 
shopping district. Soon an attractive 
offer is made through the local news­
papers by cleverly worded advertise­
ments in which it would appear that 
any young lady can secure five pairs 
of hose worth $2 a pair for only ?1. 
In other words, $10 worth of silk 
stockings for only $1! Without stop­
ping to analyze the proposition or to 
consider how impossible it is for any 
concern to stay in business and sell 
$10 worth of silk hose for $1, thou­
sands of young women instantly fall 
for the scheme.
How Endless Chain Catches Victims

Here is how it catches its victims. 
Each victim pays $4 and receives 
three one dollar coupons which she 
must sell to her friends, and the 
friends must come in and pay down 
$4 each, get three coupons each which 
they must sell to three friends and 
then these friends must perpetuate 
the scheme by selling coupons to their 
friends and so on indefinitely.

Here is where the promoters make 
a clean-up. One of the conditions 
which must be met before the young 
woman who purchased the first cou­
pons receives her $10 worth of hose 
for $1 is that all three to whom she 
sold her three coupons must come in, 
pay down $4 each for three more cou­
pons and then go out and sell them. 
Before the three have done this, one or 
perhaps all three get "cold feet” on 
the proposition and, rather than go out 
and “soak” three of their friends $1 
each, they simply give up the job and 
charge their loss to experience. But 
in doing so they also block the girl 
who purchased the first coupons from 
completing her contract, and of course 
she, too, loses the money she invested 
in the scheme.

At a glance the loss appears to be 
small, but the truth is the scheme is 
capable of such great expansion that 
It soon takes in hundreds and thou­
sands of victims. This is but one of 
many endless chain schemes in use 
today in the United States.

Not only does 
such an individual produce more ac­
tual milk and butterfat, but the supe­
rior production characteristics of such 
Individuals may be passed on through 
several succeeding generations.

The fact should not be overlooked 
that purebred livestock is a real 
necessity. Without such stock, milk 
and butterfp_t records and weignts of 
fleeces will decline and uniformity of 
type and quality will bo sacrificed. No 
improvement can be made without 
them. Now is the time to sell scrub 
stock and buy purebreds while tha 
prices are low.—Banker-Farmer.

About Birth Control 
and National Society

Editor Texas Spur:
I wish to bring before your read-! 

ers a few points on the subject of ! 
Birth Controll, for the time has come 
that whatever personal views we may 
take as to the desirability o f birth 
controll, we are no longer faced 
with the question, shall we allow it 
close our eyes or help it along, but 
or not? It is here now. We cfen 
we cannot stop it. Statistics show 
that College graduates, when they 
marry, have few children, many of 
them, no children. Does this mean 
that higher education reduces fertil­
ity? Indeed it does not. It means 
that the prosptrous class are provid­
ed with Birth Controll information 
forbidden to the poor.

A poll o f the memberes of Con­
gress show an average of one and 
one half children apiece. Apparent­
ly they are practicing the principle 
advocated by the American )Birth 
Control League, whether they ad 
mit it or not. Now for a pen pict­
ure of the other side. The federal 
childrens’ bureau has published some 
score of ejareful investigations into 
the conditions surrounding mothers 
and children in the United States. 
Those who read these reports will 
find they are often shocking. The 
bureau admits them to be shocking 
and where they are most terrible 
three things always go together: 
there is too little income, too little 
knowledge, and too many children. 
The advice given is pathetic. If we 
can only no away with this squalid 
poverty with this fearful ignorance, 
they say, the millennium will come. 
On the third point they are silent. 
The cause o f this situation in the 
U. S. A. is the federal law pfissed 
through the efforts of Anthony Com­
stock, with the practical effect of 
making it a crime to advise any 
method of limiting the family. To 
be sure it is a dead letter for the 
majority of the educated and well 
to do. Judged by the size of their 
families, it is broken with impunity 
by the hypocrite who defends it, the 
lawyer who refuses to repeal it, and 
the Justice who is appointed to up­
hold it— but the poor suffer for it.
It is proper for one of our scientific 
government bureaus which deal with 
agriculture to give directions for 
growing prize winning corn by spac­
ing the plants correctly, but improp­
er for the government bureau which 
deals with mere humanbeings to give 
directions. The childrens bureau is 
free to give endless information to 
poverty stricken mothers about baby 
feeding and pre-natal care, but it 
can not tell her how to space her 
babies correctly.^ Oh, the irony of 
such instructions under the circum­
stances. It is time the government 
bureau should begin the study of 
how raise prize winning babies as 
well as corn, and make it possible 
for all who want this information to 
have it. Repeal this law that is al­
ready a dead letter to the favored 
class and extend help to the poor as 
well. This is what the American 
Birth Control League is trying to do 
and it is up to the press to spread 
this news just as every other ques­
tion si brought before the people.—
