The fact that farmers of the Mc­
Adoo country have adopted the di­
versification plans, especially with 
reference to poultry and cream prod­
ucts, is substantially evidenced each 
week when crates of eggs and 
cans of cream are brought in to the 
local market.

H. P. Edwards, manager of the 
McAdoo Mercantile Company, has 
piovided a market for these prod­
ucts, and twice each week cream is 
brought in to him.

On the first marketing period of 
this week eleven cases of eggs and 
eleven cans of cream were brought 
in for the McAdoo market. This 
means that more than twenty cans 
of cream and twenty cases of eggs 
are sold each week by McAdoo farm­
ers, and at the prevailing market 
prices which are maintained, no in 
considerable amount of money is 
turned loose in that section.

The day of marketing cotton alone 
in Dickens county has passed, and it 
will be only a few years until every 
farmer will have something to mar­
ket every week during spring and 
summer as well as the fall months.

t t t HILE railroad tragedies and street car accidents in the United States 
V V  have gradually been diminishing in the last ten years, the annual toil 

exacted by automobile casualties is steadily mounting, says the Stewart- 
Warner Safety Council for the prevention of automobile accidents Railroad 
accidents have been cut more than one-third, or from 12,520 in 1913 to 8,078 
In 1923, the latest government figures available. Street car fatalities also 
have been cut down one-third or from 3,080 in 1913 to 2,000 ten years later.

Automobile deaths, on the other hand, have increased over five-fold. 
Against the 3,822 deaths in 1913 we have 16,452 in 1923, and the score is 
growing each year.

COUNTY AGENT GIVES SUG­
GESTED INFORMATION TO THE 

ALFALFA GROWERS HERE

Dear Editor:
Several growers o f alfalfa are 

inquiring the rent on alfalfa. Kan­
sas, the biggest and oldest alfalfa 
state, has established the custom of 
making one half hay in stack the 
rent. The renter cuts, rakes and 
stacks the hay. The landlord then 
is entitled to one-half if the stack. 
If baled, the landlord pays one half 
the baling bill, and the renter, the 
other half.

While on my trip to South Texas, 
I wore my alfalfa button, which at­
tracted a great deal o f attention 
and comment.

Mr. Richey, o f the Pumia mills, 
in Ft. Worth, tells me that they 
have to ship alfalfa all the way from 
Colorado, in spite of the fact that 
immense areas of Texas are well 
adapted to alfalfa production.

In conversation with men from 
several alfalfa producing arelas, I 
was told that a hay baler was almost 
unknown on the farms of our good 
livestock states. The hay is either 
put in a stack or hay mow and fed 
to livestock on the farm.

When Alfalfa, as well as other 
feed is sold on the hoof, or as cream, 
the full benefit is derived from. All 
the middle men profits go to the 
feeder.

While discussing alfalfa with 
these" men representing several 
states, one man asked: “ How many 
■of you know a man who is raising 
alfalfa that is in poor circumstan­
ces? Not one of the crowd could 
think of a man in poor circumstnces 
with a good patch of alfalfa..

5. Do I show him that bull o f 
mine?

7. Do I show him the feeds I use 
to make a balanced feed?

The man who has good stuff is 
proud o f it and shows it to people 
at every opportunity. Futhermore, 
the man who is proud of his stuff, 
takes good care of it and makes pro­
fit outj> i it.

The man with scrub stuff keeps 
“ mum” about it, takes little care of 
it as a rule, and makes little or no 
profit from it.

This year the secretary 
of the fair association would accept 
sealed bids, but refused to open and 
consider the bids in the presence of 
our representative, thus leaving the 
inference that a bid from us would 
merely lend the semblance of compe­
tition, therefore the bid was not en­
tered in at least an unequal contest.

Because of the ku klux creed with 
reference to business dealings, we do 
not expect the present secretary of 
the fair association to give us any 
consideration in his own individual 
printing business, but we do expect 
equal consideration in fair association 
and other public printing, whether or 
not such matters be dominated by 
klannish proceedings. The fair asso­
ciation is a corporation of and for the 
public, both ku klux and antis alike 
being interested in its success, and we 
consider it not only the wrong spirit 
but an injustice to the association as 
well as the public for any one of its 
officers to permit klannishness to en­
ter into any of its proceedings or ac­
tivities.

