Deep Rock Iest for
Uil Passes [hrough
Sand With Only

\ Good 0il Showing

Last week the Deep Rock drillers
drilled through the sand in the Swen-
son No. 1 test well for oil on the

noon,

Swenson ranch southwest of Spur.
The bit had been on top of the sand
several weeks while under-reaming
to cut off water, and many people of
the town and country were in sus-
pense during the time. .However,
nothing developed as the bit went
through the sand which was only
three feet through, making only a
good showing of oil:

Thig sand was touched at a depth
of approximately 2650 feet, and
at this time the hole has been drill-
ed to a depth of 2755 feet, drilling
in red shale and shell, which is con-
sidered the finest indication of oil in
Geologists state that

around 3350 feet, and all are most
optimistic that this sand will prove a
paying sand.

In the McFann test drilled several
years ago on the 24-Ranch, some 15
miles east of the Deep Rock location,
the 2650 foot sand was also encoun-
tered. In this test the sand was 30
feet through and had rainbow show-
ings of oil, the test being abandoned
after passing through this sand.

On the 24.Ranch test now being
drilled by the Texag C0111pany, the
bit has reached a depth of 4200 feet
where a strong flow of salt water has
been encountered and work suspend-
ed awaiting orders as to whether to
under-ream or set new casing and
reduce the hole for further drilling.
This test is contracted to drill 4500
feet, while the contract depth on the
Swenson Ranch is 3500 feet.

In the Texas Company test no
sand or other evidences of oil have
been encountered, the greater part
of the drilling beingv in a hard lime
rock. However, geologists say that
an oil sand should be encountered
at an approximate depth of 4010
feet.

The Clancy & English and Moutray
Qil Company test in the Jones No.l
six miles northeast of Spur, is drill-
ing day and night without interrup-
tion, and within a few weeks will
have reached an interesting ciepth.

This company have arranged to
drill two other tests, and possibly
others in this immediate territory,
and it is very evident that the oil
fraternity is convinced that there are
oil pools here and are determined to
uncover them. In fact the -develop-
ment is now under way in a most
substantial manner.

The Mike Mikels test on the Pitch-
fork Ranch northeast of Spur twenty
five miles, is now drilling without
interrupﬁon, at an interesting depth.
In this territory the structure is most
promising, and an oil sand is expect-
ed to be encountered around 2400
feet.

At some one of the number of
tests now drilling, we are confident
that the golden fluid will be spouting

forth at no distant date.

Cotton Fleas Doing
Damage to Cotton of
Surrounding Country

Thursday of this week Harvey S.
Holly, of near Dickens, called in and
informed us that in examining his
cotton. crop he found a number of
cotton fleas on nearly every stalk
examined. He further stated that
apparently he had fine ‘cotton, the
stalks being large and healthy, but
upon closer examination he found
that the only fruit it contained was
right in the top of the stalk, all un-
derneath having been cleaned up by
the fleas.

It is his opinion that where the
fleas have hit the cotton there is no
hope of a crop, and that his and other
crops of that neighborhood are al-
ready gone.

Charley Austin, Albert Power and
other farmers have also told us that
many crops would be cut completely
short by the fleas. We understand
that a state agricultural department
1'epr,esentative was here during the
week, going into a field east of Spur
and making a fest, placing a net
over several stalks of cotton with
the result that five or six fleas were
found on each stalk.

It ig said that one will not sus-
picion the damage until too late; in

'that the fleas will not be noticed un-

til the cotton fails to develop fruit.

It might be to the material inter-
est of every farmer to kep a close
watch on his cotton, or otherwise it
might fail to develop any fruit later
on. The state department
mends the spraying of sulphur in
fighting the fleas.

The cotton hopper, which is doing
great damage in many sections of the
cotton belt, and more particularly in
Texas, passes the winter months in
the egg stage in the stems of Croton
plants and other weeds. It hatches
cut’ in the Spring and feeds upon
many varieties of common weeds, es
pecially various kinds of horsemint,
After cotton
has reached a fair growth and begins
to bud it transfers its activities to

evening primrose, ete.

that plant and eats off the bud.

If all the weeds along the fences
and in the neighborhood of the cot-
ton fields are destroyed early in the
fall and kept down, it might prove
troublesome for the hopper, or flea,
to find a suitable place to lay its eggs
If weeds were destroyed early in the
spring the fleas would have little to
eat and many would die. The de—l
struction of the weeds would also
serve to destroy many hibernating
boll wevils, besides adding to the ap
peanance of the: place, {preventing
many seed from blowing into the
field and making work for the farm-
er. Weeds are a menace in many
ways. It takes good farming to get
rid of them.
