He had fifteen or six 
teen cotton tickets in his pocket, 
stating that he is holding his staple 
until such time as the demand is 
greater and the price higher. Each 
year Mr. Randleman has been holding 
his cotton, stating that he had alvtays 
profited by so doing. He said fur 
ther tjiiat he had never practiced 
selling a bale at the time even to 
local street buyers, always v/aiting 
until such time as he had a sumcient 
number of bales to attract the atton 
tion of buyers, thus receiving higher 
bids than would have been offered in 
single bale lots.

There is no question but that the 
“ pooling”  and grading of cotton, 
either individually or collectively, in 
larger quantities, will be a paying 
movement.

Farmer Has Too Much 
Advice Now, Says 

Gov. Ferguson
Austin.— Expressing the opinion 

“ the farmer is getting tOo much ad­
vice from htose who either lacjc ex­
perience in cotton raising or who are 
acting too fast,”  Governor Ftrguson 
stated Monday she would not at this 
time issue a proclamation calling on 
the farmers of Texas to reduce their 
cotton acreage.

The governor’s declaration came in 
reply as to whether she would issue 
a proclamation calling for a 25 per 
cent acreage reduction and designa­
ting a cotton acreage reduction week 
in line with recommendations of the 
recent Memphis conference.
, “ I shall not issue any proclama­
tion of this kind at this time,”  she 
said. “ As a cotton farmer, as well 
as an official, I do not think I am 
justified i: issuing eucb a proclama­
tion.

“ I think :hc f'.m cr is getting too 
much advice from those whg either 
lack experience in cotton raising or 
who are acting too fast in solving 
this great crisis that confronts the 
cotton raiser. For months the Dallas 
News has been shouting loud and 
long urging the farmer to raise more 
cotton on less acres and now they 
have changed front and are urging 
the farmer to plant less acres and T 
suppose they want him to raise more 
cotton. They have not explained 
the apparent inconsistency o f their 
position.

“ It is several months yet until 
planting time and nobody knows now 
for sure just how much cotton will 
finally show up for market. I am 
sure there is going to be great dam­
age to cotton On account of bad 
Weather and continued rains, and a 
great per cent of the crop is bound 
to be low grade.

“ When all these facts are in, it 
may be so that cotton will bring 
around 12 1-2 cents per pound for 
the next crop. I f such is the case, 
then I ask what crop would the self- 
appointed advisers who are resolut- 
ing and telling the farmer what to 
do.

“ What will become of the small 
farmer who can only get credit on a 
cotton crop for his supplies when he 
tells his banker or his merchant that 
his cotton crop will be cut from 50 
to 37 1-2 acres?

“ Talk is cheap, but facts are facts. 
We hear a great deal about the wil­
lingness of the Federal Reserve Bank 
and the big bankers to help the poor 
farmers, but the people had just as 
well know the facts now. and that 
s that the Federal Reserve Bank will 

not loan a dollar on cotton unless it 
is in a bonded wraehouse and with 
the indorsement o f banks, and the 
banks will not loan a dollar on cot­
ton unless the farmer already has 
sold it to a cotton buyer, and what­
ever aid the banks are extending or 
are willing to extend is not only help 
ing the middle man and this will do 
no good toward helping the price o f 
cotton.

“ I am not ovestating the facts, 
and if  any farmer doubts it just let 
him go down to the banks and try to 
get any money on his cotton on his 
cotton on his farm or try to get any 
money from the Federal Reserve 
Bank. I am not going to take the 
responsibility to advise at this time 
a reduction o f 25 per cent o f the 
cotton crop when I do not know and 
no one else knows the condition that 
will exist at planting time. What I 
would advise my farmer friends to 
do is to prepare to get themselves a 
sow, a cow and a hen. Live at hoi?ie 
as much as possible and when /w e

Texas Spur: I beg to appeal

through your valuable paper some 
action be taken by the West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce to abolish the 
differentials that muzzle the Spur 
trade now applied by the branch 
railroads from Roaring Springs to 
Quanah and from Lubbick to Crosby 
ton and from Floydtda to Plainview. 

j Differentials on these branches sap 
our production and consumption 
about the same ratio as did the Sag- 
erton and Spur Differential and pro 

jhibit the sale o f production by our 
farmers because o f this tax o f freight 
over Common Point rates, ‘discrimi- 

inating as they do in favor o f com- 
|mon points, having no legal standing 
in any court, and why West Texas 
Chamber o f Commerce has not elim 
inated those railroad grafts is mys­
terious to me. ,

I beg further to say that on Mon­
day o f the past week I received an 
urgent request from Mr. Benze. man­
ager of Port Arthur Chamber of 
Commerce, to urge delegates from 
Spur to attend a state convention to 
be held at Waco November 5th, dur­
ing Cotton Palace week, t oformulatc* 
action by the people to repeal the 
Esch-Cummings law and the power 
of the Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion, prohibitive of railroad exten­
sions and construction in Texas.
