SINCE YOU'VE NO doubt 
watched at least some of the 
Olympic Games, and since wife 
Carol has already expounded on the 
every-four-years' gathering of 
nations in their peaceful way of 
attempting to show who's superior, 
Ye Editor thought he'd better get 
his two cents worth in this week, 
or it might be 1996 before it would 
once again be timely. 

This competing of nations has 
gotten to be a problem, on and off 
the field, with such things as 
boycotts as in Mr. Carter's case in 
1980, and the complete elimination 
of the Games during the World War 
II years. 

We thought it was unusual for 
the current Games for the old 
Soviet Bloc countries to continue 
competing as one team, and 
especially under the name "Unified 
Team." As you know if you have 
followed international news, the 
Soviet Union has been anything 
but "unified" for the past year or 
two, with some provinces ready to 
go to war if need be, in order to 
break away from Mother Russia. 

So it's really unfair for the 
sportswriters, when listing the 
ranking of nations according to 
medals won, to group the old 
Soviet Union as one team, but 
apparently for Olympic purposes, 
they had no choice for this 
particular games. The Soviets 
continue to pile up an overall lead 
in total medals won in the 
Olympics. 

The Unified group is still 
benefitting from the years when 
they spent millions (billions?) of 
dollars to build a world-beating 
team so the Communist leaders 
could brag and imply to the world 
that their system was the best on 
earth. Never mind that millions of 
their people might be starving to 
death in the meantime, while 
money was going to support the 
elite Soviet sports program. 

At least, now that the Soviet 
government has been overhauled, 
the sports organization has been 
done away with. The successes 
achieved by the Russians at the 
current Olympics have been a result 
of "carryover" from this previous 
system. It will be interesting to see 
how they fare in 1996, especially 
when they will be competing under 
such names as Belarussia, Ukraine, 
Georgia, etc. 

During the last winter 
Olympics, we heard some 
complaining by network officials 
covering the events that there were 
not enough events during the winter 
session to sustain viewer interest 
over the course of the run. 

Conversely, during the two-week 
span of the Summer Games, the 
reporters are virtually running over 
themselves, and NBC has 
experimented with three extra 
premium channels, in an attempt to 
cover everything that goes on 
during the Summer Olympics. 

The solution to these two 
problems is almost so simple that 
it's frightening. In fact, it's 
probably so simple that it would be 
foolish to assume that the 
International Olympic Committee 
could be persuaded to consider it. 

Here's what you do to alleviate 
the problem: take a number of the 
lesser, indoor events, away from the 
event-rich Summer Games, and 
give them to the event-poor winter 
session. 

Who said that boxing 
absolutely, positively had to be 
competed in the summer. Couldn't 
a fighter beat up on another one 
just as easily in the winter as in the 
summer?? 

Then there are volleyball (men's 
and women's), wrestling, table 
tennis, weightlifting, fencing, 
handball and judo, just to name a 
few, which could just as easily be 
given to the winter schedule, and at 
least then they might get a little 
more attention. At the present time, 
many of these get precious little 
mention or coverage. 

You could even take gymnastics 
and make the "big switch," to give 
the Winter Games one more heavy-
hitting event. (Then at least some 
of us, when the TV coverage starts

A Parmer County native, 
Johnny Lovelace, 50, and his 
daughter LuAlice, 26, were killed 
last Friday night when their twin-
engine airplane crashed short of an 
airport runway near Ruidoso, N.M. 

Lovelace grew up at Farwell. He 
was an all-sport star for the Steers 
in High School, then played 
quarterback for the Texas Tech Red 
Raider's from 1960-62. 

He lived in Coppell, a Dallas 
suburb, and was owner/operator of a 
plastics manufacturer.

lett; junior Jimmy Jones; junior 
Eric Gregg; and freshman Lesa 
Foust. 

Their winning play, "The Boys 
Next Door," deals with the lives of 
four mentally handicapped men, 
played by Pruitt, Romig, Singh and 
Mann and their caretaker, played by 
McAnally.

All three of the Lovelace 
brothers were sports stars at Farwell 
High School, and all three went on 
to play football for the Texas Tech 
Red Raiders.

"The thing I remember most of 
all about Johnny was that he was 
more concerned about his brothers 
playing well than about himself 
playing well," said Guy Griffis, 
who roomed with Jerry Lovelace at 
Tech. "All three of those boys were 
good football players and very, very 
close. 

"I went to school with Jerry and 
Leon. Johnny was already through 
when I got here, but I got to know 
Johnny well while rooming with 
Jerry.

Detecting 
Infatuation

I came across some material at a 
seminar the other day that I thought 
you might benefit from. I have 
written about this type of thing be-
fore, but this has a different slant 

ifb 	that might help if you are in an in-
fatuation-type relationship. 

Infatuation is a strong attraction 
between two people. It can lead to 
strong physical reactions and preoc-
cupation. It is not the same as 
love. Being infatuated occurs with 
someone you don't really know. 
You can't deal with reality and be 
infatuated at the same time. When 
one comes in, the other fades. 

Infatuation brings about such a 
strong physical reaction that many 
confuse it with love. The reaction 
or feeling tends to verify in the per-
son's mind that this must really be 
serious due to the feelings they are 
experiencing. It's like, "How can 
something that feels so right be 
wrong?" 

