jon and a half dollars was spent in
the United States for road building
and maintenance during the fiscal
year ended in June, 1925, according
to a study just completed by the
National Industrial Conference
Board of this city. Whereas less than
20 years ago expenditures for road
building were still negligible item in
governmental finance, our present
annual road bill amounts to more
than one-sixth of the entire public
budget, and is exceeded only by our
governmental expenditures for ed-
ucation and protection.

The development of the country’s
yroads during the past quarter cent-
ury closely reflects the revolution in
the field of transportation brought
about by the automobile and its rap-

. idly extended adoption as a means
of carrying goods as well as passen-
gers. about 1,000,000 miles of high-
ways have been built 1904,
when the total roadwa leage in
the United States amoufited to 2,-
151,379, only a small Proportion of
which was. surfaced, traffic consist-
ing principally of short distance mar-
ket hauling and a few ventursome
bicyclists. During the next five years
less than 50,000 additional miles of
yroadway were built, but between 1909
and 1914 the advent of automobile
made itself felt, 250,000 miles of
new roads being added. In the next
seven years, although they include
+he war years when state and local
government budget were held down
46 the minimum, 500,000 miles of
Néw roads were added.

_ Perhaps more striking than the in-
czrease in total mileage of roadways
during this period was the change in
+he character of the new roads, in-
fluenced primarily by the automobile
traffic. Winding often ungraded and
rutted, albiet picturesque roads *have
vapidly been giving way to hard sur-
faced, wide and straight over 7 per
cent of the total roadway mileage
was graded and surfaced, and slight-
ly over one per cent by 1914 rpore
than 17 per cent of the much increas-
ed total mileage was graded and sur-
faced in 1925, the Conference Boards
study reveals.

Largest Ranch

in World Gets
Written History

At the request of officials of the
Capitol Syndicate, more commonly
known as the X. I. T. Ranch, J. Ev-
etts Haley, field representative of the
Panhandle-Plains Historical Society,
is. writing a history”/of the ranch,
says the Canyon News. The ofﬁcia’-.s‘
of the company have in their posess-
ion many documents relating to the
history of the vast ranch and are
eager to have these records preserv-
ed. :

The X. I. T. Ranch was one of the
largest in the world. It was compos-
ed of a vast body of land, 3,000,000
acres of which the State of Texas
traded for a capitol building and
500,000 acres of which the Capitol
That its brand
should become well known

Syndicate’ bought.
is not
strange since the ranch was 575 mi-
les around, having as its northwest
corner the northwest corner of the

state, and extending south 185 miles

» the east line of the ranch was 175

miles long and the north line 30
miles.

The ranch was divided up into a
number of sections with general
headquarters at Channing, in Hartley
County. Here the stupendous work
of the ranch was directed. Vast herds
of cattle roamed the open ranges
with more than a hundred men look-
ing after the business of the com-
pany.

In 1900 the great ranch was placed
on the market, 1,500,000 acres of it
being sold by Janurary, 1903. Among
the large early sales of the land was
that of Major Littlefield, who pur-

chased 275,000 acres at $2.00 per

acre. The money from the sales went
to improving the remainder of the

In the columns of the press we are,
advised that the Federal Land Bank,I
opperating through the Texas Nat-|
ional Farm Loan /Association, has
during the past few years loaned|
Texas farmers and ranchmen con-

siderably in excess of One Hundred

Twenty Millions of dollars. Docbtless:

in existing circumstances, the farm-
ing industry in particular, finding
itself much in the attitude of a ship
in a storm seeking temporary safety,
even tho’ not permanent security,
has found that in its emergency the
land bank system has proven to be
a uéeful agency.

Nevergheless nothing could well
lend more emphasis to an economic
wrong, largely the outgrowth of the
country’s revenue system, that has
brought the nation’s most basic and
prolific source of wealth as well as
its most provident and industrious
wealth producers, to point of mend-
icancy before the altar of financial
‘affluence. The. ghastly enormity of
the situation is emphasized when we
pause to reflect that in the building
of the ‘country’s wealth those who
till the soil have contributed the maj-
or part; that it has produced and is
still producing the things most need-
ed by our civilization; things except
for which we as a nation could not en-
dure.

In most fields of industry those
who create large wealth become, fin-
ancially, most independent. In place
of borrowers of money they become,
in time lenders of money. No critic-
ism of the land bank system is in-
tended, however. It would seem that
under the nation’s economic policy
these agencies have served the pur-
pose of the only available life pre-
servers to throw to a drowning in-
dustry awashed by waves of its own
munificence. Criticism is intended
of a public policy that permits, and
fosters even, a wholesale plucking
at the very foundation of the coun-
try’s industrial existence.

