Annual Field Day at 
Spur Experiment Sta­

tion Monday
The annual field day meeting was 

held at the Texas Agricultural Ex­
periment Station, sub-station No. 7 
on Monday afternoon, Monday night 
and Tuesday morning. The substa­
tion is doing extensive work in soil, 
ipqisture and fertility conservation, 
a study of crops and cropping meth­
ods and in the feeding o f cattle and 
sheep.

The subject stressed more than 
other at this meeting was the con­
servation o f moisture and soil fer­
tility. The station has recently 
started investigation to dater^ine 
the amount of water lost as run off 
from cropped lands and from grass 
lands and also a study of the sur­
face soil lost by sheet erosion.

This is the firs tdefinite study of 
these problems that have been made 
in the Uniteed States and the inter- 
eht manifested by visitors from ten 
nearby counties shows the import­
ance of the work and the practical 
application that it is being placed to 
on the farms of Western Texal.

The average annual loss o f water 
on West Texas farms is from 25 to 
30 per cent as run-off. The soil loss 
from erosion runs upward o f 4 0 1 
tons of the richest surface soil that 
passes from the land with the water 
losses.

The station is pointing the way to 
the conservation o f the water and 
soil by placing o f obstructions con­
sisting of terraces, soil mulches, 
plant residues and proper cropping 
systems.

By use of these obstructions the 
water and soil losses are reduced 
to a minimum and the risk element 
of f.arming in Western Texas has 
been largely eliminated.

Among the well recognized author­
ities on safe Jarming in Western 
Texas who took part in the program 
were J. T. Eagan o f the extension 
service o f the A. & M. College; -i.
A. Debnam, Aspermont; W- P- Price 
of Haskell; W. O- Logan of Benja­
min; A. C. McGee, Albany; Knox 
Parr, Post; Fred S. Reynolds, Spur; 
and W. E. Flint and R. E. Dickson, 
of the Spur Experiment Station. V .
B. Lee, president of the Spur Nation­
al Bank, who is recognized through 
out the State "as one of the most 
acti'vt farmer-bankers in Texas, nad 
charge of the visiting delegates on 
Tuesday morning, maging a short 
tour o f a few  of the 300 subirrigated 
alfalfa farms in the valleys of Dick­
ens County.

A  Kindergarden^ Diept. 
Added to Corriculum 

In the Spur Schools

A Kindergarden Department has 
been added to the school system and 
will begin work Thursday morning 
September 22 , at 8:45 a. m.

Mrs. T. W. Wigham will have 
[charge o f the kindierg'arden work. 
She has completed the klndergarden 
course offered by Baylor Öollege, 
and has taught two years in the 
Belton Kindergarden. Mrs. Wigham 
has been commended highly and was 
chosen by the State Board o f Ed­
ucation as one of the three best 
primary teachers in the state.

Advanced kindergarden work "will 
be given until Christmas time and 
Low First work will be given after 
Christmas. In this way the pupils 
will complete half o f the first grade 
work and be ready to enter High 
First at the beginning of the next 
school term. No outside work given 
in this department will be recogniz­
ed by the school.

Children who were six on or be­
fore September 1st will be eligible to 
enter this department. Enrollment 
should be made by Monday, Septem­
ber 26, as only a limited number 
will be taken.

Tuition will be $4.00 per month 
and the pupils will be asked to fur­
nish scissors, paste and crayolas.

This department is expected to 
do some creditable work as they will 
be in a nice warm room in the High 
School building with first class e- 
quipment.

W. L. Thanisch, of the Wichita

Mr. Than­
isch, although one of the biggest 
farmers of the country, and grower 
o f sufficient cotton to almost control

' down at this time when not only a 
a shortage o f production but a lack 
of consumption requirements is re­
ported. The last cotton report was 
approximately eight hundred thou­
sand bales below in production to 
the previous month's report, and es­
timated at some five million bales 
below the possible consumption re­
quirements of the world. Appar­
ently the prices should have gone 
up, but on the other hand the price 
continued downward to the extent 
of more than fifteen dollars a bale. 
We heard one good farmer and 
close price observer say that if not 
a single bale of cotton w^re sold on 
the market for one week that the 
price would come back up more 
rapidly than it had gone down— and 
we doubt not that he had the situa­
tion sized up properly.

JARDINE TELLS OF FARMER 
AID

In an article appearing in the dai­
ly papers. Secretary o f Agriculture 
Jardine among other statements re­
garding the farmers needs says:

“ The agricultural situation could 
be improved best by farmers organ­
izing on a large scale and adopting 
strong business policies.”

This has been the contention of 
Farm and Ranch for almost half a 
century, and until it is done, the 
producers will remain at the mercy 
of speculators and gamblers.

Mr. Jardine recommends the “ cre­
ation of a Federal Farm Board, and 
the pro-vision o f a revolving fund to 
assist the farmers in the undertak­
ing,”  yet says: “ Farm aid should
be based on a Irmer foundation than 
a press the button at Washington, 
structure. “ There are two lines of 
approach, as I see it,”  he said. “ The 
first is in controlling surpluses,”  
and advocates the holding o f a part 
of the abundant crops from one sea­
son to the next. I f crops co-uld 

be stored and -would keep, this 
would be an excellent remedy, pro­
vided the “ surpluses”  were not pro­
duced in too many successive sea­
sons.

Farm and Ranch agrees with Mr. 
Jardine that it is important to sel 
cure a more regular flow of the pro­
ducts into trade channels. The reg­
ular flow o f products to trade chan­
nels“  is now being accomplished by 
speculators after the “ surpluses”  
pass out o f the producer’s posession

Farm and Ranch has no prepared, 
even baked theory to offer as a sol­
ution o f the producer’s problems, 
but is o f the opinion that through 
organization, co-operation, and bet­
ter business methods the -producers 
■will find relief. It is not desirable, 
in the opinion of many who have 
given the problem serious and con­
structive investigation, that the Gov 
ernment take charge o f the farm­
ers’ business. They believe that if 
the Government will treat them as 
fair legally, and as liberally financi­
ally, the producers can and will run 
their business as successfully as oth­
ers. However, they cannot accom­
plish this under the handicap brought 
about by unfavorable laws and finan­
cial Government discrimination.

Farm and Ranch readers will cer­
tainly agree after reading the follow­
ing quotation from the same article 
that Mr. .sardine fully concurs in 
the editorial columns during almost 
half a century o f its publication. We 
really believe the secretary is a reg­
ular reader of Farm and Ranch.

“ The secretary also, cautioned a- 
gainst putting more desert and 
swamp land into cultivation,’ and 
urged adoption o f a comprehensive 
ag^ricultural policy that among the 
ether things would ‘aim to provide 
in the country opportunities equal 
to those offered in the cities for per­
sons o f comparable ability.”— F̂arm 
and Ranch.
