Changes in Traffic
* Regulations

Congestion of traffic on the streets
of Spur especially during the fall
months and on Saturday has been
such that the city council has taken
measures for its prevention. This
week we are authorized to publish a
notice to the effect that further vio-
lations of the city laws against dou-
ble parking will not be tolerated in
any instances hereafter. While the
habit of double parking should not
be tolerated (and we have been
guilty of this offense ourselves) we
also think that the “one hour parking
law”’ should also be strictly enforced,
thus lessening the necessity of dou-
ble parking on the principal streets.

Also, due to the narrow width of
the main streets it would not be out
of order for an ordinance to be pass-
ed providing that automobiles should
be parked parallel to the curb as is
done in most cities in Texas, thus
giving from two to four feet more
clearance for drivers going up and
down the streets. Some time past
during “boys week” the boys of the
city and country were given abso-
lute control of city affairs for one
day, and during that day car drivers
were forced to park parallel to the
curbs. Any observer during that day
could not help but notice the effect.

b nual message” to the lgeislature re-

commended last week that future fed
eral constitutional amendments be
submitted to a popular referendum
in this state before action by the the
legislature.

The suggestion was made in
chapter devoted to the eighteenth a-
mendment and law enforcement, in
which he said it was the state’s sa-
cred duty to sustain the amendment
and the Volstead law.

Tax Reports Reveal
More Millionaires

Than Ever in U. S

Washington, =~ Jan- 12.—America
has more millionaires than ever be-
fore in its history.

Income tax statistics for 1926,
made Public Sunday by the Treasury
Department, indicate that 22,357 per-
sons—a fair sized city full— probab-
ly are in the millionaire class.

These figures are obtained by esti-
mating that an annual income of $60
000, or a year’s interest at 6 per
cent on $1,000,000, places the earn-
er in the upper financial crust.

More than 220 persons paid taxes
on incomes of $1,000,000 or more
and fourteen were listed with in-
comes of $5,000,000 or more for the
year.

An even dozen more than 500 paid
taxes on ‘“‘millionaire incomes” from
$60,000 to $70,000.

A total of 3,381
incomes ranging from $70,000 to 80-
000.

One hundred and fifteen made-1'e-
turns on multimillionair incomes of
between $1,000,000 and $1,500,000,
while thirty-three earned between
$3,000,000 and $4,000,000 and forty-
three incomes ranging from $2,000,-
000 to $3,000,000 for the year. Thz
names were not revealed by the
Treasury.

A total of 4,075,542 persons filed
individual income tax papers, but out
of this number only 2,430,000 were
taxable.

The fourteen richest men, with in-
comes of more than $5,000,000, paid
more than $1,000,000 each to the
Government for a net total of $77,-
175,000.

The greatest amount of the tax—
$77,712,000—was paid by 4,706 per-
sons who earned $100,000 to $150,-
000 each during the year. Second
in the list of contributors to the Fed-
eral cash box were 1,841 persons
classified as earning $150,000 to
$200,000 each, who paid $48,274,000
The third greatset amount was paid
by income earners in the $30,000 to
$40,000 class—23,5626—who contri-
buted $46,350,000.

The greatest number of income
earners are in the $1,000 to $2,000
classification, but 571,976 paid only
$1,707,000 to the Federal Treasury.

The total next tax received through
income assessments was $727,479,-
426. According to the 1926 statis-
ties in returns filed up to  August,
1927, individuals in the United Stat-
es earned a total of $25,931,679,000

Editor Herald:

The Railroad Commission will hold
a public hearing at Alto, January 30
te consider the application of the Cot
ton Belt Railroad to discontinue the
two passenger tranis between Tyler
and Lufkin and to operate and con-
trol the Bus line between these two
points. The application involves two
very important and distinct questions‘
first, the railroad asks permisson to
discontinue the two trains, and sec-
ond to operate and control the bus
line in lieu thereof.

The inconveniences which would
result to the traveling public were
these two trains discontinued has
been well discussed in the local and
state press. But just at this time
Cherokee county is beginning a road
building program which will contin-
ue for two or three years at least.
Sixty five miles of the distance
traveled over by the bus from Tyier
to Lufkin lie in Cherokee county,

years. It is needless to say that de-
tours are not dependable enough for
passenger routes.

