celled trade and commercial center
is being evidenced very conclusively.
Not only are the merchants and va-
ried business interests widening out,
adding bigger and better stocks of
goods, making improvements, extend-
ing and enlarging the trade and mak-
ing better prices by reason of the
increased volume of trade, but by
reason of the rich and developing
trade territory and the very chSer-
vant opportunities here offered, the
town is attracting and securing other
strong business concerns, including
mercantile firms, wholesale houses,
manufacturing plants and other in-
dustries.

Three wholesale grocery concerns
are being established in the town, the
Walker-Smith Grocery Co., Wooten
Grocery Co., and Bryant-Link Co.,
and ‘each of which will be in opera-
tion at an early date.

The Stone Dry Goods Co., one of
the strongest dry goods concerns of
Oklahoma and Texas with distribut-
ing headquarters at Dallas, has leas-
ed or purchased the Wendell build-
ing and will establish a business in
Spur by September first.

Baker-Hanna Dry Goods Co., an-
other big dry goods company, is ne-
gotiating for a business location in
Spur and will probably also be estab-
lished in the city for the fall trade.

Marvin Landers, of Colorado and

Kansas, has purchased the D. H. Sul- |

livan Drive-In Grocery and will add
dry goods and general merchandise
for the fall trade, assuming charge
of the business March first.

A creamery and butter plant is as-
sured for Spur and will be in opera-
tion within a few weeks, the machin-
ery and other necessary equipments
£or such a plant already having been
purchased and being shipped for im-
mediate installation.

The Spur Bottling Works, under
the ownership and management of
Roy Stovall, recently installed thou-
sands of dollars worth of new ma-
chinery, making this one of the most
modern and best equipped plants of
the kind in Western Texas, being
equipped to manufacture not only
the various bottled drinks, but also
to manufacture and cold storage the
varied iced and dainty confections
and cream refreshments.

A farmers gin company is being
organized and the gin plant will be
constructed and installed for the next
ginning season.’

One brick business house is under
construction, plans are completed for
six other brick business houses, three
residences are under construction
and twenty five rent houses would not
.supply the demand at this time.

The head of one the biggest and
financially strongest firms of the town
informed us this week that within

ed, the number of business buildings
to be constructed, and the extended
volume of trade turning to Spur-—
all of which he invited, stating that
strong competition developed local
business, detracted from mail crder
traffic and built cities out of villages.

A Creamery and
Butter Plant is Now
Assured for Spur

Through the interest and effort on
the part of W. B. Lee of the Spur
National Bank, Spur is now assured
of the establishment and operation
of a Creamery and Butter Plant in
the city.

Roy Stovall, of the Spur Bottling
Works has contracted to put in the
plant, the necessary machinery and
equipments having already been pur
chased and possibly now in transié
to Spur, and it is hoped to have the
plant in operation within the next
thirty or sixty days.

Questionaires were recently sent
out by Mr. Lee, requesting those in-
terested in the establishment of 2
creamery and butter plant in Spur
to give the number of cows and heif-
ers milked and owmed, and if they
would be interested in purchasing
additional cows should a creamery be
established.” Answers were received
from more than one hundred farm-
ers, showing that they milked an av-
erage of six cows each and owned
an average of three heifers.

A creamery and butter plant is an
industry which will mean much to
the country, in that it will furnish a
home market for both sweet and sour
cream and be in posiion to pay from
four to six cents a pound more for
the sweet cream for butter mannufact-
ure. It will stimulate larger and
more extended cream production over
the country, and thus contribute to
greater and more general prosperity.

Mr. Lee is entitled to commenda-
tion for his efforts in locating the
creamery, and it is hoped and expect-
ed that Roy Stovall will experience
success and universal encouragement
from the beginning in operating the
plant.

2,443 Poll Taxes are

Paid by January 31
in Dickens County

Up to January 31st, the limit of
time for poll tax payments, there had
been paid a total of 2,443 poll taxes
in Dickens county, as reported by
Sheriff and Tax Collector M. L. Jones.

Reduce Cotton Acre-
age Ien Per Ceni
for Self Protection

The Texas Cotton Association and
other organizations for the interests
of the cotton growers, are instituting
a campaign for a ten per cent reduc-
tion of the cotton acreage for 1928.

Clalculations and = investigations
show that millions of dollars will be
lost to the South and cotton farmers
unless the acreage is reduced—pro-
vided providence does not intervene
to prevent over production of cotton.

