11= j Political Campaign
Gaining Momentum

O ff to a rather slow start, the na­
tional political campaign is gathering 
speed that during the next few weeks 
will show the running qualities of Re­
publican and Democratic presidential 
pirants who are actively bidding for 
the nomination.

April is herecmfwypcmfwypcmfwy 
the Kansas City and Houston conven­
tions, both of them less than three 
months away, still is very much in 
the making. Less than one-fifth o f the 
Republican deligates and less than 
one-sixth of the Democrats who will 
have voting credentials at Houston 
have been chosen.

April, however, will be a month 
o f activity, with eight State prima­
ries and party conventions in more 
than a score of States on its political 
calendar. During the month 555 
Republican delegates, or more than 
half the number who will be at Kan­
sas City, will be designated. Slight­
ly less than half the total o f Demo­
cratic delegates,472, will be selected.

There will be 1,089 delegate vot­
es in the Kansas City convention. 
Up to this time, 215 Republicans and 
164 Democrats have been named. 
Once April is out of the way, 319 
Republican dedegates and 464 Dem­
ocrats will remain to be selected in 
May and early June.

The April primary season will get 
under way Monday fn Michigan 
where Hoover is seeking the Repub­
lican preferential vote and Smith the 
Democratic indorsement. As neith­
er has opposition, each is assured the 
support in convention, at least on ea­
rly ballots, of Michigan delegates 
who will be chosen later at party con­
ventions. Michigan will cast thirty- 
three votes at Kansas City and thirty 
at Houston.

On Tuesday, twenty-six Republi­
cans and twenty-six Democratic dele­
gates who will be selected in the Wis­
consin primaries, while in the New 
York primaries on the same day eigh­
ty-three Republican district delegates 
and eighty six Democrats, all but the 
delegates at large who wiill be named 
later in the month will be chosen. 
The New York Republican delegation 
at large already has been ejesignated.

On April 10, Illinois and Nebraska 
primaries will be held, and two weeks 
later will come those in Ohio, where 
the sudden death of Senator Willis 
has upset calculations and campaign 
plans o f Republicans, and in Penn­
sylvania and Massachusetts. On the 
24th of April, Alaska, which will have 
two delegates at Kansas City and six 
at Houston, will hold a primary.

In all, through primaries, 360 Re­
publicans and 352 Democratic dele­
gates will be chosen during the month.

Party conventions will account for 
195 Republcan delegates from Kan­
sas, Kentucky, Rhode Island, Idaho, 
North Carolina; New Mexico, Colo­
rado, Connectlicut, Delaware, Nevada, 
Oklahoma, Michigan, and Arizona.

In eight states, Maine, Utah, Okla­
homa, Washington, New York, Iowa, 
Rhode Island, and Kansas, and in 
Porto Rico, 120 Democratic delegates 
will be selected by the same method.

To date, 217, or less than on-fifth 
of the 1,089 delegates to the Republi­
can Nation.al Convention have been 
chosen. A majority vote of 545 will 
be necessary to nominate.

Of the 1,100 delegates in the Dem­
ocratic National Convention, 164, or 
less than one-sixth, have been deter­
mined. A two-thirds vote, or 733 
will be needed to bring about a nom- 
natfon.

The most important subject at the 
present time is the building plan. No 
definite statement can be given as 
yet but provision will be made to 
take care of the great increase in the 
enrollment of Spur Schools. The re­
cords show that the total enrollment 
for this year exceed 800, an increase 
over last year’s enrollment of about 
230. The scolastics for this year 
show a great increase also, there be­
ing 632 last year and 925 this year. 
This authentic report alone should 
prove to the people of Spur the nec­
essity of more room in the schools.

The greatest addition to the cur­
riculum of the High School will be 
a vocational department made up of 
two divisions; the Home Economics 
for the girls, and the Agriculture for 
the boys. This new department will 
be a great help to the commurtity for 
it will be open to all the men and 
women o f Spur and vacinity. They 
may attend the regular classes or 
some other arrangement will be made 
This instruction will be free and will 
prove very valuable to the people of 
this community. Statistics show that 
a department like the one just men­
tioned will keep 25 per cent more 
students in schools, thus proving the 
practical value of such courses.

Other changes are to be made also. 
General Science will be given next 
year instead o f Physical Geography. 
Chemistry will be added to science 
department. Another division will 
be placed in high school known as the 
Commercial Department, in whicli 
shorthand will be given.

SPUR GRAMMAR SCHOOL 

Enrollment more than 500, fourteen 
teachers, four teachers needed.

The Grammar School in Spur is 
doing work equal to that done by the 
very best grammar schools in the 
State. We have yet to hear o f a sin­
gle case where a Spur Grammar 
School student, who was transferred 
to another school, was sent back to a 
lower grade. We have been forced 
to do that thing more than a score of 
times this year in our school here.

The situation in our Grammar 
School has been such that the high 
and low  system has become an ab­
solute necessity. The only reason it 
was not put into operation this year 
was the lack of an extra teacher in 
the fifth grade. The departmental 
system for the fifth, sixth, and sev­
enth grades was put into operation 
this year and has been very successful. 
Shortly after mid-term, the entire 
Grammar School was redivided ac­
cord ing to the quality of work done 
by the students the first half o f the 
year. This plan enabled us to keep 
both the slow and extra fast students 
doing their best at all times, which 
could not be done under the old sys­
tem.

