cotton and other row crops.

en “ words to the wise” in a campaign 
against disease in New Jersey.

“Hatch or Buy Chicks Early” is the 
first. Figui'es from the farm egg-lay­
ing contest for five years show that 
chicks hatched before May 15 pro­
duced 75 eggs the first six months 
from November to May, and those 
hatched after May 15 produced 68 
eggs for the same period.

“Keep Brooder House Clean.” The 
steps suggested for cleaning a brooder 
hou.se thotonghly are: first, scraps 
the floor, thus removing all accumu­
lated droppings and litter; second, 
sweep thp ceiling, wall, and floor; 
third, scrub the floor, side walls, and 
window sills with hot lye solution; 
fourth, clean all brooding efluipment; 
and fifth, after the house Is dry spray 
with an approved disinfectant.

“ Provide Clean Range or Close Con­
finement.”  By clean range is meant 
ground on which no chickens have 
been raised for at least a year and. 
where no poultry manure has been 
scattered for at least two years.

If room is so limited that clean, 
range cannot be provided, close con­
finement Is recommended.

“ Keep Old and Young Stock Sep­
arate.” Do not let the youngsters 
come in contact with the laying stock, 
which may be carrying the germs of 
coccidiosis and roundworm while be­
ing apparently healthy.

"Build Screen Manure Pit.”  This 
will partially eliminate the common 
fly which is a fruitful souree of worm 
intestatioji.

“ Supply Wire Dropping Boards.”  As 
dropping boards furnish a good source 
of infection, tliese should be screened 
to prevent the birds from walking on 
the droppings. A lialf-inch mesh wire 
stretched tightly beneath the roost 
poles Is recommended.

“ Clean Dropping Boards Daily.“ 
From May to October, droppings 
should he cleaned from the hoards and 
placed In the screen manure pit.

Gapeworm Pest Spread
to Chicks by Turkeys

United States Department of Agri­
culture, in discussing gapeworms, 
points out that the two most impor­
tant items in the control of this pest 
are, first, to keep the little chick« 
away from lurlteys, and, second, to 
brood chicks only on clean ground. 
Turkeys may carry gapeworms at any 
age, tlie grown liirds showing no evi­
dence of their presence. The depart­
ment reports that in most of the out­
breaks investigated turkeys have been 
present on the infested farm.

Ground on which chicks have been 
raised liefore and on whicli mature 
poultry lias ranged is almost certain 
to 1)8 infested with eggs of the round- 
worm and tapeworm, as well as the 
gapeworm. Hence the young chick.s 
should by all means be put on clean 
ground each year. Plowing the lots 
is quite effective in breaking up para­
site trouble.

DAIRYMEN CHANGE
VIEW S ON FEEDS

Dairymen now favor moderate pro­
tein feeding, says E. J. Perry, New 
Jersey state extension specialist in 
dairying. Mr. Perry reports Hint a 
number of ihe leading dairymen liave 
found that rations containing too 
much protein are likely to cause ud­
der trouliles and sometimes breeding 
difficulties.

The practice amc»;g the most suc­
cessful dairymen is to get a consider­
able part of tlie protein needed in tlie 
ration from alfalfa, clover, soy bean 
or other legume liay. With liay of 
this nature a grain mixture contain­
ing 10 to 18 per cent total crude pro­
tein has given excellent results. When 
corn stover, timotliy or other hay low 
in protein is used, the practice is to 
furnish tlie animals with a grain mix­
ture containing 24 per cent total crude 
protein.

Experience has shown, say.« tlie spe­
cialist, that variety is helpful in keep­
ing dairy cattle in good condition and 
in their highest production. The old 
two-gi-ain mixtures are being super­
seded by feeds composed of four or 
more kinds of grains. Biocliemists 
report that wliere a variety of grain;? 
is used, tlie animals are more likel.v 
to get the different vitamines and oth­
er constituents needed by tlie animals.

