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Big 14-Passenger Ford Iri-Motored
Plane Enshrouded in Flames Crashes
Near Spur Late Saturday Afternoon

SATURI)AY afternoon between four and five o’clock a big 14-passenger

Ford Tri-Motor Monoplane attracted attention and was observed by
many as it passed over Spur, flying at a low altitude and apparently
barely missing the house tops. Within a short time message came
t'rnm.Dry Lake residents that the plane, in flames, had crashed, falling
in the field of Mr. Carr, five miles northwest of Spur, all five occupants
of the plane being killed either by the flames or the crash.

The falling, flaming plane was observed by nearby résidents and
several picking cotton in the field, and soon a number were on the
ground, throwing dirt on the flames, and with hooks dragging the five
bodies from the burning ship.

The bodies were burned beyond
