way Immediately

The State Highway Department 
has ordered that work begin imme­
diately on the construction of an 
asphalt topped highway from Dick­
ens to Spur.

The money for the grading and 
topping o f this highway has been 
appropriated and available for some 
time, but since the fall season was 
on the commissioners court thought 
Best to delay the work until the 
main fall ti-affic was ended. Also, 
as will be noted by a letter appear­
ing elsewhere, the commissioner's 
have encountered some difficulty in 
securing a 100-foot right-of-way as 
is required by the State Department. 
As we undei-stand it, there are only 
one or two land owners standing in 
the way of providing this required 
right-of-way, and just as soon as it 
is secured the county is assured of 
having an asphalt topped highway 
not only from Spur to Dickens, as 
we already have from Dickens to 
the wesf county line, but %o to the 
north of Dickens, and very ,'obably 
to the east o f Spun to the KeiiT; conn 
ty line.

When this 100-foot ■.•ight-of-way 
is secured, Dickens romty r?ill be 
assured of asphalt paved highways 
throughout.

This is an item and a considera­
tion which should not be erl loi-'ed 
by a single individual. No town and 
no country can fully develop witliout 
paved highways, and • hith propo­
sition the Texas Spur has ever m - 
couraged and boosted for.

hatched during February or March, 
according to breed, should begin lay­
ing just about the right time for 
winter eggs.

Pullets should not be allowed to 
come into maturity too quickly. Nor­
mally, a pullet starts to lay eggs 
as soon as she has reached maturity 
and her body has ceased to grow.
Sometimes laying starts somewhat 
before full growth has been reached 
and further growth may cease. Such 
pullets may remain undersized and 
then- eggs may be defective and 
small. I f ^pullets are maturing too 
rapidly their mash and animal food 
should be reduced. The grain ra­
tions may also be slightly increased, 
as pullets should have a good re­
serve store of body fat before they 
start laying. Otherwise they will 
not stand up well under the strain 
of laying and may fall considerably 
short o f the possible maximum egg 
production. For that reason, many 
poultry men make a marked in­
crease in the quantity of grains fed 
to the pullets as their combs begin 
to redden. At the same time, they 
cut down on the mash and animal 
food; beef scraps or similar ma­
terial. The grain is fattening, where

J. Z. Smith, of Red Mud, was in 

town Tuesday for a short time on 
business. In reply to our question 
as to how he came out w th his cot­
ton crop, Mr. Smith stated that he 
made enough out of it to buy an­
other quarter section of land. He 
bought the quai’ter section adjoin­
ing his present home place, paying 
around twenty five dollars an acre 
for the raw land, and expects to pay 
about ten dollars more to have it 
grubbed out and possibly as much 
more for farm buildings and other 
improvements, making the improved 
place cost some forty or fifty dollars 
an acre. John Smith came hei'e 
when land counld be bought for a 
“ song,”  but it was too cheap then 
to be desired— and he now pays 
more than forty times as much for 
the ownership as he would have had 
to pay years ago when he first real­
ized that this was a desirable ijlace 
in which to locate a home. Howev- 
ex% land may be worth forty times 
as much to day as it was in those 
earlier days.

Demand for Leaders in 
Agriculture Grows

Agriculture is entering a new 
ora. There may be those who will 
take issue with this statement. W? 
will have with us for sometime to 
come a class of farmers who will 
continue to ignore the fact that con­
ditions are changing and who will 
scout at the idea o f accepting the 
results of laboratory and field work. 
Fortunately, they will ahsorh some 
of the information thus uncovered 
and will make progress in spite of 
themselves.

While on this subject it may be 
that research work in agriculture 
well to call attention to the fact 
is costing the taxpayers of this Na­
tion about $20,000,000 annually, 
and that more than half o f this 
amount is ‘ being paid by citizens 
who do not own or operate farms. 
According to Dr. A. F. Woods, di­
rector of scientific work, however, 
the economic returns in a single 
year are more valuable than the total 
cost of all experiment stations in the 
United States since the first one 
was established. The development 
of grain sorghums by scientific re­
search is worth $30,000,000 annu­
ally to Texas alone, and this is a 
mere item as compared with total 
results obtained.

This development ni agriculture 
is calling for trained leadera. No 
farmer can be expected to do very 
much research work in connection 
with his production of crops and 
livestock. It must be done by tsain- 
ed men at the expense of the Gov­
ernment. As time goes on this de­
mand will increase because if agri­
culture is ever to advance to a basis 
of profit, cost of production must be 
decreased and the selling end of 
thethe business developed. At the 
prseent time the enrollment in the 
various branihes and divisions of 
agi-iculture at our A. and M. Col­
leges is smaller than for any other 
coui'se. Farm and Ranch believes
