The three one-day poultry and 
I feeding schools given last week in 
Dickens county were a real success. 
There were a total o f ten per cent 
of all the adult men and women 
who live on farms in the county 
present. This is a remarkable at- 
lendance for any such schools, and 
more so at this busy time of year.

The following is the dairy ration 
which Mr. Eudaly gave for the 
county. It is a good one, and the 
remarkable part of it is that it can 

[all be grown at home on any farm 
in the county, with the exception of 
the wheat bran.

The ration is 200 pounds of 
ground maize heads, o r . any other 
grain soi'ghum, such as feterita, kaf­
fir or heigara heads; 100 pounds of 
wheat bran; 100 pounds o f cotton 
seed meal; 100 pounds of whole 
ground alfalfa.

This mixture is fed as follow.s: 
One gallon for each gallon of milk 
the cow will give per day, which is 
at the rate of one pound for each 
two and one-half pounds of milk per 
day the cow will give when on dry 
roughage or burned up pastui*e. 
When on gi-een pasture, feed at the 
rate of a little more than one-half 
gallon for each gallon of milk. In 
addition to this grain mixture the 
cow should at all times have all the 
bundle stuff she will eat.

Following is the “ chick starter” 
mash which Mr. Holmgreen recom­
mended be used by those who do not 
wish to buy a commercial starter 
for chicks: Corn meal or whole
ground corn or maize, 8 pounds; 
2 pounds wheat gray shorts; 1 pound 
dried butter milk, or if you have it, 
all the sour skim or butter milk they 
will drink, in the place of the dried 
butter milk in the mash; 1 pound of 
bone meal; one-lialf pound o f fine 
ground oyster shell; one tablespoon 
full of salt. Feed the mixture five 
times per day, all the baby chick 
will clean up in thirty ir/inutes. 
Should bowel trouble develop in 
your chicks, add four pounds of 
wheat bran to the above mixture.

When chicks are twelve days old, 
in addition to the above feed, place 
yellow com meal in feed- hoppers 
and allow the chicks to eat it ten 
minutes in the morning and again 
for ten minutes at noon. After the 
chicks are three weeks old, keep the 
mash before them at all times and 
continue to feed the yellow corn 
meal to them morning and night.

The above ration and method of 
feeding is the one used by the A. & 
M. College to raise all its chicks, 
evei’y year. It has been used for 
five years now. Watch next week 
for the method of feeding that is 
used after the chicks become broiler 
size, at eight weeks old.

CHALLENGE THE WORLD

One and a Half Inches [Mrs. Kate Senningf En- 
of Rain Falls Overl tertained 1 uesday

A slow, ground-soaking rain be­

gan falling Tuesday night, continu- 
|ing throughout Wednesday, the total 
[rainfall amounting to one and one- 
■half inches. Falling as it did, it 
was really “ a million dollar rain” 

[and the entire country is now in 
, ideal shape for farming and the 
¡planting season, and the wheat and 
small gp-ain crops are saved.

The Spur country was never in 
better shape at this time of year, 
and prospects are that the biggest! 
crops of years will be harvested 
this fall.

Dallas— There was a time not 
long ago, when the word “ sheep”  
was anathema in Texas.

As proof, of this, J. M. Jones., su­
perintendent of animal husbandry, 
of Texas A. & M. College, points to 
the fact that an examination of the 
premium list of the 1928 State Fair 
of Texas, reveals that this year, for 
the first time, there will be no closed 
classes in the sheep division.

Texas sheep breeders will com­
pete against the world.

“ This is in line with thé constant 
policy o f the directors of the State 
Fair, said Mr. Jones. For years, 
by means of the annual shows and 
the liberal prizes offered in the ap­
proved breeds, they have been en- 
courageing the raising of better and 
more sheep.
i T,heir work has had the desired 

result of stimulating competition 
among Texas breeders until flock 
after flock of the finest animals now 
dot the plains where a few yeais 
ago the buffalo and the long-horn 
ranged undisturbed.

Now the directors of the Sta'ce 
Fair take the next logical step. They 
believe that the sheep of Texas will 
compare favorably with those of any 
other state. To prove it they throw 
open the classifications to the world.

If they are wrong, we soon shall 
know it. If flocks or single animals 
from abroad trot off with the higher 
prizes, the sheep men of Texas will 
know that there still remains work 
to be done to bring their flocks up 
to the highest standard.

And that is exactly what they will 
do. None of them is content to 
raise merely the best sheep in Texas. 
Their ambition is to raise the best 
sheep in the world.

They believe they are doing that 
now. The State Fair sheep ' show 
will decide the question.

SOME PERTINENT QUESTIONS

In “A  Statement From the City Com­
mission to the Citizens of Spur/’ pub­
lished over the signatures of the May­
or and the City Commissioners in the 
“Texas Spur” of the issue of Friday, 
March 22, 1929, quotation is made 
from the contract between the City 
and Fairbanks-Morse & Co., recit­
ing the purchase price of machinery 
and equipment, $104,000.00 to be 
paid by the City to Fairbanks-Morse 
& Co. in 72 equal monthly payments, 
evidenced by Pledge Orders bearing 
interest at the rate of six per cent 
per annum, payable semi-annually 
out of the “ NET REVENUES OF 
THE LIGHT AND POWER PLANT 
OF THE MUNICIPALITY.”

