B E  IT  R E S O L V E D  B Y  T H E  LEG ­
IS L A T U R E  O F T H E  S T A T E  OF 
T E X A S :

Section 1. That Section 2 and 3 
•)f Article b o f the Constitution of 
1be State o f Texas be amended so 
as to hereafter read as follows:

“ Article 5. Section 2. The Sup­
reme Court shall consist of a Chief 
Justice and eight Associate Justices, 
any five of whom shall constitute a 
rfpnorum, and the concurrence of  ̂
ilive shall be necessary to a decision 
o f  a case; in other matters, until 
^otherwise provided by Law, the

jurisdiction of the Court shall be ex­
ercised under such regulations and 
orders as the Court by a majority 
vote may prescribe. No person 
shall be eligble to the office of Chief 
Justice or Associate Justice o f the 
Supreme Court unless he be, at the 
time of his election, a citizen o f the 
United States and of this State and 
unless he shall have attained the age 
of thirty years, and shall have been 
practicing lawyer or a judge o f a 
court, or such lawyer and judge to­
gether at least seven years. Said 
Chief Justice and Associate Justice 
shall be elected by the Cjualified vo­
ters of the State at a general elec­
tion shall hold their offices six 
years or until their successors are 
elected and qualified, and shall re­
ceive such compensation as may be

provided by law. In case of a va­
cancy in the office of Chief Justice 
of the Supreme Court, the Gover­
nor shall fill the vacancy until the 
next general election for State o f­
ficers, and at such general election 
the vacancy for the unexpired term 
shall be filled by election by the 
qualified voters o f the State. The 
Judges o f the Supreme Court who 
may be in office at the time this 
amendment takes effect shall con­
tinue in office until the expiration 
o f their term of office under the 
present Constitution, and until their 
successors are elected and qualifi­
ed. When this amendment takes ef­
fect, the Governor shall immediate­
ly appoint six additional Associate 
Justices of the Supreme Court for 
term of office so that the terms of 
two o f such appointed Associate 
Justices shall expire with the term 
of office of each o f the present 
members of the Supreme Court, and 
upon the qualification o f such new 
Jusitces, the Commission of Appeals 
o f the State of Texas shall termin­
ate.”

“ Article V. Section 3. The Sup­
reme Court shall have appellate jur­
isdiction only except as herein speci­
fied, which shall be co-extensive 
with the limits of the State. Its ap­
pellate jursidiction shall extend to 
questions of law arising in cases of 
which the Courts o f Civil Appeals 
have appellate jurisdiction under 
such restrictions and regulations as 
the Legislature may prescribe. Un­
til otherwise provided by law the 
appellate jurisdiction of the Sup­
reme Court shall extend to questions 
of law arising in the cases in the 
Cornets o f Civil Appeals in which the 
Judges of any Court of Civil Appeals 
may disagree or where the several 
Courts of Civil Appeals may hold 
differently on the same question of 
law, or where a Statute o f the 
State is held void, and shall extend 
to such other questions as may be 
within the Courts Appellate Juris­
diction under the Statutes o f the 
State in force when this amend­
ment takes effect. The Supreme 
Court and the Justices thereof 
shall have power to issue writs of 
habeas corpus, as may be prescrib­
ed by Law, and under such regula­
tions may be prescribed by Law, 
the said Court and the Justices 
thereof may issue the writs of man­
damus, procedendo, certiorari and 
such other visits, as may be neces­
sary to enforce its jurisdiction- The 
Legislature may confer original jur­
isdiction on the Supreme Cour-t to is­
sue writs of quo warranto and man­
damus in such cases as may be 
specified, except as against the Gov­
ernor of the State.

The Supreme Court shall have 
power, upon affidavit or otherwise 
as by the Court may be determin­
ed, to ascertain such matters of fact 
as may be necessary to the proper 
exercise of its jurisdiction. The Sup­
reme Court shall be open at all times 
and shall sit at the State Capital for 
the transaction of business at such 
times as may be designated by the 
Court.

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Why Pity The Farmer?
I was born on a form in Dallas 

County- Ever since I moved to town 
my voice has been raised in behalf 
of the farmer. I have done my best 
to help him market his crop as pi’o- 
fitably as possible, and my sympathy 
has always been with him, Mike H. 
Thomas of Dallas says in the Texas 
Commercial News.

But I regret to be compelled to 
openly declare no longer his sup­
porter.

I transfer my sympathy to his 
family, o rl do indeed feel sorry 
for the wife and children of the 
southern farmer. But I can no long­
er consent to give the farmer him­
self anything but the severest crit- 
icsm for his willful and wanton 
abuse. His wife is compelled to 
work .365 days in the year, while 
he does not work over 200. The 
man who lives in town— the bank­
er, the merchant, the doctor, the 
lawyer, the ditch digger, the mill 
hand and the bookkeeper— ^works
300 days out of the year while this 
aforesaid farmer who is putting up 
a great howl demanding farm re­
lief is really too lazy to scratch 
when he itches. He refuses to pro­
duce anything to eat and plants cot­
ton alone.

