Soybeans Sure
To Advance

(Editor’s note: This is the
second in a Series of articles
on new crop possibilities in the
Parmer County area, Thefirst
was on pinto beans, Corn will
be subject to next week’s ar-
ticlg.)

'trend Started in the Par-
mer County farming area Sev-
eral years ago is almost cer-
tain to continue its advance in
1959, now that incentive for
planting grain sorghum is, at
least at this time of year, less
attractive than atany timeSince
big-scale irrigation began.

Soybeans, which occupied per-
hapa 7,000 acres in the area

year, will in all likelihood
increase in acreage this year,
as more and more farmers find
a place for them in their farm
programming.

Soybeans are a versatile crop,
and are considered the fifth
most important crop in the na-
tion. On the High Plains they
have been used on only a lim-
ltegi:cale. and their value as a
soil"building crop has been about
as important to farmers as the
fact that they can be a cash
crop too. Soybeans on the ir-
rigated Plains have found their
most general use in a rotation
program with grain sorghum
and cotton.

Because of their comparative
newness to this region, the fine

poi‘s of getting maximuin

ylelds haven't yet become es-
tablished, but a few definite
practices have been outlined.

County Agent Joe Jones says
that one great fault of most
farmers in this area is that
they plant the beans “flat’’
and that for best results plant-
ing should be on the ridge so
that mature beans will not be
lost when combining ls done.

Inoculation of seed is im-
portant also, and a special
chemical is required.

Then, the beans should not
be planted too early, Between
June 1 and June 15 is recom-
mended for this latitude.

Another point, says the agent,
is to keep watering soybeans
all through the growing season.
Unlike cotton, and even some
milo, Soybeans will keep on
“‘making®’ until a killing frost
and water helps rather than hin-
ders. Irrigationoftencontinues
then even into early October.

‘'Just because soybeans are a
legume, don’t consider them a
‘poorland crop’' is the county
agent’s suggestion. He points
out that they have their nut-
rient requirements for max-
imum yields the same as any
other crop.

The use of fertilizer to in-
creasSe yields has produced ex-
tremely variable results, With
land of high natural fertility,

Tree windbreaks can protect
your farmstead and livestock
cheaper than most any other
method. A lot of your family's
time is spent in the house and
around the yard, A good tree
windbreak protects the farm-
stead from soil blowing, snow-
drifts, cold driving rain or
sleet, and dusty spring gales.
In this part of the country cold
winds cause more discomfort to
man and animals than any other
climatic factor.

Experiments show that wind-

line to .the tops of the tallest

breaks can reduce your home-
fuel costs 15%, or more. Your
home will be less drafty and
more comfortable. And you
will not have as much dust to
clean up and worry about.

A good windbreak keeps the
driveways, yard, and feedlots
fairly free of snow in ordinary
winters. This in itself is worth
the effort of growing a tree
windbreak,

Several types of evergreen
and broadleaf trees are suit-
able for windbreaks. Thereare
tall, medium tall, or dense low-
growing varieties which can be
used together or in combina-
tion with shrubs. A good bar-
rier against the wind is uni-
formly dense from the ground

Mechan-
ical injury to trees should be
avoided by using tools suitable
to the job.
