Several large lumber mills 
have located on our line dur­
ing the past year and are run­
ning full time, giving employ­
ment to idle labor and ad­
ding tonnage to our road.

T h e people along our line 
are devoted particularly to 
fruit and vegetable growing. 
Diversification is taking deep 
root among our people. W e  
have about 700 acres of toma­
toes, beans, melons, etc. This 
section seems to be the favorit 
play ground of the orchardist. 
Several chartered companies 
have secured large acreage 
along our line and have actual­
ly begun work preparing lor 
large planting this fall.

DistrcM In the Stricken IShnds.

London, M ay i4.-G overnor 
Llewellyn of the Windward 
Islands cables from St. Vincent: 
“ Arived yesterday (Monday) 
and found state of affairs much 
worse than previously reported.

“ Country ori east coast be­
tween Robin Rock and 
Georgetown apparently struck 
and devastated in a manner 
stmmilar to S t. Pierre.

“ Fear practically all living 
things are killed. Dead will 
probably reach 1600, but exact 
figures will never be known. 
Thousand bodies buried; 160 
persons in the hospital at 
Georgetown. •

“ O f these probably six will 
recover. Details too harrow­
ing to describe. I have coast­
ing steamer running up and 
down from St. Lucia with wa­
ter and provisions.

St. Pierre will ever again 
figure on any map. It is no 
longer a city, it is hardely a 
ruin, and is not likely to be 
rebuilt. T h e volcano is still 
vomiting smoke and fire over 
the city that was erasetl from 
earth in a moment.

St. Pierre’s dead are a mul­
titude as great as the living 
that now make Fort de France  
the most crowded community 
in the W est Indies.

Th ey lie in all manner of 
altitudes, and I belirve they 
died without much siiffi-ring. 
Most ol them were probably 
smothercil at'once by the sul 
phurous gas«*s
