Up from the Lone Star
State there came to Chicago
last week a picturesque citi-
zen of Dallas, Tex., formerly
a resident of N acogdocha.

This visit-
ing Texan was former Briga-
dier General George F. Al
ford, Contederate soldier, In-
dian fighter. legislator and
capitalist.

The above prragraph be-

gins an article in the New
York Herald that we re-
gret that we have not

the space to reprint entire.
The name of Nacogdoches is
interwoven with so many ro-
mances; so many famous men
and women have boasted The
Stone Fort City as their
home, that the story of them
would make not one, but many

books. To quote again from
the Herald:

krom the time of her birth,
in the palace of the Romanoffs,
until her death and bunal be-
neath the great oaks of Edge-
field, S. C., Douschka Pick-

ens' had a marvelous carcer
amid the glamour and glitter
of European courts, in the
war stricken cities of the Pal-
metto State and amid the
bleak and devastated estates
that had been scourged by
contending armues.

Born in the imperial palace
of the Russian Tsar, christen-
ed by an Empress, made the
idol of a hundred diplomats,

this child later touched the
tuse to the artilery that boom-
ed for four years throughout
Dixie. And when war vas
over and the armies were dis-
banced she became one of
the leaders who toiled 1o solve
the perilous problems ot the
post-bellum days.

~To tell the story ot the lite
ot Douschka Pickens it {s nec-
essary to go back to Nacogdo-
ches, Texas, that wondertul
Southerir town that sent out
into the world so many people
of such varied interests and
abilities,  Within calling dis-
tance in Nacogdoches there
lived years before the war an
intcresting company of young
people.  Tom Ochiltree, the
red headed raconteur and bon
vivant, sauntered through the
streets.  Adelaide McCord,
who became known through-
out the world as Ada Isaacs
Menken, the Mazeppa, began
her conquests there. It was
the home of Gen. Sam Hous-
ton, the greatest ot all the
great Texans. There lived
in the town, too, lLucy Hol-
comb, the most beautiful wo-
man in the State.

And Lucy Holcomb was
married to Col. Frank Pickens

and was the mother of Dousch-
ka Pickens. Small wonder that

Nacogdocheans are proud of
their native city and her his-
tory. Her days of romance
are happily past, for romance
