*lle rushed back into the 
room and saw Chief book­
keeper Stephens, whose office 
adjoins tnat of the comptroller, 
siru^'.;ling with Hill, and 
Comptroller Love was just 
falling from his chair,

Stephens says that when he 
hurried into the room Hill was 
running around Love's desk 
toward the door. He inter­
cepted him and in the struggle 
Hill attempted to kill him.

His pistol finally went off, 
accidentally, Stephens thinks, 
and the ball entered Hill's 
breast, inflicting a wound from 
which he cannot survive, al­
though he was alive at 12:10.

Love was shot twice, both 
balls entering the left breast.

The cause was an old 
grudge because Love would 
not give Hill a clerkship.

Mr. Love died in the office, 
surrounded by his family, state 
officials and clerks. The 
scene was pathetic and strong 
men wept.
