Sudderth was a farmer by pro-
fession as well as a builder of Bo-
vina. He owned extensive farm
land in the Bovina areda and nu-
merous business buildings and resi-
dences in Bovina.

He was one of the early develop-
ers of irrigation in Parmer County
and prior to irrigation was in the
livestock and farming business.

Sudderth, a member of the Meth-
odist Church, lived with his wife,
Blanch, in their farm home just
south of Bovina. He suffered a
stroke December 3 and had been
confined to the hospital since that
time,

At present there are only three
straight highways to the West
Coast. They are US Highways
60, 66, and 80. These routes carry
a terrific amount of traffic, espe-
cially during the tourist season and
a federally designated fourth route
would alleviate that situation con-

“We are very pleased with the

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Pig in the Parlor
Is Efficiency Model

Modern pork production has re-
versed the old truism, “You can't
raise a pig in a parlor”.

Apparently you can! And at a
neat profit, too!

Southwestern hog feeders are
showing interest in a recent hous-
ing and management practice that
involves a ‘‘pig parlor’”’ believed
far superior to pens and wallows.
The method calls for fattening of
hogs in low-cost, shed-type build-
ings erected on concrete slabs.

This development approaches the
broiler producer’'s concept of put-
ting production on efficient assem-
bly line basis. The idea makes it
possible to market as high as 300
head of hogs a year with a mini-
mum investment in money and
labor, yet get maximum returns.

A group of hog pioneers came up
with the parlor idea, starting with
a large group of pigs on concrete.
According to studies of the Ral-
ston Purina Company, the first 32
hogs marketed from a ‘‘parlor”
returned a labor profit of $6.32
per pig in 45 days on a 16 cent

market.

Maximum efficiency of investment,
labor and feed is claimed with a
turnover every 60 to 70 days. The
cost of the parlor including equip-
ment was about $400 in the experi-
mental locations.

Dusty Ddys Aheaél,d
Warns SCS Official

Dusty days are ahead. The win-
ter and spring of 1956-57 will be
a dirty one if present conditions
continue. It’s one of the driest falls
that many folks can remember.
That’s the unhappy report of many
local Soil Conservation Service of-
fices in the area.

It probably won’t make any dif-
ference which way the wind blows
from, either. Bare fields, dry plant-
ed to wheat or awaiting planting,
spot the Plains area. Furthermore,
the residues that normally protect
the land after sorghum crops and
wheat are, in most cases, inade-
quate this year except where the
land has been irrigated.

There is a happy note in this
rather unhappy situation. The
farmers in the Panhandle have
done, for the most part, a fine
job in the last few drought years
in fighting wind erosion, according
to Allen King, area conservation-
ist of SCS. “We know they’ll be in
there pitching again this year too,”
he reports. “If they hadn’t, we'd
have had cqnditions as bad as the
‘dirty thirties’ the last few years.”

Soil Conservationists point out
that farmers are highly mechanized
now. They are employing tillage
methods which leave the land
rough and cloddy when necessary
due to lack of adequate residues.

County farm has been declared
winner in state-wide contests stag-
ed by DeKalb, it was announced
last week. |

Charlie Vasek, a 50-year-old
Hereford man, produced 122.46
bushels of corn per acre on a five-
acre test plot west of Friona on
Parmerton hill this year.

His DeKalb 1022 hybrid corn was
declared tops in the entire state.
It averaged over 100 bushels per
acre across the entire field, which
totaled 53 acres.

Vasek pre-watered once, planted
in mid-April, and side-dressed with
100 pounds of anhydrous ammonia
after emergence. Irrigation was
applied four times after that, and
the crop was harvested October 20.

Land in the area is of the heav-
ier type, and on this particular
farm, had been in maize produc-
tion for a number of consecutive
years.

1 lb. dates cut fine

1 1b. marshmallows cut into bits

1 1b. red and green gundrops cut
into bits

1 lb. Graham crackers

1 cup English walnuts

1 lb. golden raisins

1 ¢up whipped cream

2 cup sugar :

Crush Graham crackers into
crumbs. Mix fruit, nuts, gumdrops,
and marshmallows (all finely chop-
ped) together. Add sugar and whip-
ped cream. Blend thoroughly. Pack
in loaf pans. Pack well pressed
together. Let set two weeks before

FHA Loans Raise
Income, Study Shows

Annual gross cash income grew
from $4,880 to $8,021 in‘five years
for a group of Texas farm famil-
ies who obtained Farmers Home
Administration farm ownership
loans in 1950 to buy, enlarge, or
improve their farms, the agency’s
state director, Walter T. McKay,
reported this week.

The average net worth for these
Texas farm families advanced
from $7,301 before they received
their farm ownership loans to ap-
proximately $10,900 at the end of
their fifth year of operation under
that loan program.

Before the loans were made the
average family in the group was
operating 189 acres, but was op-
erating 224 acres in 1955. The
combined value of equipment and
productive livestock owned by the
average family in the group was
$4,598 before the loan was made,
and was approximately $6,686 in
1955.

Figures showing these advances,
together with five-year progress
along other lines, come from a sur-
vey of 1955 borrowers who obtained
loans in 1950. A similar survey is
made each year. The 1956 figures
will be available in 1957 showing
five-year progress made by those
who got their loans in 1951.

Farm ownership loans are made
to buy family-type farms, enlarge
undersized farms, develop farms,
and refinance debts. Funds come
from private lenders under the in-
sured loan program or from an-
nually appropriated funds, and are
amortized for periods up to 40
years. On an average, the loans
