States pitted against the Stand-
ard Oil Company. hnaiiy“ co'm-
tati/e Campbell ol K^,nsas, 
the author of the resolution 
providing lor an intjuiry into 
the operations of the oil inter­
est of the country, has had an
extended conference with>
President Roosevelt, regard­
ing the investigation. Mr.
Campbell presented to the 
president considerable inlor- 
mation, which he has received 
since the adoption ol this res­
olution.

He informed the pr(.siifent 
that he had received from the 
speaker of the house of the 
Texas legislature a telegram 
urging him to request the 
president and the department 
of commerce and labor to ex­
tend the proposed ir.ijuiry to 
the methods ol the .St.uulard 
m the Beaumont field ol I'ex- 
as. He also told the presi­
dent he had received hun­
dreds of telegrams and letters 
daily from all sections, regard­
ing the investigation.

The Standard Oil company,
Mt. Campbell informed the 
president, already was prepar­
ing Its defense, and would re­
sist to the utmost the govern­
ment’s information. The re­
sumption by the company of 
the purchase of Kansas oil, he 
said, undoubtedly was decid­
ed upon in view of the action 
taken by the house of repre­
sentatives, in requesting an 
investigation. It would not 
suiprise him, either, he said it 
the price of crude oil should 
be advanced gradually on ac­
count of the present agitation.
Mr. Campbell assured the 
president that neither he nor 
the people of Kansas desired 
that any injustice slioiild be 
done on either side of the 
question.

The president will have a 
conference soon with James 
R. Garfield, commissioner ol 
corporations, who will direct 
the inquiry. A t that confer­
ence a general plan of proce­
dure in the inquiry will be, 
mapped out. The president 
already has dir^e^ed that it be 
made as rigid as ^ssibie.

T h e  validity of the Kansas 
anti-trust law was Monday 
upheld by the United States 
supreme court in an opinion 
by Justice Brewer in the case 
of Edmund J. Smiley, plaintiff 
in error vs. th * State of Kan- 
s^ . Smiley in 1900 was sec­
retary of the State. Grain 
Dealers' association, and the 
allegation in this case 
that he organized the wheat 
dealers in the town of Bison, 
Rush county, into a trust to 
control the price of wheat at 
that place. The supreme 
court sustained the prosecu­
tion against him, and Justice 
Brewer’s opinion upholds the 
verdict.

"Two negroes cut; one 
dead and the other in a very 
precarious condition”  is the

m
story that comes from Apple­
by as a sequel to a wedding, 
dance and festival.

Thursday night Sheriff 
Buckner was on the trail of 
some "bootleggers”  in the vi­
cinity of Appleby when he 
run into a community where 
a negro wedding, dance and 
festival was being pulled ofi. 
He had been informed (hat 
certain negroes would be on 
hand with "bad brands of 
busthead booze,” a smell Of 
wnich being guaranteed to 
raise a row and one drink suf­
ficient to make a man commit 
murder.,

J ust as the sheriff had ar­
rived heTmard a pistol shot 
near /the house where the 
dance was'in progress; hitch­
ing his team he ran to the 
fence and on opening the 
gate he found a negro in the 
last throes of death. He 
shook the negro thinking per­
haps he could tell something 
about the trouble, but finding 
the man about dead passed on 
when he met another negro 
who had been terribly slashed 
about the head and body and 
was suffering so intensely that 
no intelligent answer could be 
obtained. The sheriff then 
ran to the door of the house 
and commanded the negroes 
to surrender; seeing it was the 
sheriff several started to leave 
via the window route, but 
Buckner told them there 
would be more dead negroes 
around there if they tried to 
escape.

VV̂ hen quite had been com­
manded the sheriff asked who 
had done the cutting; receiv­
ing no reply he asked if the 
dead man had any "kinfolks” 
in the room, when one negro 
replied he was a brother to 
Henry Johnson, the dead 
man. The negro then told 
the sheriff that Tobe Sparks, 
Rawlin S{>arks and Henry 
Sparks had raised the row 
and had put on the finishing 
touches with their knives. A  
negro woman said that Raw­
lin S{>arks was the one who 
done the cutting.

Bud Fears was the negro 
that was so badly cut about 
the face and body, but his 
MP^nds are not necessarily fa­
tal.

The sheriff then started out 
after the Sparks brothers and 
after a lively chase which took 
nearly all night the negroes 
were captured and brought to 
Nacogdoches and placed in 
jail.

The preliminary trial has 
been set for Monday afternoon 
St 2 o’clock.
