Final Summons Came to Texas 
' Secretary of State.

Austin, Texas, April 26.—  
Hon. James R. Curl, secretary 
of state, died at his home in 
T̂ ast Austin, at 10 o’clock this 
morning, of tuberculosis, after 
an illness extending over sev- 
«eral years.

James Rather Curl was born 
in San .Augustine county. 
Texas, and was reared and ed­
ucated in Smith and Chero­
kee counties; became a citizen 
of Robertson county soon af­
ter attaining his majority, ami 
began the study ol law under 
Judge H. U. Prendergast, 
now deceased; was elected 
clerk ol the district court ol 
Robertson county in iS76;was 
admitted to the bar at the end 
of his term ol office, and mov­
ed to Weatherford, where he 
practiced his profession until' 
the latter part of 1S81; then 
returned to Robertson county 
where, in November 189’ , he 
was elected county attorney; 
later became a citizen of 'Tra­
vis county and was chief clerk 
of Secretary of State Gtorge 
W. Smith, from January 1S91 
to January, 1905; was clerk in 
the otfice of comptroller for 
six years, under Comiitroller 
Finley.

He was appointed secretary 
of state by (iovernor Lanham 
January 23̂  >903.

Mr. Curl was married Feb­
ruary 19, 1.S69, at Larissa, 
Cherokt e county, Texas, to 
Miss Fannie Renfro, who died 
at Calvert, Robertson county, 
November 4, 1877, leaving no 
children. ( >n December 28, 
18S1, he was married to Miss 
Ada Renfro, sister of .his first 
wife, who, with six children, 
survive him— Houston Chron­
icle.

Attorney Berry  ̂ Describes Action
in New York and Nacogdoches.

Mrs. Brodie Duke,nee Alice 
Webb, the tobacco queen, is 
in Houston, accompanied by 
Mr. Charles Berry, an attor­
ney Irom New York, and Mrs. 
Isabella. Vance. The party 
spent ^oday at the Brazos 
Hotel and have arrang;ed to 
depart tonight tor Dallas. 
From that city they will jour­
ney to Nacogdoches, there to 
inspect -th e  tobacco lands 
which have been so thorough­
ly advertised since the devel­
opments following the mar 
riage of Miss Webb to BrocBe 
Duke, the head ol the Duke 
Tobacco Company.

Mr. Berry represents par­
ties who have become inter­
ested in tl.e Texas tobacco 
lands exploited by Mrs. Duke 
and IS in Texas on a tour ot 
Investigation. In that con­
nection Mrs. Duke declares 
that she will succeed in her 
eBorts, make East Texas a 
great tobacco country and 
bring thousands upon thous­
ands of dollars to this country 
to be expended in develop­
ment. In New Orleans deeds 
were passed, she declares,that 
bear the signature of Brodie 
Duke and that practically in­
sure the^success ol the enter­
prise.

Relative to affairs in New 
York Mr. Berry offered a 
word ol explanation.

“ They have 'railroaded* 
Brodie Duke as they tried to 
railroad Mrs. Duke. This 
lady went to New York, and 
not only succeed in her efforts 
to secure the development of 
Texas tobacco, but married in 
good taith the great tobacco 
man. Today he is in Atlantic 
City and can not speak as he 
would. If he could I feel as­
sured that he would come to 
her.

Mrs. Duke in New York. He 
will win |the Patterson case, 
and he will win out for Mrs, 
Duke. \ .

While M ^. Duke declared 
that affairs in Nacogdoches 
were practically settled as tar 
as the Taylor case was con^

cerned, she was emphatic in 
her statements.
