If 
they are still inclined to plant 
tobacco next year they should 
let the tact be Known, as the 
superintendent, Mr. W . M. 
Hinson of the department of 
agrtculture,is here for the pur­
pose ol ascertaining the 
probable acreage that will be 
planted here next year so that 
he can make his report to the 
department. T he iarmers 
niust not procrastinate in this 
matter, but make it known now 
how much they intend to plant 
so that an expert can be sta­
tioned here to teach the farm­
er and the trucker how to 
grow and take care of a crop, 
and also how to handle the 
same at harvest time. Let 
every man in the town and 
the county who has the inter­
est of the agricultural devel­
opment ol Nacogdoches coun­
ty at heart get busy right now 
and keep on hammering until 
enough interest is taken in the 
culture of tobacco, so that the 
buyers ut leal tobacco will 
come to this market and buy 
the product, the same as the 
cotton buyers. The crop that 
was grown here this year, 
while the year was very un­
favorable for the successful 
cultivation ot the plant, 
proved a profitable venture 
and all were highly pleased 
with their experiment. These 
are not the one who have to 
be convinced, they have tried 
it and know what there is in 
the growing of tobacco. !i 
Is not expected that the farm­
er will devote his entire farm 
to growing tobacco, but it is 
expected that he wtll at 
least plant two or three' acres 
as an experiment, and those 
who tried the crop as a money 
maker will ho doubt double 
the acreage next year. But 
presumptions are not to be 
taken into Consideration at 
this time.

The government 
selected this place lor experi 
mental purposes and the ex 
periments were successful and 
the name oi Nacogdoches is 
now connected with the world 
as the place where the finest 
cigar filler tobacco is grown 
While there are other locali­
ties In Eastern Texas where 
a good quality ol leaf is grown 
yet when the finished product 
IS on the market, the Nacog- 
uwchcc g*’nwn tobacco always 
takes first place. If the soli 
here had never been tried, 
The "Sentinel would advise 
the farmers, and others* who 
are in a position to grow to­
bacco, to go slow, but on the 
other hand the soils have been 
t^ted and success is assured 
the grower who understands 
growing a nd handling the 
weed will find it to be a money 
crop.

T he farmers last year held 
their <;otton until they made 
the r.*arkets come to ten cents, 
and if they are wdl organised 
this year they will get deren  
cents lor the fleecy staple. 
Here’s trusting that they will 
succeed in their undertaking. 
II ever there was a class ol 
working people who have 
been imposed upon In past 
years it has been the farmers 
ol the south. Millions have 
been made in the speculation 
on the products ot the farm, 
and it the farmers can organ 
ize themselves into an associa­
tion sufficiently strong as to 
control the price of the cotton 
market The Sentinel stands 
ready to assist the cause 
along.

I ndustrial opportunities in 
the south, and especially in 
Texas, are greater today than 
they were ever known before. 
Nacogdoches county alone can 
accommodate many hundred 
industries farmers and the 
town of Nacogdoches is an 
ideal location lor factories of 
all kinds. There are several 
tpedal advantages of the lo­
cation of factories that the 
stranger perhaps would like 
to know. Here are to be found 
all the hardwoods of the south, 
the finest water suppiy in 
East Texas, fuel oil only 
twelve miles to the east and 
the coal fields ot Timpson less 
than thirty miles away. By 
locating here the long haul ol 
fuel is cut off and then the raw 
material is here in unlimited 
quantities. Two trunk lines 
ot railroads cross here. One 
running east and west and the 
other north and south.

T he state president ol the 
Farmers Union has issued 
call for all the county Unions 
to hold meetings next Satur 
day tor the purpose ot taking 
up the matter ol demanding 
11 cents ior the cotton crop ol 
this season. The govern­
ment report of the number of 
commercial bales ol this year’s 
crop up to the fiist ofSeptem 
ber shows a decrease ol about 
20 per cent‘compared^ to the 
report of the crop on the same 
date last year. If the same 
conditions prevail all over the 
cotton growing states, there is 
no reason why cotton should 
not be worth 11 cents. In 
this part ol the state the crop 
is painfully short, and the 
farmers will have to get the 
price asked lor their product 
or there will be many of the 
Dest farmers in the county in 
the hole next year. The Sen­
tinel hopes that they will be 
able to hold their cotton until 
they get a ‘fair price for their 
crop.

A  trip to ^ e  county poor 

farm will convince the knock 
er of the farm that the com- 
missiooers ol the county did 
a good thing when they de­
cided to pordiaae a farm upon 
which to work the county con­
victs. The auperintendeot o f 
the farm has k  in excellent 
condition and the crops that 
were raised tneir this year 
will more than pay the run 
ning expenses, and yet theie 
will be a surplus to start '¿fif 
the farm with, another year.

The finest crop ol peanuts 
ever raised in Texas or the 
south has been harvested and 
the hay from the vines will be 
sufficient lor all the stock on 
the farm. 'Fhe peanuts will 
be used to fatten the hogs and 
the superintendent says' that 
he win raise enough meat to 
supply the wants of the farm. 
Then they will have one ol 
the I nest crops of sweet po­
tatoes in the county and there 
will be potatoes on the mark­
et from the latm. The corn 
crop IS way above the average 
of the com crops of the coun­
ty. Taking all things into 
consideration the people 
should be proud ot the farm 
and the manner in which he 
has handled it.

One good thing the super­
intendent has done this sum­
mer, and that is he has built 
some ot tne finest road beds 
in Texas. For three miles 
he has made a road way from 
the for corner of the farm that 
is as good as some of the 
streets in the cities of the 
state. This wa» ilone when 
it was too wet to work in the 
fields, and at timts when the 
hands were up with their 
work. In another year he 
will have the road built into 
the city, and it will then be 
one of the principle drive­
ways in the county lor those 
who hne pleasure in driving 
over good roads.

Report of Connty InstitaU. 

The Nacogdoches County 
Institute met Saturday, Sept. 
16th at the High School 
building in Nacogdoches, for 
the purpose ot organizing and 
laying out a plan of work in 
conformity with the new laws 
of the state in regard to insti­
tute work, etc.

The following numbers on 
the program were discussed 
and each solicited considera­
ble interest: Methods ol
Teaching Phonics, lead by 
S. B. Hand.

In Teachers^ Examinations, 
should there be a double
standard of grading one fpr 
die white and one for the ne­
gro? lead by G. W . Tillery 
and G . B. Layton, followed 
by general dlscusaton. This 
question was sprung by the 
appearance of a statemeiit 
sometime since purporting to 
have come from the State 
Board of Education in which 
it waa suggested that there 
might be some way devised 
in which the “ better class of 
negroes” could get certifidates 
“ honorably”  although they 
fail in present requirements.

The next subjects was, 
Resolved, that it is the best in­
terest ot the teachers and 
schools ol the county to have 
one institute of five days in­
stead of lour institutes ol  ̂ two 
days each.

It was found to be the unan 
imous opinion of all, that four 
institutes were better.
