84 miles, Beaumont to Hous-
ton, only 2 cents all ratl haul,
yet il that or any other unfor-
tunate shipment came via
Houston to Galveston, it
would have to pay 55¢, being
6 cents additional ' differhntial
for 50 miles based on water
rate, and hence Houston is
really the cause of the extra
expense, for as Houston pays
only 2 cents extra freight over
Beaumont, for 84 miles, cer-
tainly less should be paid for
50 miles, Houston to Galves-
ton, through shipments al-
ways considered.
