The hardest stroke, of course, 
to bear up under is the loss ol 
some or aill ol ones' relatives, 
sod one almost as great î  the 
uncertainty where friends i^nd 
relatives are ' parted. Even 
these with very lew exceptions 
hold themselves under con* 
trol to a marked degree. It 
tells in their faces, however. 
That terrible nervous strain 
asting for days cannot but 

leave its trace on the counte­
nance.

Deeds ot bravery and sacri­
fice to relieve suffering were 
seen on every side, and num­
bered among the first ol these 
are the firemen standing be­
tween a burning building and 
one across the street attempt 
ing to keep the fire from 
spreaaing. Working within 
75 Icet ol a heat which we 
found to blister our laces 

. while standing within 700 feet 
of the same. I saw some of 
them Friday morning sitting 
on the side walk while attend­
ants bathed their feet which 
were swollen, blistered, and 
bleeding Irom being literally 
cooked by standing* on the 
heated street and fighting 
the red demon.

The city was declared un 
del martial law at 7 a. m. the 
morning dl the earthquake 
and soldiers patrolled the 
streets and maintained order 
as much as possible. Anyone 
caught looting ruins or bodies 
for anything but food was 
promptly shot and branded 
"T h ie l.”  However, compara 
dvely few met this death, the 
officers saying they never saw 
a mob of terrified people so

rilling to ^ o  just what was 
anted of them as soon as 
they learned what that was. 

Of cburse,some were contrary 
I saw serveral men do what

was required of them only aft­
er Che • guard had loa ded his 
rifle and prepared tô  shoot. 
One place where 1 ca*.nfi on 
Hie scene a mombnt alter was 
where an Italian refused to 
allow the guard to use his 
wagotf to carry an injured 
woman to a hospital. He at­
tempted to drive past or over 
the guard and was instantly 
shot to death and his wagon 
used as he should have used 
I t .  1 have seen enough death 
and destruction to last me the 
rest ol my days.

The hospitality cl the peo 
pie here and in all cities along 
the bay that were more fortu­
nate is touching to behold. It 
cannot be pictured. No one 
goes uncared for, and every­
thing is being done to alleviate 
the suffering. Fcodstuff is 
coming in by the trainload and 
it is reported that 2 million 
dollars are on the way to aid 
us that way. Railroad Com­
panies are giving tree trans­
portation to ail within a 100 
miles raduis and to al­
most any part ol the continent 
through relief committees.

Am 
very thankful to have come 
through it sale and sound. 
Many lost their lives and many 
others were crippled lor life.

Austin, Texas, April 25.— 
The attorney general's depart 
ment through Assistant A t­
torney General Lightfoot filed 
four very sensational i<nti trust 
suits yesterday afternoon in 
the 26th disttict court here. 
They are against the P'ort 
Worth Stock Exchange and 
all of its members, the Fort 
Worth Stock Yards Company 
Armour & Co. ind Swilt & 
Co.

The state seeks to lorft-it/
the chartersof these lour cor­
porations besides praying for 
penalties to the amount ol 
5116 ,000 in each case.

Each is charged with main­
taining a monopoly and con­
spiracy in restraint of trade, 
which is the cattle industry. 
Also by alleged unlawful com­
binations the cattleman î  r^- 
stricted from the tree pursuit 
ol his business both as to 
market and transportation. 
There are three intervening 
corporations between the 
cattleman and the packer, and 
each hit the producer hard 
before he realizes a reasonable 
profit on liis business. This 
is the first step to rid the cat­
tle industry ol entangling 
alliances that have been forced 
upon it for the past 20 years.

County Attorney Brady ol 
this county and County A t­
torney Je ff McLean of Tarrant 
county join with the attorney 
general in prosecution of suits.

These are the first anti­
trust suits to be filed by the 
attorney general since the 
legislature provided that de­
partment with "trust busting 
facilities.
