STATE TAX RATE.

State Board Fixes the Lowest Rate 
w  Record;- - - - - - - - - - - -

The Houston Chronicle of 
TutSday contained the follow­
ing sp«-ial from Austin:

The state tax board, com­
posed of the governor, comp­
troller andfstate treasurer, as 
provided for[under the auto­
matic tax law, convened to­
day and fixed the advalorem 
tax rate for this year at 12 
1-2 cents on the $100 proper­
ty valuation. This is the 
lowest tax rate the state has 
ever had.

The school tax rate was fix­
ed at 20 cents in- compliance 
with the act o f the Mast legis­
lature' and this assures six 
months operation of public 
schools in compliance with 
the constitutional provision.

The total tax rate for this 
year, including the ad valorem 
and school tax, will be 32 1-2 
cents, a reduction over last

' V*

rs’s total rate o f .*> 1 2 cent».
The total property valua­

tions in the state amounts to 
$l,fi07,m5,458. On a 12 1-2 
cent rate this will net the gen­
eral revenue $1,(»07,<»15. Ad­
ditional amounts n«*essary to
conduct the government will 

1«

«»me from other sources, such 
as franchise taxes, charter 
fees, liquor tax and gross re­
ceipts tax.

The'state sc-hool lioard also 
met toifay and fixed the per 
capita apprortionment o f the 
available school fund at $<», 
which is the highest it has 
ev(pr l»een in the history of 
the state. This means that 
the H1)8,44T school children 
in Texas will l»e allowed $i» 
each by the state for their 
education during the «»ming 
year. This makes a total 
fund ap|»ortionment for this 
year of $.5,:ino,<»4(5. On the 
whole, the two iKiards today 
have accomplished more for 
Texas than any single agency 
has for many yeai-s.
