Texts Railroad Earniosfs. ^
Abilene Reporter.

An /  Austin dispatch is 
authority for the statement 
that figures just compiled by 
the state railroad commissio;i 
show that the*passengej- earn­
ings of the Texas railroads 
for the six months ending 
1 ^ .  81, 15)07, increased $1,- 
182,127.72 and the freight 
earnings decreased $1,056,- 
884.86, the net increase as 
compared with the correspond­
ing six months of the previous 
year being $06,208.86. The 
increase in the cost of opera­
tion was $5,050,744.60. The 
report shows the railroads’ 
gross earnings for the period 
to have been $45,846,299.04, 
of which $81,706,299.29 were 
from freight departments and 
$18,902,057.84 from passen­
ger trafic. Other earnings 
from operation amounted to 
$146,952.27. The most sur­
prising thing about this state­
ment is the increased cost of 
operation. Where this addi­
tional cost has come in we are 
at a loss to understand. If 
these figures are true it goes 
faf to account for the reluc­
tance of railroads to build 
more lines and to add to their 
present mileage. It will 
probably account for the de­
termination ot the Southern 
Pacific to cut oft ten passen­
ger . trains in this .state. It 
does not look good to us for 
the profits of railroads to fall 
oft, for all I of the Texas 
wants more lines and better 
accommodations.

March 10.—I nptice that 
all business interests o f,a pub­
lic nature are more freely 
discussed than the* schools. 
I t  seems to me tha t this 
should be to the reverse, for 
there is no one .thing th a t 
affects so nearly everybody as 
the public schools.

Giant efforts are being 
made by those of authority 
in the school world to get the 
teachers interested in their 
school work and qualify them  
tor their business. I have 
seen an old man cut down the 
cotton and hill up a cockle- 
burr. Somebody’s eyes are 
bad and the wrong plant 
is being cultivated. The 
teacher should be compelled 
to qualify himself to be sure, 
but something ought to* be 
done to  qualisy the patron.

I made one inglorious a t­
tem pt to have it done through 
a paper normal and can’t  
help but wonder^^why 
abler effort than mine has 
not been made before now.

The trustees need an in­
stitute course just as bad as 
the teacher and should have 
his way paid through a five 
days course and be compelled 
ta-attend. I f  the teacher gets 
an average of $8 per day, 
give the trustee the same. 
Few men there are who do a 
job well when they know 
there is nothing coming but 
censure. J_know  soQje one 
will stop here to figime ex­
penses, but we need effort 
worse than money. We can 
get plenty of money if the peo­
ple can be interested. They 
will vote tax enough to make 
it plenty. _

The patrons need educating 
in some cases worse than the 
children, and he must have it 
before he knows the effort 
necessary to put forward.

The Confederate Woman’s 
Hbme at Austin, Texas, will 
be opened June 8,1908. Ap­
plication for membership will 
t>e received by the trustees at 
tha t time. Rules governing 
applications for admission to 
the Confi^derate Woman’s 
Home are as follows:
'  The qualifications for ad­
mission to membership in the 
Confederate Woman’s Home, 
by the mothers, wives, widows, 
sisters and daughters of Con­
federate soldiers, shall be the 
same as laid dowiHq the con­
stitution for the United 
Daughters of the Confederacy 
of the Texas Division, article 
111, organization and mem­
bership, towit:

“ 1. Applicants entitled to 
membership are the mothers, 
wives, widows, ^ te r s  and 
daughters ot such men as 
served honorably in the Con- 
federate army, navy or civil 
service, or those persons who 
can give proof ot a personal 
service and loyal aid to the 
Southern cause during the 
war.

“In addition applicant 
must prove herself to be with­
out adequate means of sup­
port, mother, widow, wile, 
sister or daughter ot a Con­
federate soldier, who was in 
the service of the Confederacy 
during the struggle between 
tlM states, and u  Bow a resi­
dent citizen of the state of 
Texas, and was a repdent 
citizen ot this state./anuary 
1, 1899.

Of course, the minis­
ter in question will not do 
anything of th b  kind, and it 
is equally true that whatever 
may occur will have no con­
nection with his alleged 
prophetic vision. I t is easy to 
see the purpose behind such a 
deliverance, and a minbter 
may consider thkt the good 
work in which he b  engaged 
justifies such expedients in 
furthering the cause: yet it 
appears to be the wrong kind 
of argument to use on the in­
telligence of the twentieth 
century.
