President Bob Lindsey’ of the 
Nac*ogdochesCommereial club 
drove a two-seated carriage 
out to the farm, taking with 
him Mr. J. A. Arnold, the 
leader o f the Texas commer­
cial secretaries in tEeir cam­
paign for conservative legisla­
tion, and Prof. Wellborn o f 
the Agricultural açd Mechan­
ical College. Mr. Guy Blount 
and the writer followed the 
leaders in a light rig, and if 
there is a more reckless horse­
man in the .state ot Texas 
than Lindsey 1 should like to 
see the pair ot them drive in 
1‘ompetition. He finally 
landed his party at the Hall 
farm, up on the hill, without 
actually turning the carriage 
over on its side, and we went 
inside the field,^ which is not 
only covered, but is enclosed 
with a high, tight-boarded 
fence.

Mr. Hall met us half way 
^ross the field and explained 
things. The roof, or shade, 
is made o f lath-like sawed 
slats, woven into wires sup­
ported on p o ^  placed in Tows 
10  or 12  feet apart.

your surprise that you have a 
road machine that w ill work 
wonders on your road, and at 
a very nnall cost. It rounds 
up the road. It grades the 
road. It hardens it. It (ills 
the ruts, and'it actually builds 
a road that w ill surprise you.

You can^ take the worst 
p ie (« o f, clay road in this 
county, and with the aid of 
this drag, it can be made a 
good road. Go on the road 
with the drag^just after a 
rain, and you w ill be astonish­
ed how quick the water will 
drain off, and what an ele­
gant road w ill be left, where 
under the p it^ n t system, you 
have mud for weeks after the 
rain.

This drag, ho»vever, cannot
be used on sand roads, nor ̂ —-----  . ■ , -
can it be used to advantage in 
dry weaAher, but on all the 
roads' com post o f clay where 
it gets so muddy and almost 
impassable; a simple applica­
tion as above mentioned will 
make a good r<Mid.

I f  our commissioners court 
could be made to realize the 
importance of good roads, and 
i f  they would start an investi­
gation that would lead to 
their getting a scientific 
knowledge o f how to build 
themi, the money spent would 
give us vastly more, good 
roads than the present way. 
o f 'spending it. 1 do not 
mean to criticise the coniniis-

clesongood roads appearing for what they have
in your paper recently. This 
is probably the most valuable 
rpad building piece o f .ma­
chinery yet made, and the 
cost of it is practically 'noth­
ing.

Any road overseer can 
make one, and operate it suc­
cessfully. You take a log 
about 1 0 . Apohes in diameter, 
split it half intwo, cut it to a 
length o f about eight feet. 
Fasten these two halves about 
30 inches a p ^  with oak bars 
wedged in.Uhe flat side to the 
front. On toe front log next 
to the ditch end, put a piece of 
metal about three feet longi 
which is to assist the K^ni- 
cutting. This metal coAiiNW 
almost anything— a wagon 
tire is good. Hitch to it with 
a chain, in a manner so thâ t 
it w ill drag at an angle o f 
about 45 degrees. Hitch two 
mules to it and drag it over 
your road. A fter using it for 
a short lime you will find to
