The practical monopoly of
cotton production is potential
power for the South as great
as would be an equally strong
domination of the world’s
iron-ore supply.

Sooner or latter, when this
section fully comprehends this
great power it will make the
world pay tribute to its cof-
fers, just as would England or
any other country which own-
ed the world’s iron ores.

Mr. Editor—When the cot-
ton plants commence to show
the third leaf, the crop should
be thinned to a proper stand.
This work can be carried out
best by the use of hand hoe.
At the Oklahomastation good
results have been obtained on
upland soil by ' thinning toi
stand of one plant every 15
inches in the row where the
rows are 42 inches apart.

Practically all this earth is
shipped to the United States
from England. In 1905
$260,000 was paid by refiners
in this_country to English
shlppe;’ﬁt this earth. Pro-
fessor J. C. Blake of the
Department of Chemistry in
the Agricultural and Mechan-
ical College of Texas has
recently been conducting a
series of experiments on  the
bleaching properties ot some
samples of fuller’s earth
found in Texas. The best
samples came - from Burton
and Smithville. The results
should be very gratifying to
the interested partiesin this
state. When the decoloriz-
ing powers of the English
samples were compared-with
the best Texas tuller’s earth,
taking the - English earth as
standard, the percentage of:
three samples of Texas earth
was found to be 164 per cent,
177 per cent and 181 per cent
where the English- earth was
only 93 per -cent. It seems
.very likely, according to Pro-
{ tessor Blake,that when further

samples will be tound vastly
superior to the imported
earth. Should this prove
true the property containing
these deposits of high grade
tuller’'s earth would become a
veritable gold mine o its
OW ners. :
