No economy has been more 
neglected than the reduction 
of the cost ot hauling over 
wagon roads, and none sus­
ceptible ot a great saving. 
Mr. Yoakum says:

Bad roads and bad weather 
shut off communication be­
tween the farms and the 
towns, and when weather and 
bad roads permit the farmers 
to reach the niarkets and re­
sume their deliveries they] 
usually find glutted markets 
and low prices. I'he necessity 
of only hauling halt loads by 
reason of mud holes, causing 
broken axles and damage to 
harness and teams, accounts 
for the enormous loss to the 
entire country, as given by 
the Department ot Agricul­
ture, of more than $250,000,- 
000 annually. These disad­
vantages are indirect taxes on 
the farmers and paid tor by 
the communities tor main­
taining poor roads. The sav­
ing resulting trom building 
goods roads would be much 
mor*, to say nothing of the 
comfort enhanced values, 
greater development and the 
J ! ^  cost ot m-iintaining ginxl 
roads after they are construct­
ed. To put it diflerentiv. a 
farmer who lives . ten miles 
away form ttie railroad sta­
tion is nearer to it in the mat­
ter ot time of traversing the 
distance overgoixl roads than 
is one wh(»se place is only 
three miles distant hut who!

ble court house and a 
commodious and sanitary 
jail.

THE SCARDALOUS COMHllOA 
OF TEXAS JARS.

la  s  oommuuicatioD which 
George A. Csnlea «d* 

fjrrssed to  The News m tew 
4éYs Ago be protested severely, 
but none too severely, against 
the sanitary and hygienic con­
ditions ot the Dallas County 
jail. Mr. Carden said that 
three prisoners had contracted 
tuberculoeis and died ot the 
diaea.se, and that tact he con.* 
sidered as proof ot a social 
crime.

News quite agrees with this 
verdict, drastic as it is. But 
what makes the matter worse, 
the condition ot th e  Dallas 
county ja il is nos exceptional; 
or it it  is, the ditterence is lav 
(Hrable to it. W e ventnre to 
say that, however bad the 
condition ot the Dallas Con­
ditions ot the Dallas county 
jail may be, they are at least 
no worse than those in halt 
the ja ils in Texas. The tact 
is —and it were well we strip- 

. ped it ot the cmicealment ot 
sott words—that our treat­
ment ot prisoners in county 
iaiia is little better than bar­
barous. W hat exceptions 
there are, are )ust tew enough 
to emphasize the rule. We 
do not, to be sure, beat, starve 
or kill outright those whom 
we imprison in iails; but, tur 
the m ost. part, we subject 
them to conditions that not 
only make living a torture to 
the man ot even ordinary sen­
sibilities, but expose them to 
the dangers ot deadly disease. 
Lacking even the most ordi­
nary means ot ventilation and 
Ipf-Ving thè commonest meth­
ods ot sanitation, we lock men 
up in an atmosphere so laden 
with disease that only the 
hardiest—and the luckiest— 
onn hope to escape a tatui in- 
tection. Damning as even 
that criterion would be. we 
can not ^measure our sin by 
the number ot men who actu­
ally die on our hands. Many 
we release from ja il utter we 
have kept them only long 
enough to infect them with 
disease. Many others are 
convicted and survive their 
penitentiary terms only to lx

released to die ot a disease 
contracted in the jails. The 
treeddlRL^e give such after 
they have|Mdd the penalty ot 
their criiuee mockery. 
Such we fomially a ^ j« 4 ^  de­
serving only o f a term o' 
Ihkement, but in reabty. pend 
ing the determination ot their 

lerime. we have informally 
¡sentenced them to death by 
lingering process. It this 

! fact were not so ceilainly the 
result ot insensate negligence, 
an unfriendly critic might 
suspect us ot a desire to make 
away with men whom we lack 
the courage to condemn.

Doubtless these .words will 
shock many ears; but it they 
shall shock men and women 
ot Texas into a sense of the 
enormity, ot the wrong we do 
the prisoners in our jails, any 
slight exaggeration will he 
abundantly atoned. For this 
is one ot those great wrongs 
which react bard to the hurt 
ot those who themselves do 
the wrong. The existence ot 
such conditions dulls the 
popular sense ot justice, w’eak- 
ens the people’s power o f per­
ception, and, we have no 
doubt, speaking more con­
cretely, the vile condition of 
the ordinary ja il operates of­
ten to defeat the ends ot law­
ful justice.

This Is not a criticism  of 
jailors, who in most cases do 
the best they can with the 
means and provisions at hand, 
but of the whole people of any 
county in which the bad con­
ditions exist. —  (Galveston 
News.
