cle 8 ot the Constitution.

““An address issued by the

'|Regents ot the University,

which has been extensively
circulated makes the state-
ment that the adoption ot the
bond amendment.

“Will provide the tunds
necessary tor the proposed ex-
pansion of the University
without any addition what-
ever to the taxes borne by the
people. The income from the
Universityjpermanent tund is
amply sufficient to pay the
interest and provide a sinking
fund tor the bonds proposed.’

“This is a very cleyer, hut
a very misleading statement,
in that it does not inform ihe
reader ot the tact that no-
where in the amendment is
there anything which compels
the Legislature, or says that
the Legislature shall use any
part of the permanent tund

to pay off either the interest
or bonds. Itis left to the

legislature entirely. Besides,
the permanent income of the
University »ill not pay the
interest,{to say nothing ot the
bonds tor the Five or Seven
Million Dollars which the Re-
gents said in their report tor
that the University
would soon need. Again,
there is no mention in the ad-
dress ot the tact that if bonds
are issued for other State in-
stitutions that the tax payers
have got to pay them. Any
person who will secure a copy
ot the amendment and read it
can see for himselt that the
statement that the adoption
of the Constitutional amend-
ment providing for unlimited
bonds will not cost the tax
payers a cent is not based up-
on anything in the amend-
ments itselt, A.l bonds must
be paid by the tax payers.
The adoption of the bond
amendment will cost the tax
payers in interest and in in-
creased appropriation more
than a quarter of a Million
Dollars each year, and it
means the destruction of the
Agricultural and Mechanical
College, the farmers school.
This, within itselt, would
destroy a Million and a Halt
Dollars ot property, paid for
by the tax payers.”
