Old Man Winter has had a
tub-handled hold on this area
for the past week,

The spell, easily the most
severe of this winter season,
has dipped temperatures near
zero or below on at least two
occasions during its week-long
tenure, Reports of sub-zero
temperatures were circulating
Saturday morning and again
yesterday (Tuesday) morning,

The greatest benefit from
the frigid spell was the snow
which accompanied it, The snow
measured from four to nine
inches and contained approxi-
mately half an inch of moisture,
according to estimates.

Cold weather moved into the
area Thursday, Thursday night
saw most of the snow deposited
here, A brief warming trend de-
veloped Saturday afternoon and
again during Monday afternoon
and Tuesday, Majority of the
Thursday night snow, however,

was still on the ground at mid-
week,

The end of the storm wasn't
In sight Friday morning. No
school was held that day,

Roads in the area were quick-
ly cleared of snow and ice by
the state highway department
maintenance crew and were in
reasonably good travelling con-
dition even during the worst of
the spell., Main roads and
streets have been clear of snow
and ice since Friday.

Dear Fellow Texan:

On Monday, January 10th, the Senate of the United States
and the House of Representatives convened in Washington to
continue working on proposed laws which were left unfinished
in the first session of the 89th Congress last year, to introduce
new legislation, and to examine the operation of the new laws
passed last year to see if theyare being efficiently administered.

On the opening day of the ceremonies last Monday, a letter
of resignation was read from Senator Harry F. Byrd, Jr. to
fill the vacancy left by his father’s resignation was read to the
Senate, Then, Harry F, Byrd, Jr, was escorted down the main
aisle of the Senate Chamber by the now Senior Senator from
Virginia, Willis Robertson, When the oath of office as a Senator
was administered to Harry F, Byrd, Jr. of Virginia, by Vice
President Hubert Humphrey there was once again a Senator
Byrd from Virginia in the United States Senate. This has a
Texas interest, too, because the great-grandfather of Harry
Byrd, Jr. was Adjutant-General of the State of Texas in 1861,
and Harry Byrd's grandfather was born in Austin, Texas in
1861.

The reconvening of Congress is always an exicting event
for a United States Senator, as colleagues from all 50 states,
from Alaska to Florida, from Maine to Hawaii, gather again
to consider laws that will determine the future course of all
nations and to report their activities during the months of
adjournment when they were investigating the different parts
of the Nation and the world,

A matter of great personal interest to me, during this first
day, was the introduction in the House of Representative of
seven new Cold War GI Bills, Two days later, eight more bills
were introduced in the House, bringing the total to over 50
Gl Bills which have been introduced in the House, This is
encouraging support for this greatly needed legislation, as
the House of Representatives begins to show the same enthus-
iasm for the GI Bill as the Senate showed when it passed my
GI Bill by a vote of more than 4 to 1, :

In his State of the Union Message, President Lyndon B,
Johnson became the first President to recommend special ed-
ucational and other opportunities for the veterans of this Nation
since an executive order terminated the Korean GI Bill bene-
fits on January 31, 1955, All that is needed for the GI Bill
now is the passage by the House, and I am hopeful that his ses-
sion of Congress will bring enactment of this GI Bill,

For seven years I have worked for its passage. The future
of 5 million Cold War veterans rests on this passage, Their
education, their hopes, their dreams for the future, ride on
this bill. For each one day of service, they get 1 1/2 days

college education, The GI Bills of World War Il and the Korean
Conflict have paid back their cost in increased taxes paid by
veterans. This is not a boondoggle, this is a good investment
for the Nation that will more than pay for itself,

AUSTIN -- A substantial tax

increase will be needed next

year to provide for fast-grow-
ing stage colleges and univer-
gities.

Frank Erwin, chairman of the
Committee for the Governing
Board of Texas Colleges and
Universities, estimate that
higher-education expenditures
will go up $100,000,000 for the
coming biennium -- above the
present $432,000,000 budget.
That's a hike of nearly 25 per
cent,

Some authorities feel that
increased expenditures for edu-
cation will run closer to $170,-
000,000,

Erwin predicted thatcollege-
university enrollments will
double by the early 1970’s and
admitted that the task of pro-
viding facilities for all appears
virtually hopeless,

Texans, he said, must be as
enthusiastic in support of new
taxes for education as they
were in backing increased ap-
propriations last year,

Other sources said the higher
education budget looming next
year may reach $650,000,000,
In that event about $500,000,-
000 may have to come from
direct taxation,

Should an increase as large
as now foreseen become neces-
sary, pressure almostcertainly
would be renewed to hike the
$50 a semester tuition fee re-
quired at state institutions, In
the past, however, legislators
