“1 have come to ask for the 
repeal of that provision ot 
the Panama canal act 
ot August 24.

County: “
The Commissioner’s Court 

at its last term of the court 
appointed over-seers for this 
county, the time of appoint­
ing having been changed 
from November to February 
by your representative, Hon. 
A. T . Russell, at the last 
session of the legislature, and 
the Commissioners' Court 
acted on this law, and the 
various men over this county 
have been designated by the 
court as over-seers, and 1 
would like to suggest that 
you get your commissions 
and study the road laws of 
this county, and after 
familiarizing yourselves with 
the laws of guide given you 
by the Commissioners’ Court, 
then proceed to work your 
road. The law contemplates 
that you will have at least 
two workings of the road over 
which you are over-seer, but 
does not say that you can not 
have eight workings if you 
want them, the law leaving 
thi» to the over-seer’s judg­
ment as to how often the 
roads ought to be worked. 
Your roads are entitled to be 
worked when the same get 
impassible, and an over-seer 
should not wait until every 
man on the road kicks about 
it being bad, for the over-seer 
ought to know better than 
any one when the road does 
need working, and it is then 
his duty to warn ont as many 
hands as he needs to work the 
same, give it a working, of 
ooune. keeping in mind the 
welfare ot the hands who are 
forced to work the same, and 
not warn them out to work 
at a time when it would be 
taking them away from im­
portant work on the farm, it 
they be farmers. There are 
lots of places on the various 
roads that now need working, 
and the over-seers should 
warn out the hands and work 
these bad places at once. 1 
am sure that no one wants to 
be indicted tor not working 
his road, and 1 do not want 
to indict any one, but some 
bad places must be fixed and 
fixed right at once. It is the 
duty of every good citizen to 
see that the laws are enforced, 
and 1 will thank any citizen 
to let me know when there is 
a bad place in his road and I 
will at once see that the same 
is worked or else the overseer 
prosecuted for not working 
the same. Over seers please 
take notice.

In a recent issue you s^oke 
ol the alopti in ot an amend­
ment to tlie constitution ot 
the United States which 
provides tor the election ot 
Senators by a direct vote ot 
the people. You speak ot it i.s 
a part ot the old populist plat- 
iorni accepted and adopted by 
the progressive democracy.

I am thus reminded to call 
vour attention to the tact 
that practically every pro­
gressive declaration o t . the 
democratic party consists ot 
the former principles ol the 
^pulist platform as originally 
declared in 1890. The 
populist party not only 
originated the demand tor 
popular election ot United 
State senators, but they 
originated the demand tor 
the initiative, referendum and 
recall; they are the fathers ot 
the present demand tor a 
system ot warehouses tor the 
storage ot farm products; 
they are the original advocates 
ot the continued extension ot 
the civil service rules to take 
the appointive offices out ot 
political gratters and subject 
them to a system ot competi­
tive examinations. They con­
demned and denounced the 
practice ot allowing thievish 
corporations to acquire large 
holdings ot the public domain, 
depriving the public ot the 
privilege ot acquiring a home 
under the protection- ot 
beneficent national law. They 
are the first party that ever 
carried the banner upon 
which was inscribed the 
maxim of bringing together 
*,*the landless man and man- 
less land. 'One ot the crown­
ing glories ot populism was 
the discovery and exposure ot 
the infamous thieving “Credit 
Mobilier” by which a clique 
ot scoundrels in the American 
congress, headed . by Oakes 
Ames, a radical member trom 
Massachusetts, had secured 
deeds covering millions ot 
acres ot public land and six­
teen thousand dollars in 
money per mile as a donation 
to the Huntington—Stanford 
—Crocker — Hopkins syndi* 
cate, by which the govern­
ment built the Union Pacific 
railroad across the western 
continent trom gden to the 
Pacific at a cost ot over one 
hundred million dollars and 
made those internal thieves 
a present ot it. They fought 
the gold standard.—at that 
time there was less than three 
dollars in gold per capita in 
the United States — they 
fought tthe existing national 
bank laws out ot which has 
grown the present currency 
reform; they fought rebates, 
high tariffs and every thing 
else that cast its shadow across 
the path of popular progress. 
While they went down—and 
the writer with them—the 
principles they advocated 
lived on and still live aiid the 
spark that smoldered in the 
ashes they left behind kindled 
into the light that guides the 
feet of a reluetant democracy 
till this day.

W hat a pity that progrès 
give democracy and militant 
republicanism did not see 
those things then as they did 
afterward. If they had, there 
would not be a trust in thb 
country today.
