It is therefore important 
that a housewife have a good 
supply of fruit and vegetables at 
her command, and this can often 
be effected with little expense 
b^ canning at home the surplus 
3neld of the garden and the or­
chard.

Fqt home use, glass jars are 
recohimended, since these can he 
used year after year. The only 

needed is already 
in the* kitchen—a lar 
supplied w th  a wire 9 t ŵ  
rack that covers the bottom and 
that will raise the jars as much 
as a' quarter of an inch during 
the cooking process. If the 
housewife has a steam cooker, it 
may be used to good advantage; 
also the commercial canner is

inexpensive, and where much 
canning is done, soon pays for it­
self in the saving of time and 
fuel. •

Fruits and vegetables for can­
ning should be in prime condi­
tion—not too ripe nor too green, 
'rbey should be carefully clean­
ed, picked over, washed and all 
over-rope portions cut away.

Method No. 1 for canning 
(Cooking ill the Jar) follows:

Fill the cold jars to the top 
with uncooked fruit and syrup— 
or in the case of vegetables with 
uncooked vegetables and water. 
Put rubber ring in place and 
put on the lid. but do not screw 
it down. I’luce the false bot­
tom in the boiler and put the 
jara upon it, not allowing I'.ie 
jara to touch one anu'aicr. Pour 
in sufficient water to make steam, 
cover the boiler, bring to a boil 
and 'keep boiling for one hour, 

emove cover to allow steam to 
ape and screw down the tops. 

On the second day loosen tops of 
jars, place in boiler, and bring 
to a boil, repeating this process 
on the third day, screwing down 
the top» firmly after each hcat- 
ing.

ers Feed Themaelvea.

Dr. Edward L. Troxell, 
representing the Peabody 
Museum ot Yale Univerdty, 
is at the Oriental Hotel today 
on his way to Tulia and the 
head ot Rock Creek in the 
'^exas Panhandle, where he 
will conduct , an expedition 
ter the university in the hope 
ct securing fossils ot the an­
cient horse that became ex­
tinct in America 200.000 years 
ago, the Pleistocene elephant 
and camel and other animals 
are said to have settled in the 
Panhandle long before the 
present age ot man.

Dr. Troxell will fce enter­
tained by Dr. R. S. Hyer ot 
the Southern Methodist Uni­
versity this afternoon and will 
be shown over the university 
buildings. He will leave tor 
Amarillo tonight.

"Two years ago,'* said Dr. 
Troxell, **tbe university sent 
tor Prof. Lull and a party on 
an expedition to the Texas 
Panhandle to look tor fossils. 
This expedition was so suc­
cessful that they are sending 
out another.

“On our last trip we found 
fragments ot the three* toed 
horse, elephants, camels, slothi 
and the ancient horse which 
became extinct in the conti­
nent 200,000 years ago. The 
horse did not live ID America 
from that time until the 
Spaniards brought him back 
into the country from Europe.

“This year we hope to find 
more specimens ot the fossils 
ot these ancient inhabitants 
ot the country.”
