London, Aug. 10.—Alsace 
and Belgium monopolizes the 
attention ot the world today. 
In Belgium thè fines ase be­
ing rapidly drasni tor the 
greatest battle oi 
times. Although the censor­
ship b  rigid, it b  known that 
a great Britbh and French 
army is mobilbing to aid tbe 
Belguns to retain neutrality. 
Meanwhile there b  fighting 
along tbe entire frontier ot 
Lorraine and tbe French are 
operating in torce against the 
Germans in Southern Alsace, 
with so far uninterrupted 
success.

The announcement that the 
battle ship fleet had sunk a 
Ctsrman submarine has defi­
nitely located the British fleet. 
It must be somewhere off the 
German naval base at Heligo­
land in as much as the subma­
rine sunk has a very limited 
steaming area and was design­
ed tor coast detensa work ex­
clusively. That the British 
fleet b  so close to the German 
coast that thè enemy can util­
ise their defense submarines 
means the German war fleet 
b  bottled up and that the 
British fleet b  now constantly 
subject io attack ' by torpedo 
boats, destroyers and subma­
rines.

Not a single word b per­
mitted to leak regarding the 
movements of the British 
troops, but it is known that 
many are now on the conti­
nent. Others are en route in 
transport fleets escorted by 
tbe reserve warships. That 
they will be first heard trom 
when they clash with the 
Germans in supporting tbe 
French and Belgian b  baliev 
ed certain here.
