Paris, Sept. 7,—Atter the
news of the fall ot Lemberg
became known in Vienna, the
correspondent ot the Havas
agency says more than 20.
000 men were set at work
with teverish haste on the
tortifications ot Vienna, and
many thousands ot others‘hc-
gan tortitying the banks of
the Danube.

Among them are 33 officers
and doctors who are in con-
finement at Chateau Brest.
The Tambora sailed June 30
trom Batavia for Rotterdam.

“The British cruiser War-
rior stranded probably as the
result ot a fight with the
cruiser Geoben when while
escaping from the Bosphor-
us.”
