a+cereal-and bacon, eggs or fish,
and except in the more expensive
places a luncheon of two courses |

this case few are likely to go hun-
gry, as hors d'eouvres and soup
count only half a course, and for
the two—other courses diners
have the choice of fish, entrees
or roasts with vegetables and
desserts. Cheese with bread
and butter or crackers is not
counted as a course.
