They bear a
likeness of Ben'amin Franklin, the
American apoetie of thrift and ecor
omy. - The 1919 War Savings Stamps,
which yleld their owmers four per
cen! interest, oo opounded gquarterly,
may. be obtalned from any postoffice,
bank, or other authorized agent. The
price of each 1919 War Savings
Stamp is $4.12 during January. The
cost price increases regularly one