The Texas Spur is as much con­
cerned in the welfare and success of 
the fair association, and possibly has 
contributed more than any other one 
agency to that end. It is our right 
to expect an open and fair considera­
tion in bids for any of its pay print­
ing, and under the circumstances we 
feel sure that our readers will pardon 
us in publicly resenting the unmistak­
able marks of hooded and secret 
methods of dominating in this in­
stance.

Again permit us to say that we 
deplore the fact that a klan came 
within our midst, under cover and in 
devious ways, to disrupt peaceable 
business associations, and that some 
will persist in using such methods to 
dominate public affairs.

Timely Observations
Upon Agriculture.

For many years, the farming in­
dustry has not yielded adequate re­
turns. Many farmers are gravely 
discontented and under an intense 
sense o f grievance toward the exist- 

] ing order of things. Adversity, more 
i or less acute, has been the fate of ai
great portion of the farming com ­
munity, while general business has- 
been prosperous and wages have a t­
tained unprecedented levels.

At best, the farmers’ calling is a 
toilsome one, involving inevitable 
hardships and deprivations. The 
farming business is the largest in the 
country. The basic and vital neces­
sity of the farming nidustry needs no 
.emphasis. The immense social value 
of the farming class to the State is 
beyond argument.

The farming stock provides a con­
tinuous and essential supply of hu­
man raw material toward the preser­
vation of the vigor and the distinc­
tive characteristics of the American 
race

If there is one calling which has a 
higher claim than another upon the 
helpful consideration of the State, it 
is that of the farmer. The farmer’s 
problem is part o f our problem. The 
farmer’s welfare is an essential part 
of our welfare.

It is harmful and menacing to the 
commonwealth that so numerous and 
so valuable a portion of the popula­
tion should feel dissatisfied and re­
sentful and be without prosperity. 
The situation lends itself peculiarly 
to the incitements and wiles of the 
demagogue and to the plausible fig­
ments of the economic visionary.

Both justice and self interest de­
mand of the community at large that 
forth to the end that the farmers’ 
grievances be redressed. If that re­
dress can only be accomplished by 
methods which, while practicable 
and economically warrantable and 
promising to be effective, are novel 
and perhaps unpalatable to the es­
tablished ways of business, then the 
less important will have to yield to 
the more important, i. e., business 
convenience and customs to the re­
habilitation of the framing industry.

Unless well-considered, sincere and 
earnest efforts are promptly put into 
operation by Congress, within the 
limits of economic soundness and 
practicability, to accomplish the ob­
ject in view, the danger looms ahead 
that a large section o f the farming 
vote may succumb to the specious 
persuasiveness and false promises of 
the well-meaning, self-deceiving pur­
veyor of political and economic nos­
trums and delusions, often disproved 
but ever resurging, or of the cunning 
demagogue and fomenter o f class 
animosity.

It is not sufficient answer to the 
farmer’s complaints to refer him to 
supply and demand and to the doc- 
the rigid functioning of the law of 
trine o f the survival of the fittest; 
because in reply the farmer will con­
tend that, in other respects, for rea- 
soris which seemed valid to congress 
wc have not sirupled to interfere 
through acts of government and oth­
erwise, with the untrammeled work­
ings of that law and that doctrine; 
and he will and does claim that we 
either adher.e to them strictly all 
round or give him the effective ad­
vantage of dispensations similar to 
those which have been granted in 
the case of other callings.

As to the argument that the adop­
tion of measures sufficiently thor- 
c-ugh-going to give real relief to the 
farmer might set a dangerous pre­
cedent, it seems to me that aversion 
against, or apprehension of, estab­
lishing a precedent is never a valid 
reason for failure to do that which 
is justly called for. I feel assured 
that we may rely— and, indeed, under 
a popular system of government we 
must rely— upon the soundness and 
watchfulness of public opinion to 
see to it that precedents are not
harmfully misapplied or abused.__