There is usually a mixture of 
pleasure and pain. You feel on top 
of the world and then suddenly you 

‘41.1 	are depressed. It is hard for the in-
fatuated person to see the reality of 
things. They have the tendency to 
distort or bend reality. Infatuation 
is not a good state of mind to be in 
when making serious decisions. 
Our thinking is clouded. The infat-
uation will end, but the conse-
quences of those decisions may not. 

We usually have an ideal type of 
person in our mind. When we be-
come infatuated, we are usually 
tapping into that ideal type fantasy. 
We experience a "glow," and it's 
hard to examine those feelings be-
cause of the fear of having to give 
up the ideal. 

What usually happens is that 
something causes us to come crash-
ing down and reality hits us hard. 
It's easier if we can gradually exa-

"Therefore, he (Absalom) said 

to his servants, "See, Joab's field is 
next to mine, and he has barley 
there; go and set it on fire." II 
Samuel 14:30. 

What must our young people 
do to get our attention? In recent 
weeks we have seen farmers burn-
ing off their wheat stubble, but 
Absalom burned off Joab's barley 
field before it was harvested. Why? 
To get Joab's attention. Absalom 
had not seen his father, King David, 
in two years, and his request to 
Joab, David's Chief-of-Staff, to ar-
range a meeting with his father 
went unheeded. Finally, in despara-
tion to get Joab's attention, and ul-
timately the attention of his father 
David, Absalom burned Joab's bar-
ley fields. 

Too often our youth have to go 
to great extremes to get their par-
ents to pay attention and hear their 
needs. So, like Absalom, they in-
tentionally get into trouble, or carry 
on recklessly, or dress extremely, in 
order to say, "Hey, I am important! 
Listen to me! I have needs! Please 
care about me and see me for who I 
am!" 

I know that there have been 
times when I have been guilty of 
not listening to my kids or to other 
young people. Perhaps we have all 
been guilty at times of giving our 
children money, material posses-
sions, and even criticism, rather 
than what they need the most, us! 
Our children need us to be there 
when they are coping with peer 
pressure and struggling with self-
doubt. 

Youth need to know that par-
ents and other adults will take the

When shopping with - your 

child, you have a great opportunity 
to develop their skill in finding the 
best buy for the money. Choose an 
item that is something they recog-
nize, but not something they are 
trying to buy, such as milk or 
bread. Ask them to tell you which 
brand, or which size container is the 
best buy? They may have learned 
some buying skills at school. Let 
them show you what they know. 
Ask them to share how they made 
their choice. 

Take a few minutes to show 
them the unit price label on the 
shelf. This helps them spot quick-
ly which one costs the least per 
ounce or pound. Then ask them 
how much they think the family 
needs. Would one size be better 
than another for your family? 
Would one type be better for the 
use intended? Is there some other 
reason why the lowest price may 
not be the best buy? 

Share how sometimes our per-
sonal preference for a taste or tex-
ture of a food influences our choice 
about which one is the best buy. 
Some people prefer whole grain 
bread over enriched white bread, and 
are willing to pay more for it. 

Explain how the giant, econ-
omy size may not be the best buy 
if you need only half as much. 
Help them see that products that 
look alike may have different pur-
poses, such as skim, low-fat and 
homogenized milk. Show how 
other products that may look en-
tirely different can be a better buy, 
such as non-fat dry milk for cook-
ing; or, canned rather than fresh 
tomatoes for soups and sauces. 

If you are shopping for cloth-
ing, let them compare the cost of 
brand name items with the cost of 
similar items having a store or 
generic brand. Let them figure out 
whether it is more important to 
them to have more of the items 
(jeans, shirts, shoes) at a lower 
price, or fewer at a higher price. 
Which is more important to them, 
and what trade-off are they willing 
to make to get what they want? 

Next, choose an item on your 
list and give them the responsibil-
ity for finding the best buy. Build 
their confidence by showing them

time to listen to what they say and 
try to understand how they feel. It 
has been said that for youth, love is 
best spelled, "T-I-M-E!" Young 
people want us to have time for 
them and to spend some time with 
them. They really want to know 
we care. 

Absalom felt abandoned by his 
own father. As King, it was cer-
tainly within David's power to find 
his rebellious son and bring him 
back home, but he did not. So 
Absalom took matters into his own 
hands. Even Joab, another adult, 
seemed not to care how Absalom 
felt, and ignored Absalom's pleas 
for a meeting with his father. So 
Absalom did what he felt he had to 
do to get their attention. In frusta-
tion and desparation, he burned 
Joab's barley fields! It worked! 
"Why have your servants set my 
fields on fire?" (v. 31) Absalom 
got Joab's attention and finally se-
cured an audience with his father 
David. But David's denial of 
Absalom had evil consequences for 
years to come! 

Hopefully, unlike David, we 
will not force our children to make 
an appointment with us before we 
will listen to their needs. And 
hopefully, unlike Joab, we won't 
force our young people to go to 
great extremes to get the attention 
they deserve. As summer draws to 
a close, why not spend a little extra 
time with your teenage children or 
grandchildren. Let them know you 
care and accept them for who they 
are. And go out of your way to let 
the other youth of our community 
know they are important to you. 
Time goes by so quickly, so do it 
now!