Tax expense, like any other of tha
expenses, must be paid, “ultimately,
out of production. Those who do the
producing must, in the final analysis,
do the paying. Should anyone doubt
the truth of this contention let him
but imagine a complete stopping of
agriculture, stock raising and other
basic sources of wealth. Where would
tax expense and all other expense
come from then? Like a hibernat-
ing bear we would be compelled to
live off the fat accumulated when
the bees were busy.—Facts and Fict-

ion.

At any rate, I think it worth while
to call the attention of those who
are producing anti-snake bite serum
so that they could make such exper-

So I am sending it to you and ask
that you make use of it as you see
proper. I here give the remedy and
two cases which have come under my
observation, in each of which it prov-
ed a complete remedy.

It is a common alum. The first casu
was a dog bitten by a cotton-mouth
moccasin about four feet long. The
dog ran about twenty steps and fell
over as if dead. My brother carried
him about 150 yards to the house,
pounded up a lump of alum about
the size of a quail’s egg and poured
it down him, then saturated a cloth

WHAT TAX PAY.
ERS SHOULD DO

Whenever the burden of taxation
upon tangible property reaches the
point where tendencies to own such
rroperty is dicouraged, one of two
things must be done. Either public
expenditures must be curtailed or

sources of public revenue other than

' the property tax must be found, As

a general rule, having once acquired
the habit of spending, it is easier to
interest public officials in the task
of finding other sources to be taxed
than to enlist their aid in the much
more to be desired objective of re-
duced expenses. This ‘has been the
history of taxation in all counties
and at all times, Nothing is more
persisting than a grip on the tax
payer once it is acquired.

It may be fairly claimed that tax-
ation of property has actually reach-
ed the point of discouraging home
ownership. Still it cannot be denied
that the rate of taxation, more par-
ticularly in the cities, is more of the
discouraging factors incident to such
ownership. Nor need we seek to con-
vince ourselves that progressive in-
crease of tax burden, such as we
have experienced within the past few
years, will not if continued, soon
place home ownership in the ilst of
luxuries and make the sale of homes
most difficult.

Despite the fact that housa rents
are uniformly high when compared
with those prevailing during past
years, it will be found upon investi-
gation that it cost more to own a
home than to rent one, and that one
of the chief items of cost to the own-
er is his constantly pyramiding tax-
es. And the same is true of the aver-
age ranch owner. With an. invest-
ment of several thousand dollars plus
strict economy and long hours of
exposure and work, he finds at the
close of the year that taxes, in one
form or another, have absorbed a
discouraging share of his product.
In the cattle industry, once highly
profitable, taxes spell only too often,
the difference between profit and
lg)ss.

lone; it has become of commercial
importance. Communities where due
to mounting taxes, home owning and
industrial’ enterprise have been dis-
couraged, offer in the long run slight
inducement to increase populations.
It is folly to think that beyond cer-
tain limintations increased expendi-
tures for public purposes, no matter
how worthy the object may appear,
will futher prosperity. What, in truth
could be more worthy than home
ownership and prosperous business
industry? Ambition is at all times
to be commended, if not at the price
of community disaster. We should
Leep in mind that the reasons ad-
vanced for additional burdens do
not alter the fact that the load is
already heavy both on the individuat
tax payer and upon industry.

It may be asked: ‘“What can the
tax payers do about it?” There is
but one answer. Combine for effici
ency in government and find out facts-
‘When taxes absorb so great a pro-
portion of production it is essential
that every device to eliminate waste
and secure full value for money ex-
pended be adopted. To insist effec-
tively on economy and efficiency tax-
payers should have at their command
accurate and specific information and
be thoroughly organized to make use
of it. The only hope of keeping taxes
down to

Under the heading, *“Quality o1
Business,” Farmer B shows that his
cows are bringing in $62 less per yedr
than Farmer A’s. The $68 a year which
they are producing is undoubtedly be
low the cost of feed and keep. The
income per live-stock unit is still
worse, and while this farm needs
more cows to increase its volume of
business, it would be financial suicide
to invest in: the same type of cow.
This poor farmer must weed out his
poor cows and feed the balance pro
perly to get results before money is
loaned to him to increase his herd
with good stock.

An analysis of the farmer’s records
will bring out many other leaks which
the farmer may not have noticed. He
may be paying high prices for feed
when less money spent for fertilizers
and lime may enable him to raise the
right kind of feed on his own farm
and stop this drain on his pocket-
book. 1

Barring temporary emergencies,
farm loans handled on the basis of
income, indicating a going concern,
would hasten tremendously the day of
a permanent and prosperous  agri

culture.