But the more serious question in-
volved in this application is permit-
ting the railroads to own and operate
bus service over our public highways.
I agree with others that the busses
are not paying enough for the right
to operate over our public roads;
they should be compelled to pay in
proportion to the privilege they en-
joy. I do not believe that the Rail-
foad Commission should haye author-

lity to deny any individual or con-

cern the right to operate a bus be-
tween two points provided certain
standards and requirements are com-
plied with in the interest of public
safety, and provided that such con-
cern is not engaged in some other
method of transportation. Compe-
tition in the bus business does not
hurt the public; it perhaps, does not
make the business quite so renumera-
tive to those who might be engaged
in it, but this can be said of any
other business.

But the application of the Cotton
Belt goes further than eliminating
competion in the operation of buses.
it would eliminate all competition of
every nature, except air service, in
the carrying of passengers for hire.
In other words the traveling public
would be at the mercy of one cor-
poration; and the thing I would em-
phasize is, that if this application is
granted it not only effects the route
between Tyler and Lufkin but it is
the beginning of a state Policy to sur
render the public highways to the
railroad corporation for commercial
purposes. Often times the state is
forced to make concessions to large
capital to induce investments in cex-
tain industries for their development
but the bus business requires very
little ‘capital; there are thousands of
men of moderate means who are an-
xious to operate buses for support
of their families; it requires no large
capital and we should not surrender
this industry to large corporations,
or permit them to engage in it if
they are engaged in other methods
of transportation.

I can conceive of nothing that will
do more to stifle road building in
Texas than for the state to adopt
this policy of permitting the railroads
to purchase an exclusive right to use
them for commercial purposes. The
taxpayers of the respective counties
of the state have been liberal in vot-
ing bonds and increased taxes to buiid

roads, but this liberality and patience
is going to be taxed beyond endur-
ance if Texas adopts the policy of
permitting large corporations to take
over the public highways for exclu-
sive right to commercialize ther.
Monopolies are all sought under the
guise of service to the public; but
the real motive is to enhance the fi-
nancial interest of those engaged in
the business. The one policy of Tex-
as should be to never surrender any
industry to large capital unless it is
absolutely necessary for its develor-
ment.

In conclusion permit me to say
that should the Railroad Commission
of Texas adopt this policy applied for
by the Cotton Belt Railroad, the sit-
uation is of such magnitude that the
Texas Leislature should be assembl-
ed to take from it such authority.
But knowing the members of the
Commission as I do, I do not believe
for one moment that they will grant
this application or any other which
would put the approval of Texas
upon such a policy.

The twilight
of his life was not lived without pain
and suffering, but until a short time
before his death he was able to be
about and enjoyed daily visits with
dear friends and relatives. About
six weeks ago, however, sickness
wound its tentacles about the frail
body and Uncle Henry, who had so
often fought and won battles with
the grim reaper, was compelled to go
to bed. The hardihood of the pio-
neer life responded ti the summons
and for a time it seemed that the bat-
tle for recovery would be won. On
Thursday evening came the realiza-
tion on the part of those near the
sick man that the end was fast ap-
proaching, apd shortly after mid-
night Friday Morning the angel ot
death entered the bed chamber with
the final summons.

“Uncle Henry” Stinnett was a pio-
neer life responded to the summons
hardy souls of whom the generation
of today reads but seldom has the
privilege of meeting face to face, for
they have most all passed through this
vale and into the unfathonable
blackness of life’s tomorrow. Born
in Hopkins, County, Texas, on Jan-
uary 29, 1854, he moved with his
parents to what is today known as
Parker county, Texas, at the time
when there were but very few settlers
in that part of the Lone Star State,
and when desperadces and roving
bands of Indians terrorized the homes
of the settlers.

The father of Uncle Henry was
killed in the Civil war and at the age
of seventeen Henry Stinnett joined
the Texas Rangers and for several
years thereafter devoted his time to
the campaign against outlaws and
Indians.

Joining with other settlers near
his home Uncle Henry assisted in or-
ganizing the first Parker county gov-
ernment and made his home in that
county for forty years.

At the age of twenty-five he was
united in marriage to Miss Almeda
Hancock of Weatherford, Texas. To
this union was born seven childrer.
Three died in youth. Those surviv-
ing are: Sam J. Stinnett, of Portales;
Charles H. Stinnett, of Portales; Mrs.
E. J. Bilberry of Spur, Texas, and
Mrs. L. S. Bilberry of Dickens, Tex.
Hig first wife died January 7, 1894.
He was married again to Mrs. Jane
Woodburn of Strawn, Texas, in Sep-
tember, 1897. To this union was
born four daughters and two sons:
Marion M. Stinnett of Portales; Mrs.
W. A. Watson, of Medicine Lodge,
Kansas; Mrs. John W. Henderson of
Abilene, Texas; Rufus M. Stinnett of
Portales; Miss Lucy Stinnett of F't.
Sumner, N. M., and Mrs. Newton
Watson of Abilene, Texas. He also
leaves two step-children, Arthur C.
Woodburn, of Portales, and Mrs. A.
R. Bilberry of Jacksboro, Texas. All
were present at the funeral, except
two daughters who were prevented
by sickness.