The farmers of this entire country
have long since learned that the one-
crop system is ruination. They are
diversifying, growing varied erops,
depending more on chickens, eggs,
milk and cream rather than cotton to
provide a living and even helping in
the payment of land notes and other
obligations. The fact of diversified
interests on the farms, the cotton
acreage and cotton interest has al-
ready been cut more than ten per
cent—and even though an over pro-
duction of cotton is experienced this
year, the farmer of diversified inter-
ests will experience little ill effects—
at least not as poignantly as in years
past when cotton alone reigned su-
preme. ~

McAdoo Votes $35E’i
School Bldng Bonds

in election Saturday

In the election held Saturday at
McAdoo to determine whether or not
that Independent School District
should issue bonds in the sum of
thirty five thousand dollars for the
purpose of building a new brick school
building, the proposition carried by
an overwhelming majority, there be-
ing a total of 145 votes polled, 130
for the bonds and 15 against the
bonds.

It is planned by the trustee to

 Varieties of Cotton for West Texas
Yield and Quality of Lint Make the Price

Varieties of Cotton best adapted to
the red praries of northwest Texas
is the subject of recent bulletin pub-
lished by the Texas Experiment sta-
tion.

The bulletin shows that the best
varieties in that section have averag-
ed one-half bale to the acre for the
past eight years under experimental
conditions.

It has been found that the best va-
rieties for that section ‘“‘are fairly
early maturing, have bolls of medium
size, have a high percentage of lint
and produce lint not longer than an
inch and a sixteenth.”

In the table herewith is prseented-
results for the three years 1924, 19-
25, and 1926, the average of those
three years and the eight year aver-
age of five varieties. Concerning
the varieties tested the experiment
station makes the following conclu-
sions in its bulletin:

of fifteen-sixteenths to one inch in
length and yield consistently.

4, Kasch is one of the best Mebane
type varieties. "It produces consist-
ently, has a high gin turn-out, and
has lint of one inch in length.

5. New Boykin has been tested for
only four years, but it'is apparently
one of the best Mebane strains. It
produces well, has a high gin turn-out
and has lint of one and one-sixteenth
inches in length.

6. Mebane and Cliett’s Superior,
two Mebane type varities; Sunshine,
a Rowden strain; and Lone Star and
Lankart, two Lone Star strains, will
produce well in any but a short sea-
son. All of these varieties produce
lint of one to one and one-sixteenth
inches in length and of goad quality.

7. Acala is a variety that produces
lint of good quality, having one and
one-sixteenth to one and one-eigth
staple but has not produced as well

Lone Star, Belton, and
Truitt were not given a trial long
enough to justify conclusions.

9. Lightning Express is the most
valuable of the varieties that normal-
ly produce lint longer than one and
one-eightlﬁ inches. The ‘variety:is
early, but does not produce as well
as a number of shorter staple varie-
ties.

10. Durango, Snoflake, and Foster
are not recommended on account of
their low productiveness, low gin
turn-out and the difficulty with which
they are harvested.

Promising to Reduce
Tax in Campaigning

Tax reduction planks appear in the
platforms of both the announced can-
didates for governor, Mrs. Williams
and Judge Wardlaw. Neither candi-
date will be disappointed, we trust,
if the plank fails of conspicuous suc-
cess as a ote-getter. The public
kas come tp‘é‘ealize that such a cam-

ficult to keame. Voters will not pay
much atter ' to the promise unless
itdis in spaegific terms.

"It is adpppular belief that appro-

priations ""'the state departments
and bureaus involve a big part'of the
tax money, and that a great reduc-
tion could be effected by abolishing
some of" these departments. As a
matter of fact, if every office or bu-
reau whose usefulness is loubtful
were to be abolished, the saving to
the taxpayer would be insignificant.
It would hardly exceed the total of
$250,000, which would probably not
affect the tax rate at all. The state’s
Lig items of expense, insofar as ad
valoren: taxation is concerned, are
the educational and eleemosynary in-
stitutions. There are a dozen of the
fcrmer and 17 of the latter. Some
of the state schools, certainly, could
he closed without seriously impairing
the educational machinery, but it
would take a braver individual than
the average candidate to say which
should be eliminated. Economies
might be effected in the state depart-
ments, and some of the courts could
probably be done without, but not
much could be done without constitu-
tional amendments.
The candidate who says he is go-
ing to reduce taxes should he specific
in his promise, if he expects to gamn
many votes by his promise. When
it. comes to the point of saying just
where he is going to try to have the
pruning-knife applied, the promise
necessarily becomes vague.

If we might offer a suggestion to
the candidates without thereby con:-
mitting ourselves for them, it is to
make one definite promise for tax re-
duction with reference to the auto-
mobile license tax. This tax is high-
er in Texas than in most states. It
is high enough to keep more than a
few automobiles off the streets. at
this time of the year. because their
owners can’t afford to pay it. We
believe that a platform that definite-
ly promised a reduction in this tax
would win some votes.