It has been the policy this year to 
give every student some definite a- 
mount of physical exercise. The

obvious progress in the Spur Public 
Schools? The answer will be, an 
efficient superintendent and faculty 
coupled with a most cooperative 
Board of Trustees. The system uses 
at present twenty-two teachers, the 
nihjbrity of which group have college 
degress and several with credits to­
ward a master’s degree. There will 
be more teachers added next year in 
order to take care o f the new de­
portments to be added. The State 
Supervisor commented very favora­
bly on the efficient administration, 
the cooperation and good spirit found 
in the Spur Schools.

There could not be a better board 
of trustees than the group in Spur. 
They are always ready and willing 
to serve. Tljeir latest project is the 
building program to meet the needs 
of the school for next year and the 
years following.

If there is as great an increase 
next year as there was this year, tlie 
Spur School buildings will have to 
be doubled. This year there have 
been representatives from thirty-five 
different schools added to the student 
body. How many will we have next 
year!

Big Railroad Battle
Is Predicted Soon

A big railroad building battle is 
believed coming for the Panhandle 
Plaihs terifitory by railroads operat­
ing in this section o f the state. 

Santa Fe To Extend 
A big railroad building campaign 

is believed coming for the Panhandle 
Plains section by men who are con­
nected with various railroads operat 
ing in this section of the state.

The Santa Fe’s plan for extensions 
west o f Hale Center, in Hale County, 
the building of the line from Clinton, 
Okla., to Pampa by Frank Kell and 
announcement that the Rock Island is 
going to extend its line out o f the oil 
fields in Hutchinson county towai'd 
Liberal, Kansas, keeping railroad o f­
ficials in the air. Moves are made 
that are puzzling.

It developed here today that the 
Santa Fe not only proposes a line di­
rect from the South Plains into Dalla.s 
but also has in mind the building of 
a branch from Canadian to Guthrie 
in King county, This line would 
pass through Wheeler, Shamrock, 
Wellington, Childress and Paducah.
The Katy and Rock Island, innocent 

by standers in the Lower Panhand:e 
region are awakenjing, so claimed. 
The Rock Island has a dead end at 
Mangum, Okla., that they expected to 
extend onto the Plains many years 
ago, The Katy has a dead end .at 
Wellington that they would like to 
have extended in the oil fields at 
Pampa, The Frisco is building into 
Floydada at this time. The latest 
move of the S.anta Fe is out of Cros- 
byton to Dallas. This line would 
pass thru Guthrie and Seymour.

Building 2 0 0  Miles 
The Burlington and Fort Worth & 

Denver Railway are now building 2oo 
miles of new lines into the South 
Plains with Childress as the main line 
terminal, ? The Burlington has sur­
veyed north frgm Childress to Al­
liance, Neb., for a connection with 
the Burlington.

Citizens of Wheeler and Shamrock 
are 'planning to organize a railroad 
company and build an electric line 
from Wheeler south to Childress 
Power would be generated from gas 
wells in the Shamrock field. Many 
of these wells produce close to two 
hundred million cubic feet of gas 
daily.

An effort is also being made to 
build a line westward from Ardmore, 
Okla., to the South Plains.

Amendment Offered to 
Pension Indian Fighters

The following letter from W.M. 
Green to The Texas Ex-Rangers As­
sociation was written to J.P. Green, 
who is a member of the Association 
and who also fought Indians in the 
earlier days.
Dear Comrade:

I am herewith enclosing you a syn­
opsis of an amendment to the Lea- 
therwood Bill as offered by C. B. 
Hudspeth, and will ask you to request 
your local newspaper to publish it. 
Washington, March 27, 1928

Congressman C. B. Hudspeth ap­
peared before the Committee on Pen­
sions of the House of Representatives 
this morning and made an earnest 
appeal for a favorable report on his 
Bill— H.R. 11 985—  to amend and 
liberalize the Leatherwood Act, gov 
erning the granting of pensions for 
Indian War Service.

Mr. Hudspeth’s amendment pro­
vides that all veterans who can show 
thirty days service against Indians 
or in the zone o f Indian hostilities 
shall receive pensions, whether or no'c 
they were sworn in by State or Fed­
eral authority. Many o f the ranger 
companies were sworn in by captains 
of their o'wn choosing and saw val­
iant service in pioneer days in pro­
tecting property of the early settlei's 
from destruction at the hands of hos­
tile Indians. And the condition of 
the times were often such that it was 
impossible to wait for the conferring 
of Federal or State authority before 
organizing a company and going 'pf- 
ter marauding Indians.

Congressman Hudspeth also brought 
before the Committee the amend­
ment of his bill that provides that all 
IndianWar Veterans who can show a- 
bove sei'vice be pensioned whether or 
not service occurred during the time 
that the State was out of the Union. 
His contention is that this Indian 
War Service should be recbgnized 
just the same as that of all other 
periods of our country’s history.

The committee appeared sympa­
thetic but it is impossible at this time 
to predfct what action ■will be. The 
Congressmen o f course strongly hope 
it will be favorable. Congress­
men Williams, Jones, Buchannan, 
and Lanham, of Texas, also appear­
ed before the Committee in faivpr of 
Congressman Hudspeth’s amendment