Observation of thousands of dairy 
animals on farms and under tests at 
experiment stations has shown that 
no set rules can be given controlling 
the quantity qf roughage and grains 
needed by individual animals. The 
needs of various cows differ according 
to breed, weight, production, tempera­
ment and season. By weighing both 
the milk given by tlie animal and the 
feed supplied to her, tlie leading 
dairymen experiment until it is found 
what amount of feedstuff.« cause the 
animal to give tlie largest amount of 
milk. To assist dairymen in solving 
feeding and other dairy problems, tlie 
college of agriculture maintains a' 
staff of experts whose assistance is 
furnished free.

Dry Cows Require Good 
Feeding and Long Rest

If dry cows are to produce well dur­
ing the coming lactation period it is 
necessary that they receive proper 
feed wliile they are dry. Dry cow.s 
should not be fattened, hut they 
should receive snfiicient feed so that 
they become sleek and vigorous in ap­
pearance. When cows are bred for 
high milk production, they have the 
tendency to use up some of their body 
tissues in producing milk.

In order to prepare cows for theii 
next period of lactation tliey deserve 
a rest period of s'x weeks. Durinc 
this time tliey should receive feeds 
that will tend to develop tlieir bodies 
and make up for any deficiencies that 
developed during t'le time when they 
were producing milk. When this pol­
icy is adopted in handling dry cows, 
tlie rest period can he put to profit­
able use.

Commercial Mixed Feeds
of Several Ingredients

Commercial mixed feeds usually con­
tain a wide variety of ingredients ob 
tained from several different plants. 
These feeds are especially convenient 
for the small dairyman who must buy 
most of his concentrates or who finds 
difficulty in getting tlie ingredients for 
mixing a good ration at home. They 
may he mixed with ground corn, bar­
ley or oats to good advantage, the pro­
portion? depending on the amount of 
protein in the commercial feed. Each 
feeder must exercise his Judgment in 
this regard. The most important point 
to consider in buying a commercial 
feed is the reliability of the mann- 
facturer.

Washington, D. C.—America lends 
the world in adult education witli 
more than 200 international home 
study schools witliin its borders and 
tens of thousands of students scat­
tered in every civilized country of tlie 
globe.

The idea of education liy corre­
spondence, which origimited in tiie 
United States tliirty-live years ago, 
has gained such universal acceptiince 
that today tlte enrollment in tliis coun­
try alone in liome-study schools is 
equal to three times the cornhined ros­
ters of tile nation's colleges and uni­
versities.

Men and women students tiiUing 
home-study courses in l)usitiess, tlie 
arts, sciences, trades and professions 
now number more than '2,000.000. it is 
shown in a survey made public by Dr. 
John S. Noff.siuger, secretary of the 
National Home Study Council, §39 
Seventeenth St., Washington. D. C., 
while the number of college and uni­
versity students total only 064,000.

The home-study movement, with its 
more than 200 correspondence schools, 
is one of the nation’s major indus­
tries today, not only from the stand­
point of numbers but from the tuition 
fees received.

DOMESTIC SUGAR  
INDUSTRY FACES 

SERIOUS CRISIS

Philippine Product Made 
With Cheap Labor and 

Duty Free Called 
Menace.

Chicago.—Rising Hood of Philippine 
sugar entering the United States duty 
free has confronted the domestic 
sugar industry with tlie gravest eco­
nomic crisis in years, according to W. 
L. Petri kin. president of the Great 
Western Sugar company of Denver.

“In view of the resolution intro­
duced by Congressman Timberlake of 
Colorado to protect the domestic in­
dustry against the increasing invasion 
of Philippine sugar bj permitting not 
more than 500,000 tons annually to 
enter free," said Mr. Petrikin, “ Phil- 
Ipiiine Commissioners Gabaldon and 
Guevara have attempted to convince 
congress that the domestic industry 
i.s not menaced by unlimited imports 
of duty-free sugar from the Islands.