The net revenues of the so-called 
Municipal Plant will NOT meet these 
pledge orders, based on the schedule 
of rates provided for in the contracts 
between the City and the Citizens. 
W  fact, based on these rates the gross 
receipts of the so-called municipal 
plant will not meet the payments pro­
vided for in the contract between 
the City and Fairbanks-Morse & Co. 
The City Commission either did or 
did not know these facts. If they 
did not know these facts the city was 
plunged blindly into a contract with­
out the previous investigation which 
a prudent business man would make. 
Had the City Commission made the 
proper investigation they would have 
known that the rates which they as­
sured the people of Spur they would 
charge would NOT meet the pay­
ments provided for in the contract 

between the City and Fairbanks- 
Morse & Company.

IF THE CITY COMMISSION DID 
KNOW THESE FACTS, SHOULD 
THEY NOT HAVE INFORMED 
YOU OF THEM?

It seems to have been contemplated 
by the parties to the contract that the 
rates the city proposed would not 
pay for the machinery and equip­
ment, because in the contract with 
Fairbanks-Morse & Company it is 
recited:

“THE MUNICIPALITY COVE­
NANTS TO OPERATE SAID 

PLANT IN AN EFFICIENT AND  
ECONOMICAL MANNER AND TO  
MAINTAIN RATES FOR THE 
PRODUCT OR SERVICE OF SAID 
PLANT WHICH WILL PRODUCE 
SUFFICIENT REVENUES TO PRO 
VIDE FOR THE PA YMENIS  
CALLED FOR BY THIS CON­
TRACT, SO FAR AS IT M A Y BE 
PERMITTED TO DO SO BY LAW.

Why do you suppose that the City 
Commission of Spur did not publish 
the above paragraph or the contract 
between the City and Fairbanks 
Morse & Company. As a matter

of fact why did not they publish the 
whole contract?

Were you consulted before the city 
entered into said cqntract? (with an 
oil engine compan^.)

/

Do you know wha( the provisions of 
that contract Sirê

Do you know in what financial en- 
langlements that contract involves 
your city?

If the terms of the contract are not 
carried out on the part of the city, 
W H AT BECOMES OF THE THOU. 
SANDS OF DOLLARS INVESTED 
AND W H A T HAPPENS TO THE 
PLANT AND PLANT SITE?

Is it not a fact that when the con­
tracts for this plant were signed it 
was contemplated legislating the 
West Texas Utilities Company out 
of the City of Spur?

When the U. S. District Court held 
the attempted legislation illegal and 
the exclusive customer contracts in­
valid, what agreement did the city 
enter into with (the oil engine com­
pany) which would guarantee that 
company the money it had invested? 
Do the signers of those exclusive cus­
tomer contracts, held invalid by the 
court, know what kind of an agree­
ment it was attempted that they 
should enter into, and for what pur­
pose?

Is it not a fact that at least one con­
tracting firm was ready to bid on the 
proposed plant when the contract 
was let to Fairbanks-Morse & Co.? 
Was i$104,000 a fair price for the 
city fo pay for the plant? Should 
not the citizens of Spur have a dis­
interested engineering concern and 
a disinterested legal firm advise them 
as to these matters?

Is it not possible that competitive 
bids, on the same or even better equip 
ment, would show this plant could 
be i furnished at considerable saving 
to the city?

Is the price of the plant and amount 
of equipment furnished, and the 
terms such that the city can meet the 
monthly payments to Fairbanks- 
Morse & Company, even out of the 
gross receipts, and even though there 
was not a single item of expense -at­
tached to the operation of the plant? 
Since it has been developed that the 
City can not by passing ordinances, 
signing up exclusive customer con­
tracts, or otherwise obtain 85 per 

cent of the citizens of Spur as cus­
tomers, would it be possible to meet 
the payments demanded under the 
terms of said contract?

EVEN IF THE CITY SIGNED UP 
EVERY CUSTOMER OF THE 
WEST TEXAS UTILITIES COM­
PANY IN SPUR, COULD IT MEET 
THESE PAYMENTS OUT OF THE 
NET REVENUE OF THE PLANT 
W ITHOUT RESORTING TO THE 
TRANSFERRING OF F U N D S  
FROM ONE DEPARTMENT TO  
ANOTHER, RAISING OF RATES 
OR GENERAL TAXATIO N ?

Is it possible for an 'oil engine plant 
or any other municipal plant to 
charge lower rates than a utility com­
pany? Don’t you know that neith­
er can escape the payment of inter­
est, replacement reserve, and oper­
ating expenses; the operating ex­
penses of a municipal plant 
are far in excess of the larger and 
more efficiently managed utility 
company systems, as reported by 
government census?

If it is impossible for this plant to 
meet requirements for fuel, labor, 
operating supplies, insurance, not 
considering damage suits or other 
liabilities, WHO PAYS THIS?

Do you know that this next year the 
total income from ALL electrical 
energy in the city of Spur will total 
less than $34,000? If it were pos­
sible for the city to get even one-half 
of this business, don’t you know that 
it could not meet the operating ex­
penses, let alone pay the principal 
or even interest on the notes and 
pledges signed up to the engine com­
pany? And when this is not met 
wfiat will happen to the property the 
city has put into this venture, approx­
imately $18,000, not including extra 
equipment that will be required after 
operation of the plant begins?

Now who profits from the venture? 
Do the people of Spur? Surely not, 
for the rates promised by the city 
are too high over a five year period, 
and would it not have to be raised to 
meet the payments to the engine 
company?

Who audits the books of the plant 
monthly, and makes recommenda­
tions as to how the books should be 
kept? Do you not know that the 
contract provides that Fairbanks- 
Morse & Company shall audit them? 
Do you know that the city plans to 
employ six men to operate the plant, 
one of them at a relatively high sal­
ary, without a contract, although the 
former city manager was protected 
by contract provided in a city ordi­
nance?

AS CITIZENS OF SPUR, DON’T