I traveled the 100 mile trip from 
Dallas to Hawkins in Wood County 
frequently last fall and there was 
not one hog to the mile. The farm­
ers bring only cotton to town to sell, 
except in the rarest of cases. Many 
of them buy vegetables, butter, eggs 
and chickens— when these foods are 
on their tables at all.

I firmly beleive that every citizen 
in the year and the farmer about 
equal opportunities and to share 
honors equally— but only in propor­
tion to service rendered and, since 
everyone else is working 300 days 
in the year and the amner about 
two-thirds of that time, he is get­
ting all that is due him. If he is

not satisfied with his share, and 
wants more, let him earn more by 
working more, not by whining and 
praying for someone to please pass a 
farm relief bill for his benefit.

The farmer has only himself to 
blame for his condition, and if he 
i foolish enough to plant cotton and 
go hungry he should censure no one 
but hinfself. He can plant less cot­
ton and more to eat and receive 
more money but, instead, be plants 
evex’ything in cotton and then, com­
mences to pray to the Lord to please 
destroy one-half he plants so that 
his family will not starve.

Farm er W ell In form ed But 
N egligent

I have been told by many that the 
farmer is ignorant and does not 
know any better. That is all a mis­
take, for with the automobile and 
radio he is .just as well informed as 
any man in the city. He is daily 
advised by the market authorities, 
the statisticians, and the marts of 
trade, and he is in posession of an 
trade, and he is in possession of all 
the facts as soon as they develop, so 
thei’e is no excuse whatever for 
ignorance in the United States. There j 
are, in every precinct, public schools 
with able teachers and instructors! 
in the arts and sciences, as well as | 
in agriculture. |

The United States Government j 
not only issues all kinds of press 
reports and pamphlets of its own,' 
and broadcasts over the radio from 
time to time, but it also provides  ̂
highly trained county agents to 
study local problems and conditions 
and give direct assistance and in-' 
struction to the farmer. It issues 
information before planting season 
each year showing whether condi-i 
tions relative to each crop warrants; 
an increase or decrease in acreage of 
that crop, whether prospects are . 
pointing to over-planting, and warn-] 
ing against over-production. j

Newspapers like the Dallas Morn­
ing News have spent millions endeav-| 
oring to get the fanner to diversi-j 
fy  and live at home; public speakers j 
have traveled the entire belt in a 
sympathetic effort to get him to ; 
live at home, plant less cotton andi 
become self-supporting- |

The farmer says no one is interest-] 
ed in him, but that is not true. Nine­
ty-five per cent of all the success-* 
fui men in town were raised on

farms. These men are fully inform­
ed on the pai’t that the farmer 
plays, and know that the Great 
Creator o f the Universe made the 
farmer the cornerstone of prosper­
ity. The Bible says that “ the hus­
bandman that laboreth must be par­
taker of the fruits” and when the 
fai’mer does not make a profitable 
croiJ we get to a very unhealthy 
financial condition and sooner or 
later must pay the price. There is 
no reason why the farmer should 
be a favored son, everyone must 
work accordingly to the law of God, 
which says that we must inun our 
living by the sweat of our brow.

Farm er Passes The Buck
For sixty years I have been fool­

ing myself, thinking that the farm­
er was very much abused. I con­
fess that we have isolated cases 
where he has been abused and mis­
treated by some cold, cruel-hearted 
merchant or banker, but those ai'e 
exceptions. We also have a few 
farmers who really conduct their 
farms on business systems, .study­
ing the wants of the world, produc­
ing everything that they need at 
home, and who desire to improve 
themselves and cultivate their crops. 
These farmers are always prosperous 
and are not kicking and scream.ing 
for someone to pass a law to buy 
their overproduction.

But generally the farmer sells 
everything that he brings to the 
market for cash and buys on credit, 
thus forcing the world to carry him.

If there is a failure he is never 
the goat, as he looks well into it 
that the other man must carry his 
load- In other words, he always 
places the money upon the back of 
the other fellow and then, should 
the banker or merchant want eithei- 
protection or legitimate interest, com 
plains that he is being held up.

The successful and outstanding 
men of today are men who started 
without a penny worked hard day 
and night ,and housed every cent 
they made until they got a toe-hold. 
You never heard the merchant who 
passed that will taice care of any 
articles that he has over-bought, nor 
does he “ cuss”  the farmer for not 
buying his surplus stock- He recog­
nizes that it is his own mistake—  
not anyone’s fault but his own. He 
does not ask anyone to assist him 
in carrying a surplus stock without

offering them an inducement by 
lowering the price. When he pur­
chased it he naturally thought that 
he would meet with a good demand; 
if disappointed he sacrifices it if he 
wi.shes to place it on the market, or 
keeps it on the shelves until the 
time arrives when the world wants 
it.

The cotton mills also have fat and 
lean yeai-s. They are not demanding 
that laws be passed to take care of 
their surplus, or to finance them. 
And there is no reason why the farm­
er should not carry his part of the 
burdens o f this country.