He moved with his family from
Dickens county, Texas, to New Mex-
ico, on August 18, 1902, locating on
a homestead seven miles northwest
of Portales, where he engaged in
stock farming for many years. In
1920 he moved to Portales where he
has since resided. He was a member
of the Primitive Baptist church, be-
came converted early in mamhood
and lived a conscientious Christian
life. He took active part in county,
state and national affairs, and used
his influence for the upbuilding of
the community in which he lived. He
was well and favorably known over
West Texas and eastern New Mexico.

Pouliry Production Has
Become an Industry

The production of poultry and of
poultry products has shown a trem-
endous increase in recent years. It
has developed from a minor side
line to farming m?o a distinet in-
dustry. This has been brought a-
bout by inventions which have per-
mitted incubation of eggs and brood-
ing of chicks under controlled condi-
tions. It has been stimulated fur-
ther by the development of special
strains and breeds of poultry which
not only conform to standards of
individual perfection, but have been
selected on a utility basis. g

The growth of commercial hatch-
eries has been most marked. They
have made necessary the adoption of
sanitary measures. They have sfim-
ulated the production of breeding
stock of sound constitutional vigor.
Those. interested in a continued grow-
th of the industry give special atten-
tion to the quality of chicks hatched
and their freedom from preventable
diseases. They have a complete
knowledge of the breeding flocks
which supply their eggs.

Associated with the selection of
eggs and breeding flocks which sup-
ply their eggs.

Associated with the selection of
eggs and breeding stock has been a
study of methods of feeding and man-
agement of baby chicks which con-
tributes materially, not only to a re-
duction of losses from death, but
a uniform, normal growth‘ free from
any material setbgtk. Carefully se-
lected eggs from
duction, hatched from flocks bred
for production, hatched under sani-
tary conditions, followed by modern
methods of broeding and feeding re-
sult not only in greater but in more
efficient production.

The use of feeds containing vita-
mins which stimulate growth, the val
ue of violet rays and cod liver oil
in preventing rickets, the effect of
rations containing excessive amounts
of protein or starchy material, is to-
day a matter of common knowledge.

Scientific study and practical ex-
perimentation have resulted in the
development of firmulas for feeding
which provide protection against the
major number of nutritional diseases
due to the use of unbalanced rations.

Grading and standardization of
eggs and of other poultry products
have resulted in increased consump-
tion. Consumers are assured of the
quality of eggs handled by reputable
concerns.

Farmers' cooperative agencies have
contributed to the increased produc-
tion of poultry products by expedit-
ing their movement and reducing the
costs of handling and delivery to cen-
tral markets.

The development of incubators,
brooders and commercial hatcheries
has permitted a much more rapid ex-
pansion in the poultry business than
could have otherwise been attained.
The control of diseases and the man-
ufacture of feeds specially designed
for normal chick development have
contributed to a reduction of costs
in production. Improved marketing
facilities have assured the consum-
er of quality in his purchases. The
contribution of these agencies is re-
sponsible for the rapid growth of the
industry.

The news and advertisements of
that day were naturally quite differ-
ent from what is found in current
newspapers, as they reflected the
customs and beliefs of their times.

One of the stories from Vienna
told of the burning of several per-
sons convicted of witcheraft, among
them “a midwife who had baptised
2,000 children in the name of the
devil.” A local item related the ex-
perience of a negro slave who had
struck a white man in an argument
over a dog fight. The negro was
sentenced to have one ear cut off
“pursuance to the law in such cases.”

Among the advertisements was one
announcing the arrival of 5 cargo of
“about 200 choice slaves, which
would be exposed for sale on Thurs-
day the 22nd of this instance.”

In its issue of October 21, 1762,
the Maryland Gazette published the
news of the birth of a son to the
British king and queen, which had
occured on August 12. The story
bore the headlines: “Great Joy to
the Nation! A Prince of Wales is
Born. God Save the King.” This
was the dissolute and notorious char-
acter who afterwards became George
1V.