Of course, the institutions and de-
partments and public works that now
derive revenue from this tax would
have to be supplied with funds from
other sources, and the public, in the
long run would furnish those funds;

7| but the candidate need not trouble

with that phase of the question. He
can gain some support by making the
promise, because many voters won’t
examine into the inner workings of
the matter.

The only governors Texas has had
who accomplished anything tangible
the tax reduction line have been
those who pruned ruthlessly and left
to ‘their successors the task of repair-
ing the damage their ‘“‘economy”
caused. Governor Campbell, with
the aid of the Waters-Pierce dona-
tion, brought the tax rate to a very
low figure, but his administration
sorely crippled the state institutions,
and left a heavy burden for his suec-
cessor to assume.

When a candidate makes a sweep-
ing promise of tax reduction, it may
be wise to call on him or her to tell
how it’s going to be brought about.
The automobile license tax offers one
good opening.—Wichita Daily Times.

Man’s Eyesight Spans
Ocean; New Machine
Makes Feasible Trans

Atlantic Television

A man and a woman sat before an
electric eye in a London laboratory
Wednesday night and a group of peo-
ple in a darkened cellar in this vil-
lage outside New York watched them
turn their heads and move from side
to side.

The images were crude imperfect,
broken, but they were images none
the less. Man’s vision had spanned
the ocean; trans-Atlantic television
was a demonstrated reality and one
more great dream of science was on
the way to eventual complete reali-
zation.

The demonstration was made by
the Baird Television - Develpoment
Company of London using short wave
radio sets for transmission of the “vis
sion sound”’ and the televisor invent-
ed by John L. Baid, who also invent-
ed an instrument for seeing in the
dark, for turning the sound back in-
to vision after its ocean hop.

The demonstration was participat-
ed in or attended on this end by Cap.
0. G. Hutchison, managing ‘director
of the Baird Company who came to
this country especially for the pur-
pose; Benjamin Clapp, the company’s
chief engineer. who for three months
has been working on secret tests of
the televisor, and R. M. Hart, owner
of short wave radio station 2CVJ,
who has done the receiving of the
vision sound.

The vision sound was sent across
the ocean by short wave radio station
2KZ, a station of only two kilowatts
power. Hutchison and Clapp an-
nounced after the test that if as much
success as this could be attained with
such low power it was reasonable to
predict that in a short time by use
of a more powerful transmitting set
trans-Atlantic television would be as
clear as it has been in tests over short
distances.

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Double the Penalty for
‘Gun-toting’ Criminals

There is a lot of talk about how
to reduce the crime wave and one. of
the first suggestions is to prohibit the
ownership of fire-arms.

This woula remove the protection
which the private citizen has agamst
burglary, robbery, and assaul:, but
it would not prevent the ecriminal
from securing firearms. His busi-
ness is unlawful and it would not
bother him at all to go a step fur
ther and procure firearms contrary
to the law smuggled in from -ther
sources.

The fact that the private citizen
could not lawfully buy firearms
would make the work of the thug just
that much easier.

The logical way to reduce crime is
to assure speedy punishment, also
to provide that the use of a gun or
any other form of concealed weapon
in committing a crime should demand
an increased sentence with no possi-
bility of probation or suspension of
sentence.

The Average American citizen en-
joys target practice and he enjoys
hunting. It is healthy sport and re-
creation. Why should he be prohibit-
ed the use of a gun on the theory
that this will prevent the use of guns
by criminals? Why not make the
penalty doubly severe on a criminal
who uses a gun instead of penalizing
a law abiding citizen who uses a gun
for legitimate purposes?

To prohibit the manufacture and
sale of small arms in order to prevent
crime would be like prohibiting the
manufacture and sale of automobiles
to prevent reckless drivers from in-
jury on the public.—Jayton Chroni-

I find that there are more calves
hurt from feeding too much than
there are from feeding too little. I
let the young calf stay with its moth-
er two or three days; then I separate
them and let the calf nurse twice a
day till I want to save the cow’s milk.
When I go to teach the calf to drink
I'place it in a stall near its mother.
I place a box in the calf’s stall the
right height for the calf to eat and
drink from, and nail it securely to
the wall so it cannot be turned over.
Then I milk some milk fresh from
the cow, measure one-half gallon
(without foam)) in the feed pan for
the calf and place the pan in the
feed box in the calf’s stall Then I
turn the calf to its mother and let it
nurse about one minute, put the calf
back in its stall, stick its nose in the
pan of warm milk and let it alone. I
have never yet had one to refuse to
drink the milk. The calf may have
to be turned to the cow first twe or