“The statement of the commission­
ers that from 1923 to 1926 the annual 
average export of sugar was 396,969 
tons is entirely misleading. They neg­
lected to state that between 1923 and 
1926 Philippine exports to the United 
States increased 60 per cent and that 
between 1918 and 1927 exports have 
leaped from 60,537 tons to 473,074 
tons, a gain of more than 680 per cent,

“ A 300,000-ton limit on Philippine 
sugar imposed by congress in 1909 was 
discontinued in 1913. Between 1909 
and 1927 sugar imports from the is­
lands had Increased more than 1,168 
per cent as compared with an average 
increase of 113 per cent from our oth­
er chief sources of supply, Including 
Cuba, Hawaii, Porto Rico, Louisiana, 
and the domestic sugar beet Industry.

“ Over-expansion in tropical coun­
tries has confronted the domestic in­
dustry with the gravest crisis In
•years. Domestic sugar companies
have recently found it difficult to 
make ends meet. Continuation of un­
limited duty-free imports from the
Philippines, which are not legally de­
fined as an Integral part of the United 
States, may ultimately wipe out
an income to our continental farm­
ers of $100,000,000 annually and a 
larger investment in factories.”

FOOD PRODUCT ADDS 
TO FARMER REVENUE
New York.—Margarine is a food 

product of peculiar interest not only 
to the country’s housewives but to 5,- 
000,000 producers of live stock in the 
nation.

To the home manager it represents 
an economical way of whittling down 
the food bill. From the live-stock 
raiser’s viewpoint. Increased consump­
tion of margarine means additional 
revenue, since certain fats of beef 
cattle and hogs are worth more when 
used in the manufacture of margarine 
than for any other purpose.

The production In the United States 
of 242,654.698 pounds of iincolored 
and 14..501.929 pounds of colored mar­
garine for the year ending July 30, 
1927, meant millions of dollars more 
revenue to farmers than if no marga­
rine bad been produced. Margarine is 
primarily an animal product in the 
making of which oils made from the 
cimice fats of beef and pork are used. 
These are combined with small quan­
tities of the highest grade of refined 
peanut, cottonseed and coconut oils 
and blended with milk, salt and some­
times butter to produce the finished 
product.

In the countries of Europe, marga­
rine is much more of a recognized 
food than in America. The average 
Dane eats 4.5% pounds of margarine 
annually, the Norwegian 35%, the 
Hollander 15 2-3. the German 12%, and 
the English 11% pounds. Per capita 
consumption In the United States Is 
only 2 pounds yearly.

Chicago.— Wars of the two Napoleons 
gave the United States two staple food 
commodities on which American house­
wives spend millions of dollars' every 
day, according to a bulletin Issued 
here by the American Research Foun­
dation.

pounds annually 
was the contribu­
tion of Napoleon 
I,” says the bulle­
tin, “while mar 
gariiie of which 
we use 250,000,000

was discovered by .Andrew Margraff, a • 
German scientist, in 1747, but Na­
poleon 1 was tiie first to give commer­
cial application to the discovery in his 
wars against England for -world su­
premacy. The British naval blockade 
prevented cane sugar from the tropics 
from reaching France and confronted 
the nation with a sugar famine.

“ So Napoleon determined to make 
Prance independent of other countries 
for Its sugar supply by utilizing sugar 
beets. He set aside huge tracts of 
land, compelled the planting of sugar 
beets by imperial decree in 1811 and 
within two years financed the erection 
of 334 beet sugar factories.

“ Impetus given to beet culture by 
Napoleon carried the industry to tlie 
United States where it was first un­
dertaken at Northampton, Mass., in 
1838. From this beginning beet sugar 
manufacturing has developed into a 
great American industry representing 
an investment of $200,000,000 in fac­
tories aud equipment and production 
in excess of 900,000 tons of sugar an­
nually.

“ Origin of murguriiie was equally ro­
mantic. The siege of Paris by the 
Prussian army in 1870 threatened 
starvation to the beleaguered city. 
Cattle driven inside the walls as a 
food reserve were being rapidly slaugh­
tered, and the life-giving fat was being 
destroyed. Napoleon III in despera­
tion offered a prize to anyone who 
would transform the finer fats into a 
lasting edible product. So Hippol.yte 
Mege-Mouries, a French chemist, dis­
covered a method of imitating na­
ture’s process of producing milk fat 
by combining beef fats, milk, and oil. 
The result was a food of great palat- 
ability which was called margarine.