Men and women in town, in the 
same walks o f life, must pay rent, 
or get out! the owners of property 
must pay taxes, or give up the prop­
erty. But the farmer has no house 
rent to pay, he has the privilege 
and opportunity of having his own 
garden, meat, lard, milk, butter, 
eggs and chickens, and in many cas­
es has free wood- The bookkeeper, 
typist, drug clerk, dry goods clerk, 
mill hand and ditch-digger must dig 
up the cash for all these necessities, 
must work 300 days out of the year, 
and have neither the time nor the 
opportunity to produce anything 
outside of their salaries. Yet they 
are not asking that a law be passed 
to help them.

Farm er C ontrols Own Destiny
Eevery farmer has both the oppor­

tunity and the time to produce a 
good living and his feed at home, 
and if he does not the blame is his 
own. I have pleaded rvith the farm­
er for thirty-five years to live at 
home and never to come to town 
without bringing more to sell than

he comes to buy, thus making his 
cotton crop a surplus cash crop a 
surplus cash crop which he is not 
forced to sell at a disadvantage, and 
enabling him to use the proceeds 
for luxuries, impi’ovements and in­
vestments.

The banks do not have any doubt­
ful paper on German or Bohemian 
farmers That is not because they 
are superior to the American farm-er 
intellectually, but because they know 
that they must earn their substance 
by hard work. The Great Creator 
will help us to work out o f trouble, 
but He will never help us to cry out 
or whine out.

Now if the Southern farmer is 
not satisfied with the price of cot­
ton, all he has to do is to reduce 
his acreage and, as he controls the 
price by this production, he will 
have no trouble in advancing the 
price throughout the world to where 
it will bring him happiness and pros­
perity In '926 his overproduction 
put cotton V ten cents; in 1927 and 
1928 moderate crops put cotton 
above twenty cents Cotton does not 
deteri<M.'ate rapidly, and if the farm­
er produces more than the world 
needs the new crop will meet the 

■tail end of the old crop.
I M erchandising vs. C otton
j M arketing
' From this time on I am going to 
take the position that the farmer 
is perfectly satisfied with the price 

' or he would not over-plant. Never 
again will I advise friends, customers 

' spinners or merchants to buy cotton

unless^ the producer belicv’ es in it 
himself and plants and holds accord­
ingly. During my 43 years in the 
cotton business the farmer has sold 
all or part of each crop below the 
cost of production. That has been 
done for two reasons, (1) overpro- 
ducton and (2) marketing twelve 
months supply in three months, thus 
forcing the world to carry his own 
child and then complaining because 
the world wants pay for it-

Conditions are changing. The 
chain stores are marketing their 
wares cheaper on account of the 
fact that they either manufacture 
the articles themselves or buy in 
great quantities. Mills that used to 
buy six to twelve months ahead now 
buy a few weeks ahead; wholesal­
ers that used to lay in a yeav’s sup­
ply now buy from hand to mouth; 
retailers that formerly carried large 
stocks of goods now have but little 
on their shelves— if you want a doz­
en collars of any size or make, you 
will find the average merchant has 
but a lew o f your size but will send 
and get them from the wholesaler. 
Everyon.e now work-: in harmony — 
except the farmer. He i.3 the only 
one who does not show exhibition 
of independence and wi.sa fore­
thought for those who are dependent 
upon him.

The only j„an the farmer is fool­
ing now is himself. Right minded 
and intelligent men know that the 
farmer knows better but does not 
desire to do better. I have spent

en hen is used a broody turkey hen 
should be ready to take the poults 
when they are hatched. It has been 
said that if turkeys are raised to 
six weeks of age they required no 
more attention. Little turkeys are 
very hard to raise through the first 
week. About half that are hatched 
are raised to maturity. But very 
few die after they reach four weeks. 
Improper feeding; damp, cold weath­
er, weak vitality; too close confine­
ment; lice; and varmints are the 
most common causes of so much 
loss with young turkeys. Before 
the eggs are hatched a large roomy 
coop should be provided large enough 
for the hen to stand erect and walk 
about. It should be well ventilated- 
The coops should be placed in a 
shady spot where there is plenty of 
grass and weed, and built so as to 
allow the poults to turn in and out, 
but confine the mother hen.

The poulos must be protected from 
the rain for 3 or 4 weeks.

Correct feeding is the most im­
portant consideration in raising lit­
tle turkeys. Over feeding is most 
often the cause o f the loss among 
small turiceys. Do not feed them 
anything for the first two days. -lust 
give them plenty of water and fine 
grit. The third day they may be 
fed a little feed about five times 
each day for about a week. Keep 
them hungi-y all the time. Feed just 
a small amount each time, not as 
much as they can eat. They may 
be fed hard boiled eggs mixed -with 
broad crumbs for the first week; 
sour milk and bread crumbs; crack­
ed corn, whole wheat, and pin head 
oats, equal parts- They must be 
given green feed if they cannot 
get it outside the coop. The sooner 
you can give the hen and brood 
free range the better, but do not 
turn them out in cold damp weath- 
ei-. Nothing is worse for them.