“The French scientist’s discovery 
failed to save the besieged city but it 
established a world-wide industry be­
cause of the wholesomeness and 
economy of the product. The Prus­
sians carried the formula for making 
margarine back to Germany whence it 
was passed on to England, Denmark. 
Belgium, and eventually to America.

“From an output of a few thousand 
pounds, margarine manufacturing in 
the United States has developed into a 
major industry with a yearly produc­
tion valued at more than $60,(X)0,000. 
Aliout 76,000,000 pounds of milk, 129.-
130.000 pounds of vegetable oil, 128.- 
000,000 pounds of animal fats, and 39.-
450.000 pounds of cottonseed oil from 
American farms, are utilized in tl>e 
manufacture of margarine every year. 
Margarine to a very large extent is 
made from the products of American 
farms.”

Suggestions Made 
for Those in Home 

Beauty Contest
(Furman Lloyd Mulford)

A plan for the grounds should 
first be made. This should be 
done before the house is planned 
so that the house plan and that for 
the grounds may fit both one an­
other and the location. I f  the house 
is built then one must make the best 
o f the situation.

II
Roads and walks should be as 

few as possible and should be so 
located as to be most serviceable and 
to leave the lawn areas as nearly 
unbroken as practicable. A straight 
walk direct from the streets proba­
bly best when the house is closer to 
the street than the width of its own 
front. As the distance from the 
street is increased the desirability' 
o f so locating the walk that there 
is an unbroken lawn between the 
house and the street also increases. 
This can often be done by curving 
the walk from one corner of the lot 
to one end o f the porch or to the 
entrance door. Both roads and walk 
should be as inconspicuous as pos­
sible.

I ll
Service features likes a delivery 

and work yard and a clothes drying 
yard should be provided where they 
can be secluded from the general 
view, likewise the vegetable and 
flower gardens shojild be so located 
that they can be at least partially 
hidden from the street.

IV
Lawns should occupy as large a- 

reas unbroken by other features as 
the limits of the place will permit. 
As much as practicable of the area 
between the house and the street 
should be in turf to form the fore­
ground of the picture that the house 
should present.

V
TREES should be located to fra­

me the house by being placed at the 
corners s6 that the space at the 
middle of the front of the house 
is left open, so placed at the back 
that they extend up over it, thus 
giving a setting for it. They

should not be too thick or crowd 
the front. They can be used as a 
frame and still give ample shade.

Shrubs should be planted against 
the foundations of the house at the 
corners and in angles including the 
angles of the steps or of porches, 
also at intermediate points of long 
straight sides. Such plantings sho­
uld not be continuous along the 
whole foundation of any side of the 
building nor should the different 
clumps be uniform as to size, either 
height or breadth, or composed of 
the same kinds of plants. By this 
same variety and interest will be 
provided. Another appropriate lo­
cation for shrub planting is in 
clumps along the boundaries. The­
se too should be irregular as to size, 
varying in width and in height and 
be composed of different kinds of 
plants. The comers and the en­
trances are especially worthy o f em­
phasis and should .be adorned with 
plantings. Junctions of walks and 
drives and the insides of curves are 
other appropriate locations for shrub 
groups, but care must be used not 
to create danger points by having 
such plantings so high that they 
obstruct the view of the traffic. 
The screening of service areas and 
the partial seclusion of the garden 
areas may be secured by using 
such plants either irregular masses 
01 as hedges.

'Vines may be used on fences, 
arbors, or trellisses about* the home 
or even against the buildings or on 

the porch. Care must be used not 
to smother the house by their use.

Herbaceous Perennials may be 
used here and there in the edges 
of the shrubbery groups to add 
bright colored flowers at times 
when the shrubs are not flowering, 
also in special borders arranged 
as part of the border plantings or 
in beds or borders in the flower 
garden.

Annual Flowei’s may be used as 
litttle clumps here and there in the 
edges o f the shrubbery to add col­
or through mid-summer and early 
fall, or may be used to supplement 
perennials in the border or for 
planting the flower garden.

Jesus with His disciples was on His 
way to Capernaum for the last time. 
He was soon to leave for Jerusalem 
where He was to die on the cruel 
cross for the sins of the world. He 
sought retirement in order to make 
clearer to the disciples the meaning 
of the cross. They were yet unable 
to understand Him. It was a most 
pitiable sight to behold the Son of 
God facing humiliation and death or 
man’s salvation and even the dis­
ciples failing to understand the mean­
ing of His suffering.

I. The Disciples Disputing as to 
Who ShoulJ Be the Greatest (Mark 
9:33-37).

1. Jesus’ searching question (v. 33). 
His omniscience enabled Him to dis­
cern their secret thoughts. The fact 
that the disciples were wrangling 
about official position while .Tesus was 
facing humiliation and death shows 
how completely He was alone in the 
world.

2. The silent disciples {v. 34). The 
revelation of the selfishness of their 
hearts made them ashamed in His 
presence. The realization that the 
eye of the omniscient Lord Is over 
ns Is the sure and only cure for self­
ish wrangling among Christians.

3. The stinging rebuke (vv. 35-37).
(1) “ If any man desire to be first 

the same shall be last of all and serv­
ant of all.” True greatness expresses 
Itself in being willing to take the last 
and least place and to be a servant 
o f others.

(2) His teaching illustrated (vv. 36, 
37). This He did by an acted parable 
o f placing a little child in their midst. 
A little child is a symbol o f dépend­
ance and ignorance. By word and 
example He showed that true great­
ness is expressed in willingness to aid 
the weak, instruct the ignorant, and 
serve the needy.

II. The AmbPious Request of 
James and John (Mark 10:35-45).

1. What It was (vv. 35-37). It was 
for the positions of pre-eminence in 
the kingdom. Chi 1st had told them 
of the awful agony of the cross and 
also of the glory which should fol­
low. While their request reveals 
pride and selfish ambition, yet faith 
in their Lord and a right desire were 
not wholly lacking. It was not en­
tirely for their personal glor,y timt 
they made this request, but because 
o f their personal desire to be with 
their Lord.

2. Jesus’ reply (vv. 38-45).
(1) To James and John (vv. 38-40).
a. Tlieir misconception rebuked, 

“Ye know not what ye ask.”
b. Positions of glory In Christ’s 

kingdom are earned, not obtained 
through favor or arbitrary assign­
ment. The way to honor Is through 
suffering. The cup which they were 
to drink was all that was embraced 
In the agony of the cross. Christ con­
ceded that the positions which they 
craved were obtainable, but in a dif­
ferent way from what they thought.

The wa.v to places of glory In 
Christ’s kingdom is through lowly, 
self-forgetful service and suffering.

(2) To the ten disciples (vv. 41-45).
a. Tlieir displeasure (v. 41). The 

ten disciples were displeased with the 
request of James and John. Their 
displeasure was because tliey were not 
free from the same selfish ambition ; 
their action was not prompted by 
righteous indignation.

b. True greatness declared (vv. 42- 
45). To minister to others is great­
er than to be ministered unto (v. 43). 
Among the Gentile nations, greatness 
was conceded to those who exercised 
authority over others. This is the 
world’s conception today. Among the 
followers of Christ a different stand­
ard prevails. The standard of Christ’s 
kingdom is to forget self in devoted 
service to others, even to the giving 
of one’s life. The supreme example 
to be followed by all is ^ su s Christ 
Himself. His whole life spent in 
going about doing good, and on the 
cross of Calvary He made the su­
preme sacrifice in providing a ransom 
for many.

Chicago.—Si.xty per cent of the 
population of the earth, or 1,032,000,- 
000 people, do not use butter and a 
considerable per cent have never 
heard of It.

This doubtless will astonish persons 
unfamiliar with the history of food.s 
and accustomed to butter on the home 
tabie’.since infancy. Similar popular 
myths prevail regarding tlie length of 
time coffee, tea, and tobacco have 
been ■ numbered among civilized lux­
uries. The addiction of European 
people, and their descendants on this 
side of the Atlantic to these pleasant 
stimulants dates back only a few hun­
dred years. All the conquests and 
great exploits of tlie ancient and 
medieval world were achieved with­
out them.

Butter as a spread for bread is 
used only in a comparatively small 
area of the earth, chiefly in northern 
Europe and America, in other parts 
of the world, olive oil, tallow drip­
pings and coconut oil take the place 
of butter in cooking and as a table 
dish. In China, Japan, India and oth­
er nations of southeastern Asia, where 
rice is the staple food, no butter is 
used and various fats and oils are 
added to the cereal to give It flavor 
and nutritive value.

Margarine has been an established 
article of diet in Europe and Amer­
ica since the reign of Napoleon III in 
France when Ilippolyte Mege-Mourles 
developed the metliod of manufactur­
ing it. It was at first considered a sub­
stitute for butter but UO'y ip sev^ql 
European countries butlsi.’ i§ a Sub­
stitute for margarine. In Denmark 
uotabiy, one of the leading dairying 
countries Of Europe, it is almost a 
universal custom among the farmers 
to export their butter to England and 
use margarine on their family tables.

No prejudice exists in Europe 
against margarine and the inimical 
sentiment against it which developed 
a decade or so ago in America and 
which, from an economic view is dif­
ficult tp understand, is gradually dis­
appearing. Slurgarlne is a wholesome 
food made under thoroughly sanitary 
conditions and government inspec­
tion. It is made only from the finest 
oils, vegetable or animal or both com 
bined, milk, and salt and, its manu­
facture is a source of immense profit 
to American farmers. As far as taste 
goes, it is difficult for even a con­
noisseur to distinguish between the 
best quality of margarine and the best 
quality of butter. As a spread for 
bread, both butter and margarine are 
considered by dietitians merely as 
delicacies or what are known tech­
nically as acce.ssory foods.

“ Given an ordinary, ev^ry-day rea­
sonably well-balanced diet for the 
erage man, or child," sa.vs Dr. Wil­
liam D. Richardson, internationally 
famous scientist and dietitian, “ it does 
not make any difference from the 
dietary standpoint whether the indi­
vidual eats margarine or butter and 
the one lie chooses is entirely a mat­
ter of taste, preference, or economy. 
He may choose to eat one or the otli- 
er or neither without any appreciable 
influence on his growth, health, 
strength or physical or mental energy. 
His diet usually is, and should be, so 
balanced and varied that lie is not 
dependent on the small quantity of 
fat which is spread on bread to make 
it palatable.”

Chicago.—Demand for more trained 
men than the nation’s colleges and 
universities can turn out has advanced 
the home-study school to first place in 
importance in America’s adult educa­
tional scheme.

There is scarcely a branch of learn 
ir.g or a trade that the home-study 
student may not make his own, it is 
shown In a recent survey by Dr. .Tolin 
S. Noffsinger, secFetary of the Nation­
al Home-Study Council, 839 Seven 
teenth street, N. W.. Washington, D. 
C. The council is an association of 
the leading correspondence schools op­
erating under a code of ethics designed 
to insure high standards of home- 
study education

“Every year our association directs 
thousands of young men and women 
in educational courses to train them 
for positions for which they are best 
fitted, with the object of Increasing 
their earning ability,” said Doctor 
Noffsinger. “More than 200 separate 
courses of study are listed in the cur­
ricula of our member schools so that 
the problem resolves Itself into what 
Held Is best for the student. He may 
apply himself to hook illustrating or 
boiler making, carpentry or cartoon 
ing, church history or dair.ving, dress 
making or combustion engines, poul­
try breeding or psychology, law or 
etching, geometry or, banjo, magazine 
writing or navigation,

“ It Is the council's purpose to help 
him choose out of an almost limitless 
field the work whicii will suit his par­
ticular talents best The demand for 
trained men is even greater than the 
field for study and the colleges and 
universities cannot supply the de­
mand. Making the nation’s homes in­
to cla.ssrooms is the only way out of 
the difficulty and one which has been 
proved by thirty-five years of sm-ce.-s 
ful training of men and women b,\ 
correspondence.”
